Statistics Package  2007 - 2008
Statistics will be prepared from official league sheets completed each league night.  Both Team captains must sign the score sheet and keep one copy each.  One copy of the score sheet is to be mailed or delivered to the league statistician by the home team within 5 days of league night, or 2 points will be deducted from the home teams standings.

TEAM STATISTICS

Team standings for regular season play will be based on matches played during league play.  One point will be counted for each win including forfeits.  Should both teams forfeit a match then no team’s points will be awarded.
INDIVIDUAL STATISTICS

Statistics will be recorded for an individual’s game play during the leagues regular season.  Games played will be recorded in an individual’s win/loss.  A team loss by forfeit will not count as a loss in individual’s statistics.  An individuals All Star points are assigned for games won and throws, three (3) darts as follows:

· 3 points for a win in 601 doubles

· 3 points for a win in cricket doubles

· 5 points for a win in 501 singles

· 2 points for a 180 scored in 501/601 games

· 1 point for 7 or 8 in cricket

· 2 points for a 9  in cricket

· 1 point for a high finish of 100 or more in 501/601 games

· Tons (one hundred or more) count in 501/601 games

There will be League recognition for 180’s Cricket’s 9’s/6 Bulls and high individual All Star points.

There will be two win averages reported for each player, average wins weight and average wins.  Average wins are calculated by total wins divided by the total games played.  Weight average wins use All star points for the games which are played-total all star points for wins divided by total possible all star points for games played.

COMPLETION OF SCORESHEET

Please print full names of all team members and write legibly.

The boxes shown beside each players name and under column headers (DBLS, DBLS CRICKET & SINGLES) are used to indicate the participant in the game and the results of the match.  The match number is written in the top left half of the box for each person playing in the appropriate column (dbls 601, dbls cricket & Singles).  Up to 6 names may be shown as playing in matches, in any single format.  The result of the game is written in the bottom right corner of the box (W-wins, L-loss, WF-win by forfeit).  Tons (100-177) can be marked with actual score or by the following symbols. (X,*).

Cricket shots should be shown by number (7,8,9, 6 bulls and high finishes).  Please write players name at the bottom of the score sheet when recording 180’s and high finishes.

Total will be shown at the bottom of the score sheet for each format as well as overall team wins.  Both captains are to sign the score sheet and will each keep a copy of the score sheet.  The one-team captain shall send the original to the league statistical.

First reporting of protest or grievances should be written on the score sheet.  Written submission of the grievance or protest with the appropriate bond may be delivered to the rules chairman separately.
