Guidelines/Suggestions for Museum Sculptures

Zoologist - Print out or save to floppy disk pictures of animals that are common to your national park. (birds, fish, mammals, reptiles, amphibians etc.)

Botanist - Print out or save to floppy disk pictures of plants, vegetation, that are common to your national park. (trees, flowers, grasses, etc.)

Geologist - Print out or save to floppy disk pictures of landforms, physical features of your national park. Geysers, volcanoes, hot springs, basins, rivers, lakes, caves, caverns, mountains, hills, valleys, etc..

Time Traveler/Historian – Find a picture of a past or present happening taking place at your national park. Think of people, events, activities, natural disasters, weather conditions, etc.. that have influenced the development/history of your national park.

Make sculptures for your museum.  If requested- I will copy your selected picture to an overhead transparency so that you will be able to blow it up and trace it on cardboard/poster etc. to make a large sculpture of your featured item for your museum. (can be done in art as well as Soc. Stud. Class)

*Each ranger member should have at least 1 sculpture representing his/her specific ranger job. (geologist/botanist/zoologist/historian)

Decide now what materials you will need to collect.  Ask your parents, Mr. Foreman, and Mrs. Harris for help.  Do not wait until the last minute.  Select your picture/item now, and let us know the materials you will need to make your sculpture.
