2 Movie Fan (general user) accessing the webpage

Our whole project is based on a website that provides information on how to find where, when and what movies are playing at a location specified by the user. This functionality and its requirements deals with what just the average movie fan would see when they access this webpage and what happens when they enter data and move around the general sites for their information.

2.1 Movie fan has access to our project – the website

2.1.1 When the movie fan first accesses the webpage they shall be looking at the Now Playing Screen Shot.

2.1.1 There shall be an error if they try to go to any other web page first.

2.1.1 There shall be an error if the movie fan tries to access the pages that are meant for only theatre managers or studio managers are supposed to access.

2.1.1 There shall be an error if the average movie fan tries to log into the website or tries to change something that they do not have permission to change.

2.1.1 On the website that the movie fan first sees there shall be a list of all the movies that are out at that point in time, along with a picture and a movie blurb with each movie explaining a little about that particular movie.

2.1.1 On the website that the movie fan first sees there shall be links to all the other pages that the movie fan can access.

Movie Fan shall be able to find out what movies are playing, what times they are being shown and what theatres they will be shown in, in a city that they specify.

Movie Fan shall be able to find out what movies are playing, what times they are being shown at and what cities they are being shown in by specifying what theatre they want to see them at.

Movie Fan shall be able to find out what times movies are playing, what theatres they are playing in and what cities they are playing in by specifying what the name of the movie is.

Movie Fan shall be able to specify what movie they want to get information about by choosing a movie from a scroll-down list.

By specifying what movie the Movie Fan wanted to search for, the website should load with all of the possible cities the movie is being shown in, what theatres you could find the movie at and what times the movie is being shown at.

The webpage shall display an error if the Movie Fan tries to look up information about a movie that is not on the scroll-down list.

Movie Fan shall be able to specify what theatre they want to get information about by choosing a theatre from a scroll-down list.

By specifying what theatre the Movie Fan wanted to search for, the webpage should load with all of the possible cities that the theatre is located in, and what movies are being shown at that theatre.

The webpage shall display an error if the Movie Fan tries to look up information about a theatre that is not on the scroll-down list.

Movie Fan shall be about to specify what city they want to get information about by choosing a city from a scroll-down list.

3 Theater Managers Getting Started With The System

Before a theater manager can add information about his or her theater(s), s/he must sign up for the system.  This section details how they sign up for and access the system.

3.1 Theater manager signs up for the system

3.1.1 To sign up, a theater manager shall go to the website and download a form to apply as a theater manager.  They shall e-mail the completed application to the Groovy Movies staff.   Origin:  Development team Stability: Could be changed if team decided to use CGI rather than e-mail.  Priority: High

3.1.1 In the application, the theater owner shall list any theater that s/he is responsible for.  S/he will also choose a unique username and password for accessing the site. Origin:  Development team Stability: Permanent  Priority: High

3.1.1 The groovy movies staff shall verify each application to see that the applicant does indeed manage one or more theaters currently in operation. The staff will notify the applicant if they have or have not been approved. Origin:  Development team  Stability: Permanent, depends on available technology  Priority: High 

3.2 Theater Owners accessing the system

3.2.1 On the main screen, theater managers can login.  Then, the system shall recognize this user as a theater owner and take him/her to their personal page. Origin:  User request Stability: Permanent  Priority: High

3.2.1 The system shall allow three tries of entering a password, then it shall ask the user if s/he wishes to receive a copy of the password in e-mail.  (If yes, the password shall be sent.) Origin:  Development team Stability: Could change depending on security needs.  Priority: Medium

3.2.1 If the entered username does not match a theater manager, but it does match a registered user for another area, the user shall be redirected to the area matching their credentials. Origin:  Development team Stability: Likely to change if deemed unnecessary  Priority: Low

3.2.1 If the entered username does not match any registered user, the system shall prompt the user if s/he would like to sign up for the system, and offer the three types of applications. Origin:  Development team Stability: Likely to change if deemed unnecessary  Priority: Low

3.2.1 There shall be an error if the movie fan tries to access the pages that are meant for only theatre managers or studio managers are supposed to access. Origin:  User request Stability: Could become stricter based on observed security of the system  Priority: High

4 Theater Managers Specialized Use of the System

This section details the way the Theater Managers will use the system on a regular basis.  It talks about all the specialized functions for the Theater Managers.

4.1 Edit theater info: theater manager can edit or add the following information.  At the bottom of the page there shall be an ‘update’ button to enter and save all the current data. Origin:  Development team Stability: Could add or remove categories without causing problems for system . Priority: Medium
4.1.1 Name of Theater

4.1.1 Address

4.1.1 Driving directions from North, South, East, West

4.1.1 Photo of Theater

4.2 Add/Remove Movie (for all 4. the origin is Dev. Team)

4.2.1 When a user clicks on “Add/Remove Movie” the page shall show the movies this theater is currently showing.  There shall be checkmarks next to the current movies that the user can “un-check” to indicate s/he is removing this movie. Stability:  Could change if users found unsatisfactory Priority:  Medium

4.2.1 There shall be a list of movies currently available that they can pick from. Stability:  High Priority:  High

4.2.1 The page shall have an “Update” button at the bottom to save the data Stability:  High Priority:  High

4.2.1 If the user removes all movies from a theater, a message will appear asking them if they REALLY wish to remove all movies from this theater. Stability:  Could be removed if users found it unnecessary  Priority:  Medium

4.2.1 The page shall have a simplified version of these instructions for the users. Stability:  High Priority:  Low

4.3 Add/Remove Showtime

4.3.1 When the user clicks to add/remove showtime, they will be directed to a page with a dropdown menu.  They can select which of their movies they would like to edit the showtimes for.

4.3.1 Upon selecting a movie, a special page for that movie will appear, which displays the current showtimes for that movie at that theater.

4.3.1 The current showtimes shall have checkmarks that the user can “un-check” to indicate that s/he is removing this showtime.

4.3.1 There shall be blank fields where user can add new showtimes, with an AM/PM dropdown next to each blank.

4.3.1 There shall be a button at the bottom called “Update” to save the current data.

4.3.1 If the user removes all showtimes for a particular movie, a message shall appear that asks if the user wishes to remove the movie entirely, since all its showtimes are gone.

4.3.1 The page shall feature simplified version of these instructions for the users.
