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1 Introduction

Groovy Movies is a web-based system designed to promote movies and provide information to movie-fans. There are there interfaces – one for each type of user. The first is for the movie-fan who wants to find a movie playing in their area. Secondly, there is an interface for theaters to add what movies they are playing and at what times. The third interface is for studios to add movies that they have produced to be shown as well as information about that movie.

2 Movie Fan accessing GroovyMovies.com
Our whole project is based on a website that provides information on how to find where, when and what movies are playing at a location specified by the user. This functionality and its requirements deals with what just the average movie fan would see when they access this webpage and what happens when they enter data and move around the general sites for their information.

2.1 Movie fan has access to the website

2.1.1 When the movie fan first accesses the webpage they shall be looking at the Now Playing Screen Shot.

2.1.1 There shall be an error if they try to go to any other webpage such as the login page or the times listing page or the feedback page.
2.1.1 There shall be an error if the movie fan tries to access the pages that are meant for only theater managers or studio managers are supposed to access.

2.1.1 There shall be an error if the average movie fan tries to log into the website or tries to change something that they do not have permission to change.

2.1.1 On the website that the movie fan first sees there shall be a list of all the movies that are out at that point in time, along with a picture and a movie blurb with each movie explaining a little about that particular movie.

2.1.1 On the website that the movie fan first sees there shall be links to all the other pages that the movie fan can access.
2.2 MOVIE FAN CAN SEARCH WEBSITE

2.2.1 Movie Fan shall be able to find out what movies are playing, what times they are being shown and what theaters they will be shown in, in a city that they specify.

2.2.1 Movie Fan shall be able to find out what movies are playing, what times they are being shown at and what cities they are being shown in by specifying what theater they want to see them at.

2.2.1 Movie Fan shall be able to find out what times movies are playing, what theaters they are playing in and what cities they are playing in by specifying what the name of the movie is.

2.2.1 Movie Fan shall be able to specify what movie they want to get information about by choosing a movie from a scroll-down list. 

2.2.1 By specifying what movie the Movie Fan wanted to search for, the website should load with all of the possible cities the movie is being shown in, what theaters you could find the movie at and what times the movie is being shown at.

2.2.1 The webpage shall display an error if the Movie Fan tries to type in a name of a movie or search for any name of a movie that would not be displayed on the scroll-down list.
2.2.1 Movie Fan shall be able to specify what theater they want to get information about by choosing a theater from a scroll-down list.

2.2.1 By specifying what theater the Movie Fan wanted to search for, the webpage should load with all of the possible cities that the theater is located in, and what movies are being shown at that theater.

2.2.1 The webpage shall display an error if the Movie Fan tries to type in a name of a theatre or search for any theatre that is not displayed on the scroll-down list.
2.2.1 Movie Fan shall be about to specify what city they want to get information about by choosing a city from a scroll-down list.

2.2.1 By specifying what city the Movie Fan wanted to search for, the webpage shall load with all of the possible theaters that are located in that city; without displaying any of the movies, but with links to each individual theater webpage which would specify what movies and times there are for each movie.

2.2.1 The webpage shall display an error if the Movie Fan tries to type in a name of a city or search for any city that is not displayed on the scroll-down list.
2.3 MOVIE FAN CAN GIVE FEEDBACK/OPINIONS
2.3.1 The Movie Fan shall be able to show his/her opinion of our webpage by filling out the feedback webpage.

3 Theater Representative accessing GroovyMovies.com

3.1 LOGIN
3.1.1 To sign up, a theater manager shall go to the website and download a form to apply as a theater manager.  They shall e-mail the completed application to the Groovy Movies staff.

3.1.1 In the application, the theater owner shall list any theater that s/he is responsible for.  S/he will also choose a unique username and password for accessing the site.

3.1.1 The groovy movies staff shall verify each application to see that the applicant does indeed manage one or more theaters currently in operation.

3.1.1 The staff will notify the applicant if they have or have not been approved.

3.1.1 Each theater manager’s information shall be kept on file by the system.  The staff may choose to verify the manager’s status periodically.
3.2 Theater representative accessing the website
3.2.1 On the main screen, theater managers can login.

3.2.1 The system shall recognize this user as a theater owner and take him/her to their personal page.

3.2.1 The system shall allow three tries of entering a password, and then it shall ask the user if s/he wishes to receive a copy of the password in e-mail.  (If yes, the password shall be sent.)

3.2.1 If the entered username does not match a theater manager, but it does match a registered user for another area, the user shall be redirected to the area matching their credentials.

3.2.1 If the entered username does not match any registered user, the system shall prompt the user if s/he would like to sign up for the system, and offer the three types of applications.

3.2.1 There shall be an error if the movie fan tries to access the pages that are meant for only theater managers or studio managers are supposed to access.
4 Studio Representative accessing GroovyMovies.com

This functionality and its requirements deals with what just a Studio Representative would see when they access this service and what happens when they enter data and navigate throughout the pages on this site.

4.1 Login

4.1.1 Each Studio Representative (Studio Rep.) shall have a unique login.

4.1.1 All initial logins and passwords shall be attained from GroovyMoives.com staff upon completion of a web-based application that may be submitted via email, fax, or postal mail.

4.1.1 Before issuing any logins/passwords, GroovyMovies.com staff shall verify all application data to prevent any fraudulent access to this service.

4.1.1 Upon receipt of login/password data, via email, the Studio Rep. is prompted to change his/her password during the initial login. 

4.1.1 A Studio Rep. shall receive error upon input of incorrect login and/or password, and shall be permitted to try two more times.

4.1.1 Upon the third incorrect entry of login info, this Studio Rep.’s account shall be temporarily deactivated and the Studio Rep. shall be instructed to contact GroovyMovies.com staff for re-activation.

4.1.1 A Studio Rep. shall be able to have login information emailed to his/her registered email address prior to failing a third login in attempt by choosing the link provided on login page. 

4.1.1 Each Studio Rep. shall be directed to their very own homepage, containing user specific data and options, after login.

4.1.1 A Studio Rep. shall have access to all areas of this site specific to viewing/ adding/ changing/ and/or deleting the listed movies for said studio. 

4.1.1 A Studio Rep. also has access to all the same features as a Movie Fan.  See Section 2.

4.2 Add a listing

4.2.1 The Studio Rep. shall be able to add new listings to their database at any time without limit.

4.2.1 When adding a listing, the Studio Rep. is required to enter specific information that will be verified before submission.  

4.2.1 Any omission of required data (indicated by * on form) shall result in an error, and return to the data entry form.

4.2.1 The Studio Rep. shall be required to enter the official title of the movie (not more than 100 char.) that he/she wishes to add to their database.

4.2.1 The Studio Rep. shall be required to enter the date on which said movie will begin playing in theaters (release date) in the format mm/dd/yyyy.

4.2.1 The Studio Rep. shall have the option to enter a hyperlink to the official website of said movie.  This is optional.  

4.2.1 A hyperlink shall be provided to the registered Studio’s website if the Studio Rep. chooses not to enter a direct link to said movie’s website.  

4.2.1 The Studio Rep. shall be required to associate an MPAA rating (G, PG, PG-13, R, NC-17, or Not Yet Rated) to each movie he/she wishes to add to the database.

4.2.1 The Studio Rep. shall be required to enter a brief synopsis of said film not to exceed 200 words, which may include any information pertaining to (but not limited to) cast, crew, and/or plot of said movie.

4.2.1 The Studio Rep. shall have the option of uploading an image (*.gif or*.jpg format) relating to said movie that may displayed with it’s listing.

4.2.1 The Studio Rep. shall be required to click a submit button to officially add a listing to their database.  No changes shall be made otherwise.

4.3 edit a listing

4.3.1 The Studio Reps. shall be able to edit current listings in their database at any time, as many times as necessary.

4.3.1 The Studio Rep. shall be able to change any information associated with a particular movie.  See section 4.2

4.3.1 The Studio Rep. shall be able to select a movie to edit from a drop-down menu, on the Studio Rep.’s homepage, containing all current listings.

4.3.1 The Studio Rep. shall be able to edit all fields of data pertaining to the selected film.

4.3.1 Changes shall only be made to their database after the Studio Rep. has chosen “Submit” to make changes official.

4.4 Delete a listing

4.4.1 Studio Reps. shall be able to delete listings in their database at any time.

4.4.1 The Studio Rep. shall choose a movie to be deleted from a drop-down menu containing a list of all movies currently in their database.

4.4.1 The Studio Rep. shall be prompted to verify that they are sure they want to delete said listing.

4.4.1 Listings shall only be deleted after secondary confirmation is received from the Studio Rep.

4.4.1 After being deleted, a listing shall be unrecoverable.

5 GroovyMovies.com web server requirements

This functionality and its requirements deal with obtaining and using logins, accessing the web site, and web server function.

5.1 Logins

5.1.1 Each login username shall be unique.

5.1.1 Login usernames shall not be more than 10 characters in length.
5.1.1 Usernames shall contain only the characters a-z, A-Z, and 0-9.

5.1.1 Passwords shall be at least 8 characters in length, not to exceed 13 characters in length.

5.1.1 Passwords shall contain only the character sets specified in 5.1.30.

5.1.1 Logins shall only be given to Studio Reps. or Theater Reps.

5.1.1 Logins shall be obtained by submitting a web-based application through email, fax, or postal mail.

5.1.1 All login application shall be verified by telephone or other research to be sure that information presented is legitimate and accurate.

5.2 Accessability

5.2.1 The website shall be easily accessible using any web browser.

5.2.1 All specific page accessibility errors (users trying to access pages that they do not have permission to access) shall be directed to the same error page.

5.2.1 Pages with special access shall be accessible through the use of cookies.
5.3 WEB SERVER FUNCTIONALITY

5.3.1 The web server shall provide all users with access to all pages that they have permission for that are included in the website.

6 Non-functional Requirements

6.1 NON-FUNCTIONAL REQUIREMENTS

6.1.1 All users shall use a web browser to access our project.
7 Domain Requirements

7.1 domain requirementS
7.1.1 The website shall use standard HTML as the interface code.

Glossary
Groovy Movies, “The System”:  (these terms used interchangeably in this document) Web-based database that holds movies, theaters, and show times.  Searchable by movie fans.   Information added by theater managers and studio reps.  

Login: The process of entering a username and password to access special features of the system specific to user’s status.

Movie blurb:  For a particular movie, a brief synopsis, names of actors/director, and the MPAA rating.  Submitted by the studio representative.

Movie Fan:  Any member of the public who wishes to search for movies, theaters, and show times in a certain area.

Movie:   A feature film ready for or currently in release to one or more theaters in the United States.

MPAA:  Motion Picture Association of America.  The board responsible for rating movies (G, PG, PG-13, R, and NC-17) based on movie’s content.
Show time:  For any given theater, the day(s) and time(s) the manager wishes to show a particular movie.

Studio Representative:  The studio employee responsible for submitting movie titles, release dates, and movie blurb.

Studio: A company which produces and releases movies on a weekly basis.

Theater Representative:  For a particular theater, the person who determines what movies will be shown at which times.  Person responsible for obtaining the movies to be shown at their theater(s).

Theater: A business with one or more screens for showing movies at various times.  The place where movie fans go to view movies.
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
