	Prediction
	Clearly relates how the two items being tested will effect each other

	Reason
	Reason is possible and makes sense

	MATERIALS
	

	List of Tools 
	All tools mentioned being used are listed

	Amounts
	The amounts of liquids, distances, etc. are listed

	PROCEDURE
	

	Two Controlled Variables (kept the same)
	At least two items are mentioned to KEEP the SAME for each test done (EXAMPLE-Each beaker has the same amount of water.)

	Manipulated (Changed) Variable
	There is only ONE change made in each test that is done.  (EXAMPLE – Each plant gets different types of fertilizer fed to it.)

	Responding (dependent) Variable
	The correct responding variable is clearly what will be measured at the end of the experiment 

	Record Measurements
	A data table or words explain how and when to record the measurements of the result

	Trials are Repeated
	Student says to “Repeat whole experiment again”

	Experimental Control
	A normal – everyday – trial of the situation was also completed and will be used to compare results

	Validity Measures
	An extra focus was made to keep something else “the same” so measurements/results  are exact

	Logical Steps
	The experiment is clear enough that it could be repeated exactly the same way by someone else

	CONCLUSION
	

	Supports with Data
	There are numbers from the data table in the writing

	Answers Investigative ?
	An answer to the Investigative Question is given, or a summary of what was found

	Pattern Language (Explains)
	Words about the data patterns “increase by” or “greater than” (etc) are used to EXPLAIN what the data means overall
