If you are doing a paper it must be 7-10 pages in length using proper format and report conventions.  Papers must address a scientific topic, either a topic of research or study or the life and achievements of a major researcher with a summary discussion of their notable contributions to the body of scientific knowledge.

If you are doing a presentation it must be either organized on a display board like a science fair project or in Power point or similar format.  Presentations will be shared with the class and should take 7-10 minutes with time for student questions.  Topics may be similar to those for the research paper and should provide similar information.

If you are doing a science fair project you must obtain and complete the associated paperwork, your research plan can be attached to the forms.  For the first semester you will receive credit for completing the forms and being prepared to enter the fair.  For second semester you will receive credit for your project by completing the project and participating in the Hanford High School fair in February 2004.  Students will need to pay a $10 entry fee which can be transferred to the Mid-Columbia fair for students who wish to enter that fair in March.

If you have another idea for a semester project, submit a description attached to this form and attach your project plan for approval.
