Semester Project Requirements
Science Fair Participants should submit their forms as soon as possible.  Submission of complete forms will complete the requirement for the semester project for first semester.  For second semester you must complete your project and participate in the HHS fair.  Failure to participate in the fair will result in a 0 for the spring semester project.  The sooner the forms are turned in and the more complete they are the better the grade on the project.  Don’t forget to pay your $10 entry fee in the bookkeeping office and show Mr. Palmer your receipt.  Team projects should only pay one fee for each project.

Research Paper:  Students taking this option will need to identify a scientific topic or a specific scientist to write a paper about.  All papers will be turned in to Mr. Palmer by the deadline and may not be returned.  Keep a copy if you want one for yourself.  Grades will be available after the semester final.  Scientific papers are to follow the APA report format, and be 7-10 pages in length.  Details on this format can be found online at www.apastyle.org and www.docstyles.com/apacrib.htm or in the library.  Research papers should include the following; 
            Biography/History
Biographical Information

Major discoveries/contributions including summaries 

Explain how these discoveries influenced other scientists and their work.

Explain how their work influences our Society today.         


Subject
Explain the topic you are writing about

Why should we be interested in this?

What work is being done in this area right now?

Why did you select this topic?

Time line of work being done in this field

Presentation:  Students taking this option need to follow all of the requirements for the research paper.  The same information must be included.  The presentation may be on a tri-fold display board like a science fair display or similar format to display in the classroom.  Other alternatives would include preparing a presentation using PowerPoint, making a brief documentary, or creating a website that could be shown to the class.  Geocities.yahoo.com provides a free resource for creating websites.  All presentations will be presented to the class at the end of the semester and will be left with Mr. Palmer for review.  

Presentations will be scheduled during the last two weeks of the semester.  

Unless you are doing the science fair you must do separate projects for each semester.
