 - Raise your hand if you need to sharpen a pencil.

 - Hold on to garbage until the end of the period.

	If you are absent, obtain the notes and assignments from another classmate.

 - Talk to the teacher after school during extra help for an explanation of any topic you do not understand.

 - Students who are absent will have two (2) school days to make up missed homework assignments.  However, homework that was due on the date the student missed must be handed in upon return to school.

	Students must have their planner/hall pass in order to leave the room for any reason.

 - This is a school policy.
