Bowl Mania

For this year’s Bowl Mania every player will predict the winner of each bowl game. Every bowl game will be worth a different amount of points. The amount of points each game is worth is up to the player. If the player feels confident in their ability to pick the winner of a certain bowl game they should make that game worth more points than a game they aren’t as sure of. The player with the most points will win.

The individual with the highest total of points wins.

The tiebreaker will be the absolute difference in the actual score of the BCS Championship game vs the players predicted score of the game, calculated in the following way:

DIFF =  ABS (35-43) + ABS(35-37) = 8 + 2 = 10

Note: No game may be worth the same amount of points and every game must be assigned a point value 1 through 32. If a game is not assigned a value or is assigned a duplicate value that game will be worth 0 points.
