British Open

For this year British Open we’re going to try a BEST BALL scoring system. Each player will pick four golfers one from each group.

Group 1 will have the top 15 players (according to the World Rankings as of 6 July)

Group 2 will have the 16th – 30th  players

Group 3 will have the 31st – 45th  players

Group 4 will have the 46th – 60th  players

For every hole you team will receive the best score from your golfers.  Whichever team scores the best 72 holes will win.

In the event of a tie the tiebreaker will be the player who selects the golfers with the overall lowest ranks among the top 60.

For Example:   

If 15 of the 60 players fail to make the cut the will all receive the same rank of 60. If Angel Cabrera was the 72nd player overall in the tournament, (the last player who made the cut), he will receive the rank of 35 because their were 34 of the top 60 form which to chose from that beat him.
