NHL Playoff Bracket

For this year NHL Playoffs we’re going to try a new scoring system. Each player will pick four teams one from each group.

Group A will have all the 1 and 2 seeds

Group B will have all the 3 and 4 seeds

Group C will have all the 5 and 6 seeds

Group D will have all the 7 and 8 seeds
For every win the teams you pick get they will earn you 2 points.  For every loss they get they will lose you one-half a point. The player who has the most number of points earned throughout the playoffs will win.

For Example:

Round 2:

Detroit defeats Nashville in 6 games (4-2)

If you have Detroit you will receive 7 ( (4*2) -(2 *0.5)= 7 ) points.

If you have Nashville you will receive 2 ( (2*2) –(4 *0.5)= 0 ) points.

Round 3:

Detroit defeats Nashville in 7 games (4-3)

If you have Detroit you will receive 6.5 ( (4*2) -(3 *0.5)= 6.5 ) points.

If you have Nashville you will receive 4 ( (3*2) +(4 *0.5)= 4 ) points. 

In the even of a tie the tiebreaker will be the player who selects (or is closest to with out going over) the total number of goals scored by both teams in the Stanley Cup Finals.
