    The mission of Pack 28 is to provide a meaningful and fun experience for boys in first through fifth grade to appropriately be   

    recognize for their achievements, to foster a sense of belonging, and to instill a sense of patriotism and respect for the principles 
    upon which our country was founded. The Cub Scout program is preparation for participation and advancement into the Boy 
    Scouts of America. 

Section 1 Leadership
1. Chartered Organization - Pack 28 is Chartered (sponsored) by the Knights of Columbus Council #9836 from St. Christopher's 
    Catholic Church. The Chartered organization will assign one adult from their organization to be BSA registered and to accept 
    the  responsibilities as the Chartered organization representative. Cub Scout Pack 28 will hold one Pack Committee meeting 
    each month during the traditional school year and one Pack Meeting each month (min of 8 meetings) at a Committee approved 
    school or facility. Special event Pack Meetings to be held on alternate dates and the Pack Committee will determine times. 

2. Pack Committee - The Pack Committee shall consist of all registered adults of the GYC Council as well as the Committee 
    Officers as listed: Chartered Representative, Committee Chairperson, Cubmaster, Assistant Cubmaster, Treasurer, Advancement 
    Chairperson, Events Chairperson and all Den Leaders. The Committee will meet once a month during traditional school months. 
    Adult should be a parent of a registered Scout. A quorum will consist of five- (5) committee members, in addition to the acting 
    Chairperson. It will decide the Pack program, and in doing so will abide by all policies of the Boy Scouts of America. There 
    must be one week's notice to all Committee members of an unscheduled meeting. Said meeting must have one of the following 
    present to act as non-voting  Chairperson: Committee Chairperson, Cubmaster, or one of the Assistant Cubmasters. 

3. Two Deep Leadership - It is the policy of BSA to maintain two-deep leadership at all Scout functions (two leaders to one 
    Scout, or two Scouts to one leader during transportation),  per current BSA Youth Protection Guidelines. A leader should not be 
    alone with any youth other than with their child. 

4. Voting - Any parent or guardian of a Cub Scout in Pack 28 is welcome to at any committee meetings. Comments are welcome 
    at such time. Voting privileges, however, will be restricted to registered adults in attendance. 

5. Training - All leaders, must complete BSA Fast Start training and New Leader Essentials training, and should participate in 
    supplemental leader training and will be recognized if they attend at least 4 District Roundtable's and / or the annual POW-
    WOW for each year tenured.

6. Parent Coordinators - Each parent will be asked to help coordinate and facilitate an event. The Pack Committee always needs 
    help to promote the pack program and goals.

Section 2 Application
1. Application handling - The Membership Chairperson will handle each Scouts application to join the Pack. All  new or transfer 
    applications are to be turned over to the Membership Chair at the next Pack or Committee meeting after receipt from the 
    applicant. The Membership Chairperson is to review and record all information from the application in a log. Application may 
    be reviewed by the Pack Committee or approved by the Cubmaster. 

2. Adult membership - Adult membership is contingent upon the approval of the Charter Organization the Knights of Columbus 
    Council #9836 of St. Christopher's Parish in Galt, CA and the Pack Committee.
3. Adult applications - All adult leaders must submit a finger print form to be kept on file by the request of the Chartered 
    organization. All prints for privacy are held at the Diocesan office in Sacramento on behalf of the Knights of Columbus Council 
    #9836 of St. Christopher's parish.

Section 3 Uniform

1. Uniforms should be worn for all official Pack functions. Cub Scout uniforms should include shirt, hat, belt and neckerchief. 
    Uniform shirt should be tucked in. Official Cub Scout uniform trousers are not required. Conservative well-fitting solid colored 
    shorts or trousers are OK. Pack approved T-shirt's can be worn during outdoor activities, such as work days, camp-outs, day 
    camp etc. Please no sweat pants or open toe shoes.  

2. Tiger, Wolf, Bear and Webelos books, uniforms, and neckerchiefs must be purchased by the parents/guardians. Badges of Rank, 
    Arrow points, Webelos Activity Pins, Service Stars and Quality Unit Awards will be provided by the Pack. Awards may not be 
    presented if; dues are not current, a parent/guardian is not present at the Pack meeting (any deviations must be approved by the   

    Pack Committee) and if the Scouts are not in required uniform. 
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Section 4 Activities

1. All fund raising activities must approved by the Pack Committee according to BSA guidelines. 

2. The consumption of alcohol is strictly prohibited and smoking around boys is prohibited at all Scout functions. 

3. Tour permits must be submitted 2 weeks prior to the event in accordance to BSA Guide to Safe Scouting.

Section 5 Advancement

1. Advancements in rank will be conducted only at monthly Pack meetings by the Cubmaster Assistant Cubmaster, or 

    designated Leader. Parents must certify that Tiger, Wolf or Bear Cub Scout has earned and has qualified for 

    advancements of the Achievement Trail for the current year. Webelos Leaders are responsible for both 1st and 2nd 

    year Webelos for signing off the Webelos Badge, the Activity Pins, Compass Emblem, all Device Points and AOL. 

    Three- (3) month's tenure, from September 1, is suggested for each rank in order to receive rank advancement.
2. Presentation of awards at Pack meetings should be limited to those worn on the uniform. Patches worn 

    on the vest could be awarded at Den meetings. 

3. a.) The Pack Committee will approve the conditions of the belt loop/pin program annually. 

    b.) The Pack will provide 1 belt loop/pin, per Tiger / Cub Scout, per month, (12 per year)

          with a signed copy of the completed page from the workbook by his parent/guardian 

          and/or with the Den Leader's approval.

    c.) The parent/guardian who wishes their Scout to earn more than 1 belt loop/pin per month, 

         agrees to sign each workbook page and submit it to be approved by the Den Leader and pay to have 

         the Advancement Chair purchase the additional belt loops/pins at the current price.

    d.) No belt loop/pin can be earned more than once, the Scout should be encouraged to earn the pin.

Section 6 Dens

1. It is the duty of any Leader of Cub Scout Pack 28 to maintain order. Den Leaders have the right to expect 

    respectful behavior from the members of their Den. The parent/guardian of any Cub Scout who, in that Den 

    Leader's opinion, is too disruptive, may be asked to supervise their child at the meetings. If unacceptable 

    behavior continues, the parents may be asked to remove the boy from the meeting.
2. All parents are responsible for the conduct of their children at the Pack and/or den meetings. If any person is 

    too disruptive during the meetings, they may be asked to be supervised by their parent if continued, they will be 

    asked to leave that meeting. If the same person is asked to leave three times at three separate events, it will activate a 

    suspension from the Pack. Admittance back into the Pack will require a vote of the Pack committee. 

3. Violence or hitting of any kind is not allowed. The Pack committee will review grounds for dismissal from Pack. 

4. All den leaders will be responsible for their den expenses. All moneys will be credited to the den expense account 

    and payment of expenses by the Den Leaders will occur after receipts and totals have been submitted to the 

    Treasurer. All den money will be rolled-over for the next year. 
5. It is recommended that each den meet once a week during the school year, in addition to the monthly  

    Pack meeting. Year round school Scouts may meet at least three times per month not including Pack 

    meetings. The den leader will determine the dates, times and place of the den meetings. 

6. Den dues are not refundable, but may be transferred into Boy Scout Troop on boy's behalf.
