We’re all screwed if this ever happens in a large area but the possibility is likely. My mind is wandering so I’ll get on with it.�


SUPER THE LEGEND: Brahms, 25 miles from Silent Hill, March 25 1993.





The camera turns in towards the car. Inside the car is HARRY MASON, 25, and his wife LAURA, 23,.





HARRY: Your mother still hates me doesn’t she?





LAURA: She hates any man I’ve ever been with. Also she considers you Mr. Sicko because of your books.





HARRY: Just because I write horror novels doesn’t mean I’m mentally unbalanced.





LAURA: Oh really? What about this? 





She opens the glove box and takes out a book. On the cover is printed: The Force of Darkness





LAURA (CONT.): Listen. Page 156: “The foul creature sliced its claw across the man’s chest. Blood and gore flowed forward and the creature began to feast.”

LAURA: Well it makes you sound a real psycho.





HARRY: If that’s what my wife says, I wonder what the critics are.

LISA (CONT.): You distract the guard, I’ll sneak out behind you.





ORDERLY: Right.





The Orderly turns the corner, walks over to the security desk and begins to talk to a guard there. Lisa crouches and begins to walk slowly behind the Orderly. She manages to make it over to the door and escape. The Orderly looks at a monitor for the security cameras. Lisa is seen getting into a car.

INT.CAR-SILENT HILL-NIGHT





The Orderly gets into the car.

KAUFMANN: How long have you been working here Lisa?

He hands her an unmarked file.





KAUFMANN: Read this.

EXT. MASON HOUSE-DAY


The house is big and creepy





SUPER THE LEGEND: April 12 2000.





INT. HARRY’S STUDY-DAY


The cameras pan over the books Harry has written. The Force of Darkness 1, 2, and 3, Innocence, Mutation and others.





HARRY (V.O.): Nothing really happened for the next seven years. Well, nothing concerned with what happened in Silent Hill. I made a load of money off my novels and we adopted the baby and brought her up like she was her biological daughter. We called her Cheryl. When Cheryl was three, Laura died after an long illness. She’d had it a couple of years before we got married but it wasn’t bad until Cheryl was one. All I had left was her. I gave her everything what she wanted. I always let her choose where we went on vacation.





The camera moves to Harry typing on his PC:





HARRY: “And he sensed movement behind him he turned and saw the beast that stalked him throughout his dreams-”





He looks at the clock on the wall.





HARRY (V.O.): Shit!





EXT. PLAYGROUND-DAY


Standing at the monkey bars is CHERYL. She pretty and always happy. She’s looking around for her father. She sees their Jeep and Harry walks up to her.





CHERYL: Hi Daddy.





HARRY: Hi honey. How’s school?





CHERYL: Boring.





HARRY: So it’s the same as normal then.





CHERYL: Daddy, I’ve decided where to go on vacation.





HARRY: Where?





CHERYL: Silent Hill.





HARRY: That old town that’s fifty years from your grandmother’s?





CHERYL: It’s not an old town. I found this at school today.





She hands him a pamphlet about Silent Hill. Harry looks through it.





HARRY: Where’d you find it?





CHERYL: It was sitting on my desk when I went into class today.





HARRY: Alright. Silent Hill it is.





INT. BRAHMS POLICE DEPARTMENT-A FEW DAYS LATER-DAY


Officer CYBIL BENNETT, 26, sits at her desk with her legs up on the desk and leaning back on her chair. She’s reading Harry’s book, The Force of Darkness





CYBIL: Eww! Gross.





The radio on her desk crackles to life.





RADIO: Officer Bennett come in. Over.





CYBIL: This is Bennett. Over.





RADIO: This is Garrison over at Silent Hill. Just to let you know there’s still nothing on the drugs case. Over.





CYBIL: That’s OK. Over and out.





INT. BRAHMS PD-A FEW HOURS LATER-NIGHT

The radio comes to life again.





RADIO: This is the Silent Hill PD. We need urgent assistance. We are being attacked by something. (Scream)





CYBIL: This is Brahms PD. Silent Hill respond. Please respond!





INT. SILENT HILL PD-SAME


The room is covered in blood. There’s no doubt that every officer is dead. Whatever caused this has left.





EXT. BRAHMS PD-SAME


Cybil jumps up onto her motorcycle and races off.





INT. ALCHEMILLA HOSPITAL-SAME


A slightly older Lisa walks down the hallway. We see her walk into the bathroom. She takes out a bag of white powder and shoots up. As she turns to leave a scream echoes through the hospital. She bolts out of the bathroom. She bumps into Kaufmann.





LISA: What happened Kaufmann?

LISA: You’ve become even more of an asshole since your promotion.





KAUFMANN: You’ll never change, you little druggie. Go down and check on the patient.

A strange energy wave moves across the town. It reaches the field and hits Cybil. She is forced back and is knocked unconscious. 





EXT. ROAD-A COUPLE OF MINUTES LATER
