2: The Town





INT. JEEP-DAY/NIGHT


Cheryl begins to stir in the back seat. She opens her eyes. Snow is falling and a dense mist engulfs the town.





CHERYL: Daddy…





Harry doesn’t move. The camera shows him out cold.





CHERYL: Daddy, wake up. Daddy!





She begins to cry. The girl that stepped out in front of the Jeep walks in front of the Jeep and over to the door beside Cheryl.





GIRL: Are you alright honey?





CHERYL: It’s my daddy. I think he’s dead.





The Girl checks his pulse.





GIRL: He’s gonna be fine. Do you want to come with me?





CHERYL: I don’t know.





GIRL: Your daddy’s gonna be fine. Come on.





Cheryl gets out of the car and holds the Girl’s hand. They walk off laughing.





EXT. FIELD-DAY


Cybil begins to move. She opens her eyes and gets up. She begins to walk towards Silent Hill.





EXT. BACHMAN ROAD-A FEW MINUTES LATER


Cybil enters the town. There is no sign of life.





CYBIL: Damn, I’m hungry.





She walks down the street. She finds a cafe. She enters.





CYBIL: Hello?





There is nobody inside.





CYBIL: Well, I guess they won’t mind if I take something.





She takes a sandwich. She tries to switch on the TV but there is no power. She walks over to the phone and dials in a number. There is do dial tone.





CYBIL: Shit!





She walks out of the cafe and checks her map for the police department’s location. The ground begins to shake but as if it’s happening not far away. She runs off to the road that leads to the police department but a wide chasm is blocking it. She runs off to another road. The same has happened to that road as well. Cybil realizes that she’s trapped. She heads back to the cafe.





INT. JEEP-SAME


Harry regains consciousness. He looks at the back seat to see that Cheryl has gone. 





HARRY: Cheryl…





He climbs out of the Jeep and notices the snow and mist.





HARRY: What the hell. It’s April. 





He hears footsteps and runs down the street and turns the corner. He sees Cheryl walking down the street. Harry runs after. She disappears into the mist but Harry follows her because of her footsteps. She runs down an alley.





EXT. ALLEY-DAY 


As Harry enters, he notices something on the ground. He goes over to investigate. It’s some internal organs.





HARRY: Jesus!





He continues down the alley. The sky turns dark. Harry pulls out a match and lights it. He continues down the alley. A body on a hospital gurney is in a corner and a wheelchair, turned upside down and the wheels still spinning. Harry looks as the walls surrounding him turn from cinderblock into razor wire. The ground is steel grating suspended over a large pit of nothing. Air raid sirens start to blare in the distance. The alley gets smaller with no sign of Cheryl. As Harry turns a corner, he comes face-to-face with… a skinned body suspended in the air, held up with barbed wire. Harry backs away in revulsion and finds what look little children, only with snouts and insect mandibles for their mouths. Harry runs back to where he came from. As he runs, a large piece of meshed fence falls down and blocks the only exit. The creatures catch up to Harry. One has a steel pipe, one has a chainsaw and the other has a knife. The creature with the chainsaw slices Harry’s legs in half, the creature with the pipe runs it through him and the other creature raises his knife above Harry’s stomach.





HARRY: Forgive me, Cheryl.





The creature stabs Harry.





INT. CAFE-DAY


Harry wakes up screaming on a booth seat in the cafe. He looks around, confused. Cybil gets up from a nearby seat and walks towards Harry.





CYBIL: How are you feeling?





HARRY: Who the hell are you?





CYBIL: I’m Officer Cybil Bennett, Brahms PD. Aren’t you…





HARRY: Yes, I’m the famous horror novelist. Where’s Cheryl?





CYBIL: Cheryl?





HARRY: My daughter. What happened?





CYBIL: I found your truck crashed up the street. You came off the road. I only found you by luck.





HARRY: Where is everyone?





CYBIL: It appears we have a murderer in quaint little Silent Hill.





HARRY: What do you mean?





CYBIL: There’s a pool of blood back there. Too much for an accident.  What are you doing here anyway?





HARRY: I could ask you the same thing officer.





CYBIL: It’s Cybil and well, I asked first.





HARRY: I came here on vacation with Cheryl. Now you.





CYBIL: I was ordered here. We got a message from the Silent Hill PD asking for assistance but by the time I got here, it appears the killer got his job done. 





HARRY: I find that hard to believe. One single killer couldn’t take out an entire town. 





CYBIL: What are you implying?





HARRY: Nothing. Anyway officer, I must find Cheryl.





CYBIL: I’m afraid that it’s quite impossible.





HARRY: Am I under arrest officer?





CYBIL: That remains to be seen.





HARRY: I’m sorry?





CYBIL: We have a killer or killers roaming the town. For all I know you could be one as well.





HARRY: What makes you make that assumption?





CYBIL: You’re the only person that I’ve seen in this God-forsaken place. It’s only logical. Also, there’s been an earthquake. For some reason, the roads have collapsed. There’s no way past the chasms.





HARRY: I have to find her.





CYBIL: Look, I’m going to find a working phone. I’ll look out for her. Anyway, do you have a gun?





HARRY: No.





She passes him a handgun.





CYBIL: Here, take this.





HARRY: There’s only a clip of ammo here.





CYBIL: Your point?





HARRY: What if I encounter the killers?





CYBIL: That’s more than enough. And make sure you know who’s who. Don’t go shooting at me. I’ll go look for her, I promise.





HARRY: Thank you Officer. I’ll wait here.





Cybil exits through the door. Harry looks around.





CUT TO:


EXT. BLOCH ST-DAY


Dahlia walks down the street, muttering about weird occult stuff





DAHLIA: The true paradise is coming. The preparation has begun.





She keeps walking down the street and enters a nearby church.





INT. CHURCH-DAY


Dahlia walks down the isle. Beside the altar is a door. She enters. It is an office. Dahlia walks over to a bookcase and pulls a book. A secret closet opens on the other side of the room. She walks over there and takes out a triangular shaped object. She studies the object for a moment and then leaves.





INT. CAFE-DAY


Harry is still waiting. Cybil hasn’t come back.





HARRY: Enough of this.





He walks over and takes a health drink, a map of Silent Hill, and a knife. As he turns to leave an old radio lying on a table begins to hiss. Harry walks over to it and the windows at the front of the cafe shatter. Harry pulls out his gun as a large flying creature bursts through the window beside him. It is flesh colored, with large wings and a head similar to that of a goat. It lashes at Harry and he falls back in shock. He fires at the creature. After a few shots the creature falls dead.





HARRY (V.O.): At that moment I realized that my dream was more real than I ever would’ve wanted. I also realized that that radio was something special. It could detect the creatures as they came to attack me. My best guess would be that they emitted some kind of signal that activated the radio.





Harry takes the radio with him and leaves.





INT. ALCHEMILLA HOSPITAL-SAME


Lisa is sitting in the examination room. She goes over to the door and leaves. As she turns the corner, she bumps into another nurse.





LISA: Sorry Teresa. Have you seen Kaufmann?





The nurse gives her a crazed smile and pulls out a scalpel.





LISA: What the…? Help me, somebody!





The nurse chases after Lisa. Lisa races back to the examination room. As she goes to close the door, the nurse hits Lisa on the back. Lisa closes the door, looks around disorientated and collapses on the ground.





EXT. BACHMAN RD-SAME


Harry stands outside the cafe. He checks the map and finds an alley just like the one in his dream. He heads off towards it. As Harry runs off camera, the camera moves down the street to…





EXT. MATHESON ST-SAME


Cybil looks around, trying to find other survivors. Close to her is one of the chasms. As she walks towards it, she sees the outline of a girl standing beside it writing something on a piece of paper (take your pick of you want it to be, the Girl from the accident or Cheryl).





CYBIL: Hey, kid, get away from there, it’s dangerous.





The person places the piece of paper on the ground and turns around and walks down the intersection with Bachman Road. Cybil follows her. There’s another chasm there as well. Cybil stands and watches in amazement as the person walks straight across the large gap in the road.





CYBIL: What the hell was that?!





CUT TO:


EXT. ALLEY-SAME


Harry walks down the alley. It’s the same one from the dream. Harry reaches the corner where all the bodies were in his dream. He turns to find…





Nothing. Part of the wall has collapsed, blocking any progress. Harry turns to leave but notices something and turns back to investigate. It’s the cover of Cheryl’s sketch book. A piece of paper lies next to it. In blue letters the following is written:





To School.





Harry checks his map. The only school on it is Midwich Elementary School on Midwich St. Harry takes a metal pipe from the wreckage of the wall.





INT. ALCHEMILLA HOSPITAL-DAY


Dahlia enters the hospital quietly. The camera follows her as she walks down the hallway and enters Kaufmann’s office





INT. KAUFMANN’S OFFICE-SAME


Dahlia heads behind Kaufmann’s desk and opens a drawer. She’s found what’s she’s looking for. We don’t see what’s in the drawer just the look on Dahlia’s face.





DAHLIA: The True One will be satisfied that there will be no complications in this affair.





The camera turns to outside the door. Smashing sounds are heard.





EXT. FINNEY ST-SAME


Harry emerges from the alley. The radio begins to emit its warning sound.





HARRY: What now?





One of the flying creatures comes flying in front of Harry. Harry begins to shoot at it. After two shots he runs out of bullets.





HARRY: Shit!





He avoids the creature just in time. It smashes into a streetlight behind Harry. It collapses to the ground. Harry walks over to it and stomps on its head killing it. He turns around to see a store he hadn’t noticed before. It’s a gun store. Harry walks over to it. The door is locked. Harry uses the pipe to smash open the display window. There are no guns in the display window but plenty of bullets for the handgun. Harry fills his pockets.





INT. ALCHEMILLA HOSPITAL-SLIGHTLY LATER


Lisa begins to move slowly.





LISA: Oh, my head.





She gets up and looks towards a corner of the room. The room seems different. More darker and as if burned. The camera follows her gaze to reveal





A FIGURE IN A WHITE HOODED CLOAK





The hood is positioned so that any trace of the person’s identity is blocked. Lisa backs away in terror. I’ll refer to this character as The Stranger. Lisa backs away in terror.





STRANGER: Lisa Garland, accept your fate. Join us.





LISA: Never! I’ll never join you bunch of murderers.





STRANGER: The will of Samael demands that you aid us. The Destined One has arrived. He is in a position to disrupt our plans. He could destroy the Plan that we have kept for a century.





LISA: I don’t care about your damn Plan. You have no control over me!





STRANGER: We do have leverage on how to deal with you.





The Stranger pulls out a pack of the same drug Lisa uses.





STRANGER (CONT.): We make this. Agree to our plan and you will have access to a stronger, purer version.





LISA: I don’t give a damn!





STRANGER: If that is your position…





The Stranger exits and shuts the door. Lisa runs to the door but the Stranger has already locked it.





LISA: Help me! For the love of God, somebody help me!





STRANGER (FILTERED): There is no God.





CUT TO:


EXT. MATHESON ST-SAME


Cybil walks up from the street where she saw the person walk across the pit. Behind her we can see movement in the fog. The figure moves closer until it is almost right behind her. It’s The Stranger. It stands in the mist, watching her intensively for a moment and then walks away. Cybil heads to a chasm on the other side of Matheson St. She sighs in exasperation and then notices something. A large plank lies across the chasm. Carefully, she begins to walk over. After a couple of near falls, she makes it across. As she gets off, the plank collapses into the chasm, cutting off any chance of returning. Cybil leaves.





EXT. LEVIN ST/MATHESON ST-SAME


Harry heads towards the chasm where the person left the piece of paper. The mist covers any evidence of it. Harry keeps running towards the chasm, unaware of its existence. Seeing it just in time, he manages to stop just in time. He stands at the edge staring across.





HARRY: Damn.





He turns around and steps on something. Harry looks down and sees the paper sheets. We now see what they read: the first one says “Doghouse” and the second one says “Levin Street”. Harry checks the map for the location of Levin St. It’s luckily just around the corner. Harry runs back to it and runs up the street. After a moment he finds it. Before he checks it, a growling noise is heard OS. Harry turns around. A dog comes running up. Harry smiles but the smile fades quickly. The camera shows the dog in detail. It hasn’t got any skin and its eyes are colored a blazing red. Before Harry can react, another one comes around from behind the other. Harry rushes to reload his handgun but the dogs quickly give chase. Harry runs from them while trying to reload. After a moment, he manages to turn around and shoots one in the head. It only slows the dog-like thing down slightly. Harry begins to blast it. After two more shots, it drops dead. He repeats the same to the other dog thing. He heads back to the doghouse and checks it. The inside walls are coated in blood. Harry is about to leave when some shines from the light pouring in. Harry takes the item out and rubs off the blood. It’s a key for a house. Harry walks towards the house next to the doghouse and tries the key. The door swings open. Harry walks inside.





CUT TO:


INT. ALCHEMILLA HOSPITAL-SAME


Kaufmann is reading a newspaper. The front page reads “More Deaths Due To Mystery Drug”. He glances up from the paper to see The Stranger.





KAUFMANN: You…





The Stranger hits him over the head with a bottle, knocking him unconscious. 





INT. HOUSE-SAME


Harry looks around the house. There’s a locked door. Harry uses the pipe he found to smash the lock. The door swings open to reveal a Japanese style room. Harry looks around and notices something on the wall. A huge katana (traditional Japanese sword for those who didn’t know)is hanging on the wall. Harry goes over and takes it. He leaves the room and goes to the back door. Three padlocks keep the door locked. Harry looks for some kind of clue to where the keys are. He notices a map beside the door and looks at it. It looks the same as his except that written on it is “Keys for eclipse” and three areas are circled on the map. Harry exits.





INT. ALCHEMILLA HOSPITAL-LATER


Lisa is sitting on a chair looking worried. Suddenly, someone starts banging on the door. Lisa backs further away from the door. The camera cuts to outside to show a group of nurses and doctors armed with scalpels crowded around the door. Lisa hides under a table and starts to cry. After a few minutes, the banging suddenly stops. Lisa still hides under the table.





EXT. CENTRAL SILENT HILL-A FEW MINUTES LATER


Cybil walks down the street, carefully looking for any sign of danger. Behind her, in the fog, we can see a dog demon. It looks at her in the mist but stops, as if it is told not to harm her. Cybil walks down the street and in the fog she sees the hospital. She enters through the gates but when she tries the door, it is locked. She turns back and leaves.





EXT. FINNEY ST.-SAME


Harry runs towards the area marked on his map. It’s a bridge. When he reaches the area, the bridge has collapsed. Lying next to it is a police car. Harry checks it out maybe hoping to be able to drive it. There are no car keys but there’s another. It has a picture of a lion on it. Harry takes it and heads towards the closest place that was shown on the map. It’s not far but the entire street has collapsed there. Harry sighs in anger but notices that there is a tree that collapsed and is suspended between the part of road Harry is standing on and a small area of land left. Harry stands on it and then leaps onto the small piece of land. There’s not much there except for a mailbox. Harry checks it to find another key with a picture of a scarecrow on it. Harry leaps back to the other side of the road and heads for the last spot on the map. He follows an alley to the location: a basketball court. The head of a dog lies under the basket, as if someone was using it as a basketball. Lying in the corner is the last of the keys: the one with a picture of a woodsman. With the last of the keys, Harry exits. As soon as he exits, he is confronted with a dog demon and a flying one. Harry uses his new katana. With one swipe, he cuts the dog’s head off. The flying demon is another matter. As Harry swipes at it, it flies out of his way. Instead he uses his handgun and shoots it. When it dies, he leaves to head back to the house.





INT. HOUSE


Harry runs to the back of the house and uses the keys on the door. They are the right ones and the door is unlocked. As soon as Harry enters the garden, the day suddenly turns to night. Ominous music plays as Harry looks around.





HARRY: What the hell?





Harry exits through a gate at the back of the garden





EXT. MIDWICH ST.-SAME


Harry is standing in Midwich St., the location of the school. Harry switches the flashlight. Almost immediately, he knocks it off again and hides in the shadows. We now see what he’s hiding from. Several dog demons and several flying demons make their way towards Harry’s location. The radio hisses over the soundtrack. Harry remains in the shadows. The demons pass by, not noticing him but from the look of things are actively searching for him. Harry runs down the street, still hiding in the shadows. After several moments, he crosses the street. A large shadow looms over him. Welcome to Midwich Elementary School. Large, old and imposing, it looks as if it was more of a prison than a school. Traces of Silent Hill’s unofficial theme (Kernkraft 400 by Zombie Nation, you can download it off Napster) play as the wind blows eerily. The camera sweeps over the playground nearby. The swings move ominously. Harry notices a bus nearby and enters.





INT. BUS-SAME


The bus is wrecked. The windows are smashed as if something was trying to get in… and succeeded. Harry walks down to the back. Nothing. As Harry turns to leave, a strange noise makes him look at the roof. In blood is written the following:





The world shall bleed. The True shall return and bring us justice.





Harry shivers at this prophecy of doom and then exits.





EXT. CRICHTON ST.-CENTRAL SILENT HILL-SAME


Cybil turns down the street. She walks towards the Police Station and enters.





INT. POLICE STATION


The Big Brother UK Theme by Element Four plays in the background as Cybil enters. Like the rest of the town, it’s deserted. From the lobby, two doors are visible. She enters the left door. The music ends. It’s the one seen after all the officers are killed, only this time there’s no blood. It’s been trashed. Cybil looks at a whiteboard on the wall. It reads:

Cybil ignores this and heads to the back of the office. She opens an old file cabinet at the back and takes out an old file. She reads it for a moment and then places it on a nearby desk. She exits off screen as the camera is looking at the file. It reads:





“Melissa Bennett. Unsolved”





CUT TO:


INT. SCHOOL-SAME


Harry enters into the lobby. There is no sound anywhere in the building. On a bulletin board are maps of the floors of the school: Basement, 1st floor, 2nd floor and Roof. Harry takes them and enters the door in front of him. As he walks in, a small figure passes by. The radio hisses but Harry ignores it.





HARRY: Hey, what happened here?





The child stops and then turns around. The camera pans up from the feet to reveal

complete with knife. It makes a bizarre sound and then stumbles towards Harry, who backs away in revulsion. The small demon backs him into a corner of the hallway. It raises its knife and slashes at Harry, who ducks out of the way at the last moment. The knife is driven into the wall. Harry uses the opportunity to use his katana as the small demon tries to retrieve his knife. The large sword makes contact with the demon’s neck, slicing its throat. This fails to stop it, only temporarily slowing it down. It gets its knife back and lunges at Harry, who then pulls out his handgun and blasts the short demon with several shots. It falls but the radio still makes noise. Harry walks over to the creature. It’s still breathing but not for long. Harry smashes its skull with his foot. He then walks over to the nearby open office and walks behind it. Three books lie open on a desk nearby. On the wall the following is written:





The tower of time shall be the answer.





Harry looks at the book closest to him. A message is written in blood:





10.00: “Alchemy laboratory” Gold in an old man’s palm. The future hidden in his fist. Exchange for sage’s water.





Harry looks confused at the bizarre message. He crosses over to the next book and reads the message inside.





12.00 “A place with song and sound” A silver guidepost is untapped in lost tongues. Awakening at the ordained order.





This still doesn’t make any sense to Harry. He reluctantly crosses over to the last of the messages.





5.00 “Darkness that brings the choking heat” Flames render the silence, awakening the beast. Open time’s door to beckon prey.





This still doesn’t make any sense to Harry. He enters a door behind him to the teacher’s lounge.





EXT. CRICHTON ST.-SAME


Cybil leaves the Police Department. She notices the new darkness and pulls out her flashlight and switches it on. The noise of a falling trashcan is heard nearby. Cybil turns and sees





A YOUNG GIRL THAT LOOKS LIKE CHERYL





Except she wears old clothes and has different hair.





CYBIL: Are you Cheryl Mason?





CHILD: You don’t belong here.





CYBIL: If you’re Cheryl than your daddy is very worried about you.





CHILD: You don’t belong here.





With this Cybil shines her flashlight on the child. The young girl’s face flashes from being normal to being horribly burned and then back to normal. Cybil backs away in fright. The child turns around and runs off into the darkness. 





CYBIL: Wait, come back!





She doesn’t come back. Cybil sighs and turns around and leaves. 





INT. TEACHER’S LOUNGE-SCHOOL-SAME


Harry looks around the place. There’s nothing out of the ordinary. Harry turns around to leave but then he notices something. There’s a painting hanging on the wall. Harry moves closer to investigate. It’s a picture of a door but no ordinary door. The bodies of two men dressed in overcoats and fedoras are nailed next to it. The wall surrounding the door is wooden and covered with the blood of the two men.





HARRY: This is sick.





He exits and returns to the hallway. There are four other doors in the hallway. One leads to the school infirmary, two lead to other hallways and the other one leads to the outside courtyard.





HARRY (V.O.): Since I had no current reason to visit the infirmary, and checking the other doors…





Two shots of Harry checking each of the other doors.





HARRY (V.O.) (CONT.): …to find that they were locked…





Two shots of Harry trying to open the doors but with no effect.





HARRY (V.O.) (CONT.): …I decided to go out to the courtyard.





EXT. COURTYARD-SAME


The snow is still falling. The radio hisses to life. In preparation for whatever is coming, Harry retrieves his now trusty handgun. Two of the demon children. Harry quickly blasts one of them but it takes a while to take effect. In that time, the second demon runs towards Harry with its knife ready. However, it trips and falls at Harry’s feet. Harry stomps on its thin skull. The demon he has been shooting drops dead. A shadow falls across Harry. He looks up. The camera pans up with him to reveal a clock tower. There’s a door located at the front of the tower, obviously ‘time’s door’ from the third clue. The time on the tower is none other than 10.00.





HARRY: “The tower of time shall be the answer”…





He quickly pulls out the map of the school.





HARRY: Alchemy laboratory, alchemy laboratory…





There’s nothing on the first floor to do with it. Harry then looks at the map for the second floor. There’s a science lab up there. It’s the closest to the description in the riddle. Since the doors in the other side of the school are all locked, Harry decides to enter the set of doors that are located on the opposite side of where he came outside. But before that, he checks two holes on the sides of the clock towers. The one on the left reads ‘A golden sun’ and is rimmed with gold while the right is marked ‘the silver moon’ and is rimmed with silver. Harry then enters the other set of double doors.





INT. SCHOOL-SAME


There are two more of the child creatures here. The radio still hisses. Harry quickly kills them. There’s a large room in front of him. Harry enters. It’s a large storage room. The radio begins to hiss. Harry looks around, looking for another of the child demons. There are none. In the light of the flashlight, a shadow begins to move. It’s the shape of a young baby. It walks towards Harry, who keeps his hand near his handgun in preparation for an attack. All the baby creature does is laugh at Harry. Harry ignores the baby creature and exits the room. He exits the hallway and enters the one that contains the stairs to the second floor and the ones to the basement. Harry climbs the stairs to the second floor. 





INT. SCHOOL-SECOND FLOOR-SAME


As soon as Harry reaches the second floor, the radio begins to hiss. He switches off his flashlight and creeps quietly through the shadows. The radio’s hissing becomes more intense until it is incredibly loud. Harry stops, pulls out the handgun and readies it and then he switches on the flashlight to reveal two of the small baby creatures. Harry sighs in relief and heads to the hallway containing the science lab. One of the small knife-wielding child demons is in the hallway. Harry switches off the flashlight and skillfully navigates it into the science lab.





INT. SCIENCE LAB-SAME


Harry looks around the lab. All that’s there are some benches and the teacher’s desk. There appears to be nothing of value in the lab. Harry turns around to leave but something appears in the light coming from the flashlight. Harry walks over to the bench where the object is located. It’s a statute of an old man’s severed hand, deeply embedded into the bench. There is something in the fist of the statue: a gold medallion. After several moments trying to remove it by force, Harry heads over to the teacher’s desk. There’s a note on it:





To all science teachers,


Due to the unfortunate accident last month, all chemicals have been moved to the spare storeroom next door. Ensure that all chemicals, including the acids, are placed in there and that no students must enter.

This being a big enough hint for Harry, he exits the room, quickly disposes of the child demon and enters the storeroom. He quickly spots a large container marked ‘hydrochloric acid’, which Harry takes with him back into the lab. Harry pours a small amount on the statue, which then quickly dissolves into nothing, making the medallion now easily accessible to Harry, who then pockets it and heads downstairs.





EXT. MIDWICH ST.-SAME


The Stranger comes walking down the street and stops outside the school. The Stranger looks up at the second floor, gives an evil laugh and walks away.





EXT. COURTYARD- SEVERAL MOMENTS LATER
