3. The Otherworld


INT. CLOCK TOWER-SAME


A small platform leads across to a ladder going down. Harry crosses over to the ladder and heads down. As soon as he reaches the bottom of the ladder, he becomes disorientated. The floor is made of steel grating and empty beer bottles lie on the ground. Harry shakes off his disorientation and heads towards a door at the other side of the room. The door is covered with signs saying “keep out”. Harry doesn’t see a pile of bones on the ground near the door. Harry opens the door and finds another ladder. He climbs up that one to find a platform like the one he just saw. He pushes against the door that’s at the opposite side of the platform. It opens to reveal





EXT. COURTYARD (?)-SAME


Harry looks around in amazement at the courtyard. The snow is longer falling but it is raining heavily.





HARRY: What the hell? Have I been here before?





He walks over to the middle of the courtyard. A large symbol is painted on the ground. It’s a circle enclosed by another circle with bizarre symbols dabbed between them. Inside the smaller circle is a pyramid shape with a large ‘S’ painted inside it.





HARRY: This isn’t the school.





He looks around this new courtyard. The double doors that appeared to be normal wood are now badly burned. Harry checks the closest one. It’s locked but the other set isn’t. He heads inside. 





INT. SCHOOL-OTHERWORLD-SAME


It’s now blatantly obvious that this isn’t the school. The ground is made of the grating from Harry’s dream; the walls are covered with blood and look as if they were in a fire. Two of the small, knife-wielding demons stumble out of the darkness. Harry quickly avoids them and runs into what was the storeroom with the baby creature. What was once a normal room is now something from Harry’s worst nightmare. A large, blood-splattered fan revolves quickly at the end of the room. Body parts litter the ground. Harry sees something on the ground. It’s a first aid kit. Harry takes it, as you never know if something will get a lucky shot at him. He exits and manages to kill both of the demons. He tries a door that was previously locked in the other school. It’s now open. It’s a storeroom for toys. Disfigured dolls are hanging from the ceiling with nooses around their necks. A large arrow painted in blood points at something on a table in the room. The closest thing is a small rubber ball. Deciding that this is a hint, Harry takes it with him and leaves the room. Both of the double doors in the hallway are locked but there’s a door to another room: the ‘hall’ according to Harry’s map. The door to this is unlocked so Harry enters. There’s no little kiddies to annoy us this time but the place is trashed. All desks and chairs are metal and blood drips from them.





HARRY: What the hell is this place?





Behind him in the darkness a large, human-shaped figure moves in the darkness. It makes a sound. Harry turns around to see





NOTHING.





Harry sighs in relief. On the desk next to Harry a small card with a picture of a key sits there with another arrow drawn in blood pointing to it. Deciding that it must be somehow valuable, Harry takes it with him and exits through another door.





INT. HALLWAY-SAME


Harry walks straight ahead and into a large chain-link fence between the floor and the ceiling. On the other side we cans see the stairs to the second floor. A door to the classroom is next to the fence. Harry checks it. It’s unlocked. Harry goes inside.





EXT. SIMMONS ST.-SAME


Cybil walks down the street. She is shivering with the cold. She tries a few doors that lead to several stores but they’re all jammed shut. Cybil sees a small alley. She ducks inside.





EXT. ALLEY-SAME


It’s still cold in the alley but not as bad. Cybil looks around to see if there’s anything to keep her warm. She holds up her large flashlight. The camera is now at the other side of the alley. The light shines towards the camera and we can see something on the ground. Cybil walks over to it. It’s a child’s coat with a nametag on the inside. The nametag reads: Cheryl Mason. Cybil looks concerned at this.





INT. HALLWAY-SCHOOL-OTHERWORLD-ONE MINUTE LATER


Harry is now in the hallway where the office is. Two more of the small knife kiddies comes up, which he quickly takes out. All of the other doors are locked and the door to the teacher’s lounge is the only one still open and chain-link separates that from the office, so Harry can’t get to the office. But Harry tries the door to the lobby and that’s also unlocked. 





INT. LOBBY-SAME


This place is completely sick. There is a large hole in the ground with a cage hanging above it. The dead body of a man is in it. His blood is running out of the bottom and all of his internal organs are on the ground. Headless torsos are nailed to the walls. Another body is on a gurney and of the kiddies with the knife is standing on it, carving it open. In rage, Harry runs over and slices his head open with his katana. Harry then tries the doors to exit the school but they’re jammed. Harry then notices a message on the wall





Warning: Hell Is Coming





Harry shudders at this message and heads off to the teacher’s lounge.





INT. TEACHER’S LOUNGE-A FEW MINUTES LATER


This room is still disturbing but without the horrific sights of the lobby. But there’s something very disturbing still, a sight that dominates the entire room. Remember the painting in part 2, with the weird door? Well, here it’s a reality. The blood of the two men drips slowly to the ground from the wall. Harry tries the door. It’s locked. He throws himself against it, trying desperately to open it. He stops and looks at something on the door. There’s a slot on it, wide enough for a card to go inside. Harry tries the card with a picture of the key on the door. The door swings open. It leads to a hallway. In front of Harry are the bathrooms. Harry enters the boys first.





INT. BOYS BATHROOM #1-SAME


The faucets are covered with blood. Harry looks around the place. Blood covers the walls. A young boys cries are heard but no one is in there except for Harry, who shivers with fear. He notices something on the ground, in a pool of blood. Harry walks over and picks the object up and wipes the blood off it. It’s a box of shotgun shells. Harry decides to take it, even though right now it seems to have no apparent use. Harry exits and goes into the girl’s bathroom. There’s nothing of remotely any use in there and then exits. To his amazement, he’s now standing outside the girl’s bathroom on the second floor. There’s another fence, sealing off the bathrooms. Harry heads into the boy’s bathroom.





INT. BOY’S BATHROOM #2-SAME


There also appears to be nothing of value here as well, except for one large stall at the end of the room. Harry turns to leave but the door to the large stall swings open. Impaled to the wall is the body of a young boy, probably the one whose ghostly voice was heard earlier. Harry rushes over but the kid’s been dead a long time. The body is rotting. Large hospital IVs run through the kid’s body, the side with the needle coming out the other side of the body. But even though Harry is upset about this poor kid, something of great importance is there. Meet our new good friend, Mr. Sawn-off Shotgun. Harry picks up the shotgun and loads it with the shells he found. There’s also another message written on the metal wall. It was scratched into it, as the kid’s body is beside it, with his fingers raw from scratching and there is blood on the message, which reads: “Leonard Rhines. The Monster Lurks.” Harry doesn’t appear to know what this means and leaves.





INT. STORE-SILENT HILL-SAME


Cybil enters this small store through a back door. It’s quiet and quite cold. It’s one of those tourist stores, selling local junk. Cybil looks at some of the items on the shelves. A footstep is heard on the soundtrack. Cybil gets the handgun ready. The noise is coming from a nearby room. Creepy, Omen-style music plays as there’s a close-up of her hand on the handle. The music builds as she turns it to reveal





THE STRANGER BEHIND AN ALTAR





which is decorated with bizarre images of demons and death. A dead body is on the altar and The Stranger is standing above it. The Stranger stares at Cybil





STRANGER: This is not for your eyes.





There’s a large flash and then





INT. STORE


Cybil is back where she first entered the store. She quickly runs to the room with the altar but… it’s just an ordinary storeroom. Deciding that getting the fuck out of the town is now even more important, she runs out of the store





INT. TEACHER’S ROOM-OTHERWORLD-A LITTLE LATER


Harry is standing in this room. Disconnected phones are on a large table





HARRY (V.O.): I managed to get a key with the ball by using it to drain water from the roof. And this was where it led me to.





Apart from the phones there’s nothing else of real interest in the room except for a box under the table. Harry takes it out and opens it. There’s loads of shotgun shells in the box. Harry takes all of them and turns to leave. As soon as he reaches the door, one of the phones begins to ring. Harry turns back to the table and picks up the receiver.





HARRY: Hello?





CHERYL (FILTERED): Daddy?





HARRY: Where are you honey?





CHERYL (FILTERED): I don’t know. It’s dark. Help me Daddy I’m scared.





Harry stares at something. The cable from the phone is completely destroyed. There’s no way that it can make or receive calls.





HARRY: I’m coming honey. Try and find out where you are OK?





Cheryl screams and the line goes dead. Harry throws the phone against the wall and it smashes. He leaves and walks down the hallway. A door swings open and Harry enters. It’s the locker room. The banging sound is in here as well. Harry runs to the locker where he found the cat. He opens it to find





NOTHING





the noise has stopped and the inside is covered with blood. Harry is freaked out by this and turns to leave. There are a number of large lockers behind him and





A BODY





falls out of one of them. Harry is shocked, as it’s the body of a young boy. Something shiny is clutched in his hand. It’s a key, marked ‘library’. Harry goes back to the hallway. The library is a few doors up the hallway. He uses it.  The door swings open and Harry runs inside. There are a number of first aid kits in here but not much else. There’s a storeroom for the books next door. As Harry heads to the door to the storeroom, there’s the noise of something falling behind him. He turns around to see a book on the ground. He walks over to it. It’s open at a specific page. Harry glances at the cover. It reads ‘The Monster Lurks by Leonard Rhines’. Harry goes back to the page that was open. Harry reads it out loud.





HARRY: “Paranormal instances, the most notable being poltergeist phenomenon, seem to happen in the presence of adolescents, notably girls around the age of fourteen. Also, their dreams seem to have uncanny accuracy to what happens in the specific cases”. What the hell is this about?





Harry now looks in the storeroom. There’s nothing even remotely of use in there. As he turns back, there’s now another book on a table. Harry runs over to it and reads it out loud.





HARRY: “Hearing this, the hunter armed with bow and arrow said ‘I will kill the lizard.’ but upon meeting his opponent, he held back, taunting ‘Who’s afraid of a reptile?’. At this, the furious lizard hissed ‘I’ll swallow you up in a single bite!’ The huge creature attacked, jaws open wide. This was what the man wanted. Calmly drawing his bow, he shot into the lizard’s gaping mouth. Effortlessly, the arrow flew, piercing the defenseless maw, and the lizard fell down dead.”. This is that fairy tale my grandfather told me when I was a kid. What the hell is it doing here?





Harry exits and goes down some stairs into the basement. There’s now instead of a boiler is a large  gate. A message on a piece of cardboard written in blood is on the gate. It reads: ‘Leave all hope behind in the kingdom of the lizard’ Harry enters the gate and there’s nothing but a dead end. Suddenly, the ground then begins to shake, but it’s an elevator. Harry stands, wondering what will be at the bottom.





INT. LARGE CHAMBER-SAME


A body is standing on top of a large amount of wood. It begins to burn, the light from the flames dancing around the room. The light reveals something on the ground, which opens its eyes. The elevator carrying Harry arrives in the chamber. Harry steps out and looks around the chamber. A large, thumping sound is heard and the grating beneath Harry’s feet begins to shake. Out of the shadows steps





A HUGE LIZARD





just like the one in the fairy tale. It’s large, with spikes running down its back and tough skin covering its head, protecting it like armor. 





HARRY: Shit.





The lizard bellows. Harry starts shooting it with the handgun but it appears to have no effect. It runs towards Harry who gives it a clean shot, right between the eyes. This slows it down, and it appears disorientated. A thick, green liquid runs down from its mouth. Harry looks at it, as if something is coming back to him. Close up on its mouth as it begins twitching, as if ready to open at any moment. Harry looks around for something to protect him and grabs the shotgun. The lizard’s huge jaws separate, ready to devour Harry. As the jaws close around him, Harry blasts a shell into the mouth of the lizard. It stops, lets out a final screech and falls down dead. Weird violin music plays. Harry smiles at the body of the lizard. Suddenly, the sirens begin to blare and Harry collapses to the ground. He shakes on the ground. Oxygen by JJ72 plays as a bright flash is seen on screen. When it disappears, we find ourselves in





INT. BOILER ROOM-SCHOOL-DAY


The camera is pointing at several small windows, which show the snow falling down and the gray light of the misty weather filtering in. The sound of someone humming is heard. The camera moves down to show the girl from the car wreck standing by the boiler. She is swinging something in her hand. Harry is on the ground, moving slightly. He opens his eyes. The camera is now looking through his P.O.V. The girl smiles at the camera and then disappears right in front of us. The view goes back to normal. Harry stares at the spot where the girl was standing. Something is on the ground. It’s yet another of those keys. A tag reading “K. Gordon” is marked on it. Harry picks it up.





INT. HALLWAY-A MINUTE LATER


Harry walks through the hallway, looking around. The school no longer seems as terrifying as it was. 





HARRY (V.O.): What happened in this place? Who was the girl? All of those questions rushed through my mind. Although it was unlikely, I still hoped that my Cheryl was alive. Alive somewhere in this living nightmare.





The music ends. A door that is beside Harry swings open. He steps inside.





INT. ROOM-SAME


The room is dark, with no windows. Harry switches on his flashlight and is shocked by what he sees. Bodies of kids are on the ground. Harry rushes over to them, trying to see if one of them is Cheryl. But they’ve been dead for what appears to be a few years. Words are printed all over the wall. The ones that we can see are “Who are you”, “Why are they hurting us” and “You die”. Harry turns around and sees another message on the wall: “Evil sleeps in light in darkness”. Harry doesn’t seem to know what this means until he hears a banging noise. He turns around and sees a trap door on the ground. He lifts it up and heads down.





INT. CHAMBER-SAME


The place is old and dark. Loud, breathing noises are heard. Harry looks around and sees lots of demon kids sleeping. Something is on the wall: gas pipes. Harry gets an idea. He walks over to the pipes, trying not to disturb any of the small creatures that are on the ground. Just as he reaches the pipes, his foot hits against the leg of one of the demon kids. It begins to move and Harry quickly breaks the pipes with the steel pipe. The child-thing begins to get up and Harry rushes back to the exit. The hissing sound of gas escaping can be heard. The other creatures begin to awake as Harry reaches the room with the bodies. He pulls a box of matches from his pocket, lights one of them and throws it in with the others. He throws it down into the chamber and quickly pushes the trap door back down and then runs into the hallway. Back, in the chamber, we see the demon kids get up just as the matches fall down. A large blue flame appears and a flash fills the screen. In the room with the bodies, we see the trap door rising from the force of the explosion and throughout the school we hear many explosions.





INT. OFFICE-SAME


The force from the explosion rocks this room as well. From the top of one of the file cabinets, something falls down. Harry then runs in here just as the explosions stop. He notices the file that fell down and picks it up. It’s a list of all the teachers that work in the school. It doesn’t appear to have much value except for one name printed on it: K. Gordon. Harry takes note of the address on it. A loud sound is then heard. Harry exits the school.





INT. POLICE DEPARTMENT-SAME


Cybil sits at a desk with a radio on it. She starts to speak.





CYBIL: This is to anyone who can hear. This is Officer Cybil Bennett of the Brahms PD. I am in the town of Silent Hill. The population appears to be missing, presumably dead. Backup needed urgently. I need everything. Something’s not just right about this place.





INT. HOUSE-LATER


Harry enters the house. As he closes the door, we can see the key that the girl left him in the keyhole. The place is old and appears to be deserted. Harry walks to the front door and notices something painted on a mirror: the word “redrum”. Harry looks at it and then leaves through the front door.





INT. BLOCH ST.-SAME


Harry steps onto the street. While the other parts of the town seemed to indicate that everyone disappeared in the middle of whatever they were doing, this one shows signs that they knew what was happening to their town. The store windows are smashed, stuff is dropped all over the ground and there are cars wrecked and other signs of looting. We now see Harry through a window. A figure stands in front of the camera. The camera view then goes back to the previous one. Harry turns around and sees the church from earlier. He looks around and then heads inside.





INT. CHURCH-SAME


Harry looks around. Standing with their back turned to us is Dahlia but Harry doesn’t know who she is. She turns around slowly and stares at him.





DAHLIA: So you are the destined one. (Small laugh).





Harry stares at her.





HARRY: I’m sorry?





DAHLIA: Your arrival was foretold by Gyromancy. You are the one told to free us from the false paradise. All this floundering around from one place to another. That won’t lead you anywhere.





HARRY: Look, have you seen a little girl? Short, black hair, seven years old.





DAHLIA: I’m afraid not. But your child has an important part in the prophecy.





HARRY: What fucking prophecy? What the hell are you going on about?





DAHLIA: You must stay to the path. The hospital is your next destination.





She turns to leave.





HARRY: Wait!





She stops.





DAHLIA: Yes?





HARRY: What the hell happened here?





DAHLIA: It’s the final day.





HARRY: The what day?





DAHLIA: The town is being devoured by darkness. You are the only one who can stop it.





HARRY: All I want is my daughter.





DAHLIA: I have already told you, she has an important part in all of this.





HARRY: Can you help me at all?





DAHLIA: There is one thing…





She reaches into her pocket and pulls out the triangular-shaped object that she had earlier.





DAHLIA (CONT.): This is a Flauros. It will protect you from the powers of the underworld.





She places it on the altar and turns to walk into the small room from earlier.





HARRY: Wait, how am I meant to use this thing?





DAHLIA: You’ll know when.





She walks in and locks the door. Harry runs over and tries the door and then heads back to the altar. The Flauros and a key are on it. The key is marked ‘drawbridge control panel’. Harry takes the two and exits. 





EXT. BLOCH ST.-A MOMENT LATER


Harry walks down the street. The place is wrecked and the word ‘redrum’ is painted all over the place. As Harry passes by a store, he notices something in the window. It’s a nice, big chainsaw. Harry reaches in and takes it with him. Down the street is a gas station. Harry walks over to one of the pumps. A large gas can lies next to it. Harry fills up the can and then heads on. After a few minutes, a bridge can be seen through the fog, with a control tower type thing next to it. There is a door at the top of some stairs and another one at the bottom. Harry tries the bottom door. It’s a storeroom for equipment. Harry sees a large rock drill and takes it with him.





INT. BRIDGE CONTROL ROOM-A MINUTE LATER


Harry stands by a large control panel. He looks puzzled at all the controls.





HARRY: Umm…





He finally notices a slot that looks like it’s for a key. He places the key in the slot and then turns it. A rumbling sound is heard in the distance. Harry then takes a map from the wall and exits the control room.





INT. POLICE DEPARTMENT-SAME


Cybil sits sleeping beside the radio, which then crackles to life. She wakes up immediately. The voice on the radio is badly distorted.





VOICE: Why…not die….why..alive?





Cybil appears confused and then exits through an exit at the back of the office that she is in.





EXT.BRIDGE-SAME


Harry walks across the bridge. The radio begins to crackle again to life.





HARRY: What now.





This time the static sound is different, a lot deeper and ominous. Harry readies his shotgun in one hand and the handgun in his other. The static is now really loud, as if whatever the creature is, it’s right next to him. Harry looks all around him but there’s no sign of anything. A human hand except its got claws instead of fingernails appears on the side of the bridge next to Harry. Another one appears as Harry looks at them and something pushes itself forward onto the bridge. It’s a cross between a human and a cat. Meet Kittenguts.





KITTENGUTS: I have a message for you: get out of here while you still can.





Kittenguts then throws himself back over the bridge. Harry stands there shocked and then continues on his way to the hospital.





INT. ALCHEMILLA GENERAL HOSPITAL-LATER


Kaufmann begins to move. At that moment a window smashes and one of the flying demons comes flying in. Kaufmann stares at it in amazement.





INT. ALCHEMILLA HOSPITAL LOBBY-SAME


Harry walks in through the door and picks up a map that is on a nearby table. Harry rounds a corner and hears a gunshot. He rushes through a nearby door and finds Kaufmann sitting with his head in his hands and holding a gun. The flying demon that flew in now lays dead at his feet. He quickly raises the gun at Harry.





HARRY: Wait, I’m human.





KAUFMANN: Oh, I’m sorry. In these circumstances you can’t be too sure. I’m Dr. Michael Kaufmann. I’m the director of this hospital.





HARRY: I’m Harry Mason. Do you know what happened here?





KAUFMANN: I don’t know. I must have fallen asleep in here and the next thing I know the hospital is empty and these things are everywhere. What are you doing here anyway?





HARRY: I’m here on vacation. Have you seen a little girl, black hair, seven years old.





KAUFMANN: No, I haven’t. Is your wife looking for her too?





HARRY: My wife died a few years ago.





KAUFMANN: I’m sorry to hear that. 





He gets up.





HARRY: Where you are going?





KAUFMANN: I’m going to try and find a way out of this hellhole.





HARRY: Wait, every way out of town is destroyed!





KAUFMANN: Well, it’s better to look for one then sit here and wait to die. I’ll see you around, I hope.





HARRY: Are you sure you’re going to be safe out there. There’s some freaky shit walking around out there.





KAUFMANN: I’ll be fine. Goodbye.





HARRY: Right.





Kaufmann exits through a side door. Harry runs after him and finds himself standing outside in the parking lot. We can barely see Kaufmann in the dense fog. 





HARRY: How will I find you?





KAUFMANN: Don’t worry. You will.





He disappears into the fog. Harry turns around and heads back inside. He goes back into the hallway and heads to another one. He enters some double doors.





INT. KITCHEN-SAME


As soon as Harry enters we can see some legs sticking out from behind a table. Harry runs over to find the body of a man. His head has been completely twisted around, with an expression of terror on his face. Harry stumbles back out of the kitchen and runs into Kaufmann’s office.





INT. KAUFMANN’S OFFICE-SAME


Harry runs in and sits down on the desk. He looks around at the back of the desk. Some kind of red liquid is spilled all over the ground.





HARRY: Blood?





He checks it but the liquid is too red to be blood. He runs back over to the kitchen. Keeping his back to the dead body, he takes a plastic bottle from a shelf and heads back to Kaufmann’s office. He scoops some of the liquid into the bottle.





HARRY: Maybe Cybil or Kaufmann knows what this stuff is.





He goes back into the hallway and heads over to the elevator. He enters and heads up to the second floor. A set of double doors is locked and blocks him off from the rest of the second floor. He goes back to the elevator and tries the third, and final, floor. The doors are locked there too. When Harry goes back to the elevator, something has appeared in there: a button for a fourth floor. Harry pushes it and waits.





EXT. ANTIQUE STORE-SAME


The girl that appeared in the school boiler room walks quietly up the street and stops outside a store with a sign reading “Green Lion Antique Store”. She stands there shivering for a moment and then heads inside. The camera pans down to her feet. Under her feet, the ground changes to the mesh of the Otherworld. It radiates out for a little bit and follows her with all of her steps.





INT. 4TH FLOOR-SAME


Harry steps out of the elevator. The place is wrecked. Welcome to the Otherworld Hospital. Harry looks around at the place.





HARRY: Oh shit.





INT. OTHERWORLD EXAMINATION ROOM-SAME


Lisa sits on the ground shivering.





LISA: So cold, so cold, so cold





INT. 3RD FLOOR-A LITTLE LATER


Harry comes walking down some stairs with his flashlight on. In the light we can see the outline of a woman.





HARRY: Hey, are you alright?





He gets no reply. He walks over closer to her.





HARRY: I said-





He stops as soon as he gets a good look at the woman. Her skin is all burned and disfigured, blood runs from the eyes and there is a large bump on her back, as if something is in there and it is moving. Harry backs away in terror as the woman pulls out a scalpel and begins to run straight at him. Harry quickly pulls out his sword and holds it out in front of him. The woman runs into it and is impaled. Instead of dying, she just laughs insanely and begins to twist herself on the blade. The blade snaps after a minute. Harry is left just holding the handle and a small part of the blade. The woman pulls the remaining part of the blade out of her and runs after Harry with it. Harry then manages to pull out the shotgun and blast her in the face with it. The blast is so strong that the woman’s head is blown right off. Harry heads into a nearby room.





INT. ROOM 302-SAME


There is one bed in the room, which is covered with blood and something is in it. Harry heads over to the bed and lifts up the sheet. A decayed body is under it. Harry backs away as something beneath the rotted skin begins to move. A rat bursts out from the body’s stomach. The rat runs away. Harry then notices something in the corner of the room. There’s a really old TV and VCR. Harry inspects it. It appears to be usable. Harry then leaves again.





EXT. 2ND FLOOR-A FEW MINUTES LATER


Harry enters from the stairs. The place is strangely quiet. Harry enters the room closest to him: the nurse’s center.





INT. NURSE’S CENTER-SAME


Harry looks around. Like the rest of the second floor, the place is deserted. In the light from the flashlight we can see a piece of paper stuck on the wall. From behind Harry we can see something lowering themselves from the ceiling: a zombie nurse. Harry turns around just as the nurse raises her scalpel
