The convict is soon after found


by the police and taken back to jail.





Ms. Havisham,a rich old lady,hires Pip to be a playmate for her adopted


daughter Estella. As soon as Pip meets Estella,he falls in love,even though


she is constantly cruel to him.





A lawyer named Jaggers comes to Pip and tells him that he will be getting


alot of money,and he has great expectations. Jaggers takes Pip to London.


In London,Pip is given an education and taught manners by his roommate.


All this time Pip believes that the money he will be getting will be from


Ms. Havisham,who he thinks is preparing him to some day marry Estella.


Loving his new life,Pip puts his past,including his family and friends,


pretty much out of his mind.





Years later,when Pip is 23,he is visited by the convict he helped. The


convict tells Pip that the money will be from him,and he has been


paying for Pip's education to repay him for bringing him food and the


file from the Gargerys. The convict,whose name is Magwitch,has


been in Australia all these years,and now that he's in London he's


in danger of being put to death by the police if he's caught. Pip


is crushed by the news that Ms. Havisham is not the one paying


for his education,realizing he is not being "prepared" to marry


Estella.





Magwitch tells Pip about himself,and why he was in jail. He reveals


that he was doing work for a man named Compeyson,illegal work


that included forgery and many other crimes. Magwitch doesn't


know what happened to Compeyson. Pip hides Magwitch in a


house by a river.





Pip goes to visit Ms. Havisham and Estella,and gets even more


depressing news when he finds out Estella is going to marry a


man named Drummle.





A few weeks later,Pip visits Ms. Havisham again. She sits too close


to her fireplace and her clothes catch on fire. She is burnt,but


survives.





Through some investigation,Pip discovers that Estella is actually


the daughter of Magwitch,but Magwitch does not know what


happened to her. He believes she may be dead.





Pip and Magwitch leave on a boat,trying to get Magwitch to a


safe place. While they're going down river their boat is attacked


by a man who turns out to be Compeyson. Magwitch and


Compeyson get in a fight,during which Magwitch is seriously injured


and Compeyson is seemingly killed.





Pip and Magwitch return to London,where Magwitch is sent back


to prison. As Magwitch lays dying in the infirmary,Pip tells him


what became of his daughter. As soon as Pip tells him this,


Magwitch dies.





Pip becomes seriously sick,and is nursed back to health by Joe


Gargery. Once he gets his health back,Pip finds out that Ms.


Havisham has died.





Eleven years later,Pip returns to his home to find Joe now married


to a girl named Biddy. They have a son and a daughter,and have


named the son Pip. Pip finds out that Estella and Drummle did


get married,but have since broken up and Drummle has died.





Pip goes to Ms. Havisham's house and finds Estella there. Estella


tells him that the property is about to be built on by new owners


and she is there to see it one last time. Pip and Estella talk about


their lives,and decide to be friends again,leaving the house hand-


in-hand.
