Mike


"Maybe a squirrel monkey."

"Honey, snakes are cold-blooded. They're reptiles. They can't control their body temperature. It’s ninety degrees on that sand. If a snake came out, it'd be cooked. Believe me. There are no snakes on the beach. Let her go. Let her have a good time."





Camera switches to Tina where she is running. She slows down when she sees little bird like prints in the sand. She follows it to the edge of the sand, to where the sand meets with the jungle. The she hears a chirping sound and sees some rustling in the bushes. She slowly walks over and immediately a little green two legged lizard jumps out. Tina then extends her hand to the palm-sized lizard.

"Sorry, I don't have any food."





The animal then jumps on her hand and starts crawling up her arm toward her neck.





Camera returns to Mike and Ellen.





Ellen


"I just wish I could see her. That's all. Just see her."





Mike


"I'm sure she's fine."





Ellen


"You don't think she'd leave the beach?"





Mike


"No, Hon, I don't."





Ellen


"I feel so isolated here."





Mike


"I thought that's what you wanted."





Ellen


"I did."





Mike


"Well, then, what's the problem?"





Ellen


"I just wish I could see her, is all."





Then they both hear Tina screaming and they both start running down the beach.





Ellen


"Tina! Hold on!"





Mike


"We're coming!"





Ellen was leading but when she turned the corner, she stopped and started screaming. 





Cut to the badlands of Snakewater, Montana.





Worker


"Dr. Grant, Dr. Sattler, we're ready to try again."

"Feelings mutual."





They then walk down the hill to the tent where everyone is and starts looking at the computer screen.

Another worker


"The receiver should send the image and bounce it back. This new technology is incredible. A few more years of development and we won't even have to dig anymore."





Grant


"What's the fun in that?"





Worker


"The image is a little distorted but we should be able to see it."





Ellie points to the screen


"Look at the interior neck Ligaments. Velociraptor?"





Grant


"Yeah, it’s in good shape to. Guessing five foot high, guessing nine feet long."





He starts to touch the screen.

"Look at the extraordinary…





The screen goes fuzzy.





Grant


What did I do?"





Ellie (starts laughing)


"You touched it. Dr. Grant touched it."





Grant(Taking his hand away from the cpu, causing it to go back to normal)


"Look at the half moon shaped hind leg. It's not a wonder this things didn't know how to fly."

"Well seriously. Maybe dinosaurs had more in common with present day birds then they do with reptiles. Look at the backbone turned backwards just like a bird. Look at the vertebrae full of perasectioned hollows just like a bird. And even the word raptor means bird of prey."

You keep still because you think his vision is baste on movement like the T-Rex, he'll lose you if you don't move but no, not velociraptor. You stare at him, he just stares right back. And that's when the attack comes, not from the front, but from the side. With the other two raptors who you didn't even know where there. You see velociraptors are pack hunters. They us coordinate attack patterns that are out of force today.

Hammond

Grant points to him


"Just who in the world do you think you are?"





Hammond


"Ah, John Hammond. And I'm delightful to finally meet you in person Dr. Grant. I can see my fifty thousand a year have been well spent."





Then Ellie bursts through the door.





Ellie


"Okay who's the jerk?





Grant


"Ah, this is our Paleobotanist Dr-"





Ellie


"Sattler."





Grant


"Ah, Ellie this is Mr. Hammond."





Hammond


"Oh, I'm sorry for our dramatic entrance Dr. Sattler. Come on let me get you a drink. I don't want it to get warm. Come on sit down sit down- No. No No No. Let me do it. I know my way around the kitchen. Know I'll get right to the point. I like you. Both of you. I can tell instantly about people. It's a gift. I have an island. I've least it from the government and I've spent the last five years setting up a kind of biological preserve. Really spectacular. Spared no expense. Makes the one I've got down at Kenya look like a petting zoo. And there's no doubt that are attractions will drive kids out of their minds."

Hammond


"I could compensate you by fully funding your dig."





Grant


"Well this is a very unusual time."





Hammond


"For a futher three years."





Then they start smiling and toast their glasses.





Ellie


"Where's the plane?"





Grant


"Yeah."





They start laughing and jump up and start hugging.





Camera goes out to the law offices of Cowan Swain and Ross Where Donald Gennaro has just got off of the phone with Hammond and is now in his boss, Daniel Ross's office.





Gennaro


"We can't trust Hammond any more. He is behind schedule on his Costa Rican resort and people have been reported dead on the Island."





Ross


"What are you doing about it?"





Gennaro


"Well I have set up for three weekends for different people and scientists to go to the island and see if it is dangerous."





Ross


"Who do you have for the first trip?"





Gennaro tosses a list on Ross’s desk.





Gennaro


"First group is a Paleontologist, a Paleobotanist, a Mathematician, and a technical person. They leave this evening. I'll go with them."





Ross


"Will they tell you the truth?"





Gennaro


"Most likely and the Mathematician, Ian Malcolm, doesn’t think that the park could ever work.”





Ross


"And What about Hammond?"





Gennaro


"He insists that nothing is wrong."





Ross


"Well listen if there is something wrong with that island, burn it to the ground and don't hesitate to do it. Well your going to miss your flight if you don't get going so try to have a good time and see you in three days."

And with all of this technological breakthroughs, they have made a park on the island that they bought from Costa Rica, and they can charge whatever they want, a thousand a day, ten thousand a day and people will pay it. And then there is the merchandising, caps, tee shirts, lunch boxes, and pets."





Man


"Pets?"





Dodgson


"Yes if they can make full grown dinosaurs why not make pigmy dinosaurs. They will sell millions. And they can engineer them to where they can only eat INGEN pet food.





Man


"My god, we have got to get into this."





Dodgson


"Exactly. And I already have a man that can do the swipe for us and get what we need. But INGEN is having a small crises and we will have to act within the next thirty six hours. So what do you say?"





Everyone just nods their heads.





Dodgson


"Thank you all for coming I will take it from here."





Cut to a bright sunny day in San Jose, Costa Rica where Lewis Dodgson gets out of a taxi and goes to find his man.





He then hears his name being called out from one side of the outside restaurant





Nedry


"Oh, Dodgson, over hear!"





Dodgson then walks over to a table with a fat man surrounded by empty plates and sits down.





Dodgson


"You shouldn't use my name."





Nedry


"Dodgson! Dodgson! We've got Dodgson here! Nobody cares. Nice hat. What are you trying to look like, a secret agent?"





Dodgson (lifting up a suitcase)


"Seventy thousand. I'll deliver fifty thousand more for each embryo. That's one point six million dollars.





Nedry


"I'll get them all."





Dodgson


"Remember, valuable embryos. They’re no use to us if they don't survive."





Nedry


"How am I suppose to transport them?"





Dodgson gets out a shaving cream can





Dodgson


The bottom screws open. It has room for all of the embryos. And customs can even check it if they want. Go ahead."





Nedry then presses the top and a white foam comes out. Nedry then laughs.

"There's enough coolant inside for thirty-six hours. The embryos have to be back in San Jose by then."

Cut back to the helicopter, which is flying through clear skies.





Malcolm


"So you too ah dig up, dig up dinosaurs?"

"Try to."





Malcolm starts to laugh very hard and oddly.





Hammond


"You'll have to get used to Dr. Malcolm he suffers from a abnormal access of talsenarity. Especially from a Mathematician."





Malcolm


"Chaostician, Chaostician actually. John doesn't subscribe to Chaos. Particularly when I talk about his little science project."





Hammond


"Oh, Balls Ian, you've never been able to sufficiently explain your concern."





Malcolm


"Dr. Sattler, Dr. Grant, you've heard of Chaos theory?"





Ellie


"No."





Malcolm


"No? Not in any of your equations?"





Ellie


"No."





Malcolm


"Strange attractions?"





Ellie


"No."





Malcolm


"Dr. Sattler, I refuse to believe that you aren't familiar with the concept of attraction."





Hammond laughs to Genarro


"I bring scientists, you bring a rock star."





Gennaro trys to talk but just feels it rude.





Hammond looks over


"There it is."





They begin their final descent. They see all of the mountains and trees and the low fog densing the beautiful island.





Hammond


"Bad windshire makes us drop pretty fast so just hold on. Because there might be just a little shaking."





Then the helicopter starts bobbing and shacking and because of it, Donald gets nervous and puts his seat belt on. Then Malcolm puts on his. Then Grant trys to put his on but he picks up two ends and Ellie picks up two fronts. Trying to figure out what to do, Hammond leans over trying to help.

"Now the electrified fences are in place?"





Hammond


"And the concrete moats, and the motion sensor tracking systems. Donald dear boy relax, try to enjoy yourself."





Gennaro


"Lets get something straight John, this is not a weekend excursion. This is a serious investigation of the stability of the island. Your investors whom I represent are deeply concerned. Forty-eight hours from now if they’re not convinced, I'm not convinced. They'll shut you down John."





Hammond laughs


"In forty-eight hours I'll be excepting your apologies."





The cars get close to the Visitor Center when Hammond says





Hammond


"Slow down, slow down, stop, stop, stop!"





Back to Grant and the others





Ellie (Still talking about the plant)


"This shouldn't be here."





Grant and Malcolm then look to their left and see a very shocking thing. Grant stands in the jeep and takes off his glasses.





Ellie repeating herself


"Alan this species of veraforma has been extinct since the Cretaceous period. I mean this thing can't possibly be…





Grant starts poking her head.





Ellie

Grant was turning her head when she sees what Grant sees and she gets up in shock. Then the camera shows that it is an Aptosaurus walking among the trees finding food. Grant and Ellie both get out of the jeep and start walking toward the animal. Grant turns and waves his hand.

"It's..It's a dinosaur."





Ellie


"A huh."





The camera then shows Hammond walking toward them laughing.





Malcolm


"He did it. That crazy son of a bitch, he did it."





Regis turns to look at Malcolm because of his compliments.





Camera goes to Grant, Ellie, And Hammond staring at the animal.





Grant


"How tall are their necks? What do they have a forty or fifty foot neck?





Hammond


"Brachiasaurus, thirty." 





Then the animal makes a trumpeting noise and stands up on its two hind legs and takes a bite from the tree and then falls, letting every one feel the vibration. Camera goes to Gennaro with his mouth wide.





Gennaro


"We're going to make a fortune with this place."





Camera then goes to Malcolm laughing. And then back to Grant, Ellie, and Hammond.





Grant


"How fast are they?"





Hammond


"Well we've clocked the T-Rex at thirty-two miles an hour."





Ellie turns around


"Did you say you've got a T-Rex."





Hammond


"A huh."





Grant


"Say again."





Hammond


"Huh, we have a T-Rex!"





Grant


"Oh, my god!"





Grant falls to the ground and Ellie sits beside him. Hammond then walks a little further.





Hammond


"Ah, Dr. Grant, my dear Dr. Sattler, Welcome to Jurassic Park."





Grant and Ellie look up and see more Apatosaurus and some Hadrosaurs drinking in a nearby lake in herds.





Grant


"They’re moving in herds. They do move in herds."





Hammond then comes over and sits beside them.





Grant


"How did you do this?"





Hammond


"I'll show you."





They all pile back into the jeeps and within minutes, pull up at the Safari Lodge and everyone gets out.





Regis

"I could kill you for this."





Hammond


"Donald!"





The children then start running down the path toward Hammond.





Boy and Girl


"GRANDPA!"





Hammond


"Kids!"





The two kids throw themselves into Hammond's arms and they all go down onto the steps.





Hammond


"Oh, be careful with me."





Both kids


"We missed you. We love the place. It's great."





Hammond


"Did you enjoy the helicopter ride?"





Both kids


"Yeah. Yeah."





Hammond


"Wonderful. Wonderful. Okay lets start the tour."





Then everyone enters the Visitor Center with Hammond leading the way.





Hammond


"The most advanced amusement park in the entire world, and I'm not just talking about rides you know! Everyone has rides. Now what we have made here are living biological attractions so astounding, that it will catch the imagination of the entire planet.





Ellie (to Grant)


"So what are you thinking?"





Grant


"Where out of a job."





Malcolm


"Don't you mean extinct?"





Hammond


"Now I will turn the tour over to Mr. Regis."





Regis


"Think you John. Now everyone I am sure that you have noticed that we have a minimum staff of twenty people on the island but we will have more people here when the park officially opens but for now just twenty. We are about to enter the Genetics lab now where you will see how we make the dinosaurs."





Everyone enters the Genetics labs seeing only two people inside. Regis introduces Henry Wu, a Chinese scientist that was in the room. 





Wu


"Genetics is a bit complicated. But you're probably wondering where our dinosaur DNA comes from."





Grant


"It crossed my mind."





Wu


"As a matter of fact there are two possible sources. Using the loy antibody extraction technique, we can sometimes get DNA directly from dinosaur bones. But this method doesn't always work. Our main way is getting it from amber-the fossilized resin of prehistoric tree sap. The tree sap often flows over insects and traps them. The insects are perfectly preserved within the fossil. One finds all kinds of insects in amber-including biting insects that have sucked the blood from larger animals."





Grant


"Sucked the blood, you mean the blood of dinosaurs? "





Wu


"Hopefully, yes."





Grant


"And then the insects are preserved in amber. Well that might just work."





Wu


"I assure you, it does work. Now if you will follow me, I will take you to are hatchery."





Wu leads everyone to a door marked HATCHERY.





Wu


"It's a little warm and damp in here. We keep it at ninety-nine degrees Fahrenheit and relative humidity one hundred percent."





Grant


"Jurassic atmosphere."





Wu


"Yes. At least we presume so. If any of you feel faint, just tell me."





Dr. Wu inserts his security card into the slot, and the outer door hisses open. As they walk in, they see rows of tables of eggs all marked with the names of the dinosaur species and they see only one scientist in this room.





Gennaro


"Why do you have so few scientists in this lab?"





Wu


"Because we don't need very many at the time because it cuts down expenses but we will have more people when the park finally opens. But please feel free to walk around and look at all of the eggs we have and Dr. Morton over there can answer any questions that you have and then we will move on to the final room of our genetics lab, the Nursery.





After a few minutes of looking at all the eggs, everyone leaves this room and enters the room marked NURSERY. Inside the room they see all sorts of toys scattered all over the floor and one technician lady siting on the floor.





Wu


"Ah, Kathy What do you have for us today?"





Kathy


"Just a young baby Raptor."





Wu


"Let’s let the people see it. Everyone this is Kathy McMillan, our Genetic Engineer meaning that she specializes in both the genetics and the computer systems, so don't be surprised to see her in the control room sometime this weekend."





Grant


"Is that a velociraptor?"





Wu nods


"Velociraptor mongoliensis. A predator. This one's only six weeks old."





Grant


"I just excavated a raptor skeleton."





Grant had bent down to examine the raptor when it jumps right over Grant's head and lands in Tim's arms.





Tim


"Hey."





Wu


"They can jump. The raptors can jump. So can the adults."





Tim


"Will he hurt me?"





Wu


"No. When they’re young they all seem tame for some reason. That is until they get older."





Grant starts forward to look at the raptor.





Grant


"May I?"





Tim


"Sure."





Tim hands Grant the baby. Right then he starts turning the baby upside down and all around. While during this, the raptor was screaming.





Regis


"She doesn't like that. It hurts her."





Grant


"I'm not hurting her."





Regis


"Dr. Grant, please put the raptor down."





Grant


"I'm not doing anything wrong."





Regis suddenly gets angry


"Dr. Grant! Please put her down now!"





Grant then hands Tim the animal back. 





Tim (Talking to the baby raptor)


"It's okay little fella. It will be okay."





Regis


"I'm sorry Dr. Grant, we've lost several animals because of things like that. We don't want to lose any more. You will have a chance to examine the animals soon enough."





Wu


"Well everybody, that concludes our tour of the Genetics lab so if you all will follow Mr. Regis he will take you to the control room.





Then the scene fades to the control room where the camera focuses on Ray Arnold.





Arnold


"So you want to know about control mechanisms? We have unbelievable control mechanisms."





Gennaro


"For example."





Arnold


"For example animal tracking."





Arnold presses a button on his console and the vertical glass map lit up with a pattern of jagged blue lines.





Arnold


"That's our juvenile T-Rex. The little rex. All his movements within the park over the last twenty-four hours, and previous twenty-four hours, and then, the previous twenty-four hours. You get your sense of his home range over time, he's young, so he stays close to the water. And stays away from the big rex. You put up the big rex and the little rex, and you'll see their paths never cross. Now I will show you all of the animals being tracked."





At this, the screen turned on like a Christmas tree with all types of dinosaur codes.





Arnold


"That's two hundred and thirty-eight animals as of this minute."





Gennaro


"How accurate?"





Arnold


"Within five feet. Let's put it this way: you drive out in a vehicle and you will find the animals right there, exactly as they're shown on the map."





Gennaro


"How often is this updated?"





Arnold


"Every thirty seconds."





Gennaro


"Pretty impressive, How's it done?"





Arnold


"We have motion sensors all around the park. Most of them hard-wired, some radio-telemeters. Of course, motion sensors won't usually tell you the species, but we get image recognition direct off the video. Even when we're not watching the video monitors, the computer is. And checking where everybody is."





Gennaro


"Does the computer ever make a mistake?"





Arnold


"Only with the babies. It mixes those up sometimes, because they're such small images. But we don't sweat that. The babies almost always stay close to herds of adults. Also you have the category tally."





Gennaro


"What's that?"





Arnold


"Once every fifteen minutes, the computer tallies in all categories. It’s a very wonderful system and it keeps all of the respected dinosaurs in their spaces and if any of the dinos got out, we would send out a maintenance team to get them back. But now it is about time for your tour of the park itself, so if you want to see the velociraptors, you should go on ahead."








The camera goes to a huge outside structure. We can hear the velociraptors making screeching noises and we see Grant standing at the side of the camera.





Hammond


"Ah, Dr. Grant. We have the vehicles ready to go into the park if you will-"





Grant


"What are they doing?"





Camera then shows a Cow in a harness being lifted up above the structure with a fence on the side and roof.





Hammond smiles


"Feeding them. Ah we have a very interesting tour for you."





As Hammond was talking Grant was already walking toward the pens and as were everyone else. It then shows Grant, Ellie, the kids, Gennaro, Regis, Malcolm, and Hammond going up the catwalk. The camera shows the cow going down into the structure and everyone then sees the trees moving and noises being made from the animals inside. Right then they hear someone coming towards them.





Muldoon


"They should all be destroyed."





Hammond laughs


"Ha Ha Ha. Robert, Robert Muldoon, our game warden From Kenya. He's a little bit of an analyst I'm afraid but he knows more about raptors then anyone."





Grant then walks over to Muldoon and shakes hands with him.





Grant


"What's there brain cavity?”





Muldoon


"They’re lethal at eight months and I do mean lethal. I've never seen most things that bad but these things."





Grant


"How fast are they?"





Muldoon


"Cheetah speed. Fifty, sixty miles per hour if they ever get out in the open. And their astonishing jumpers."





Hammond


"Yes, Yes but that's why we’re taking extreme precautions."





Then Hammond turns around and starts explaining to Ellie and Gennaro how the fences works. 





Grant


"How intelligent are they?"





Muldoon


"Real intelligent. Even problem solving intelligent. You can see why we have to feed them like this. All eight of them were attacking the fences when the feeders came."





Ellie


"But the fences are electrified, right?"





Muldoon


"That's right. But they never attack in the same place twice. They were testing the fences for weaknesses systematically. They remember."





Then the harness comes back up with the nothing of the cow remaining.





Hammond


"Yes. Well, who's ready for the tour?"





Then everyone goes around the building to find the two explorers parked outside. The people see that the cars run along a small electrified rail, like an amusement ride.





Ed Regis


"Two to four passengers to a car, please."





Grant, Sattler, Malcolm, and Gennaro got into the second explorer and Ed Regis led the kids to the first one.





Ed Regis


“Lets open up the channel and hear what everyone in the other car are talking about."





Regis turns on a radio that connects them to the first car.





Gennaro


"I don't know what in the world you think you're doing here."





Malcolm


"I know quite well why I'm here."





Gennaro


"You're here to advise me, not play mind games. I've got five percent of this company and a responsibility to make sure that Hammond has done his job responsibly. Now you come here--





Then Ed Regis presses the intercom button.





Ed Regis


"In keeping with the nonpolluting policies of Jurassic Park, these lightweight electric Explorers have been specially built for us by Ford in Osaka. Eventually we hope to drive among the animals-just as they do in African game parks-but, for now, sit back and enjoy the self-guided tour. And, by the way, we can hear you up here."





Gennaro


"Oh Jesus, I have to be able to speak freely. I didn't ask for these kids to come-





Regis


"We'll just begin the show, shall we?





Voice


Welcome to Jurassic Park. You are now entering the lost world of the prehistoric past, a world of mighty creatures long gone from the face of the earth, which you are privileged to see for the first time."





Regis


"The voice your now hearing is Richard Kiley, spared no expense."





The cars drive along the rail, going through a path that goes through the jungle, with the jungle ending and plains of tall grass appearing here and there. It goes through jungles and plains constantly. 





Kiley


"Notice, first of all, the remarkable plant life that surrounds you. Those trees to your left and right are called cycads, the prehistoric predecessors of palm trees. We imagine the world of the dinosaurs, as a world of huge vegetarians, eating their way through the giant swampy forests of the Jurassic and Cretaceous world, a hundred million years ago. But most dinosaurs were not as large as people think. The smallest dinosaurs were no bigger than a house cat, and the average dinosaur was about as big as a pony. We are first going to visit one of these average-size animals, called pachycephalosaurs. If you look to your left, you may catch a glimpse of them now."





They all look to the left. The explorers stop on a low rise, where a break in the foliage provided a view to the east. They could see sloping forested area which opened into a field of yellow grass that was about three feet high. There were no dinosaurs.





Lex ( The female kid)


"Where are they?"





Kiley


"Pachycephalosaurs are the gazelles of the dinosaur world: medium in size with a bone skull used for ramming and were quick animals that once roamed everywhere in the world. We think these dinosaurs were so successful because they could protect them selves from predators with one butt of their head. Also if you look in the trees you might see some of are othnielia. These animals have sometimes been claimed to look like baboons standing on their hind legs to balance themselves on branches of trees. Now that we've had a look at these fascinating herbivores, we will go on to some dinosaurs that are a little larger."





The explorers continue onward, moving south through Jurassic Park.





The camera returns to the control room.





Arnold


"Gears are grinding when they shouldn't be. Item number one thirty one on today’s glitch list. We have all of the problems of a major them park and a major zoo and the park is not even on its feet yet.”





Hammond


"Dennis, our lives are in your hands and you have butter fingers?"





Dennis Nedry, the fat man from the restaurant, was at a computer console, candy wrappers and empty pop cans littering the area. 





Nedry


"You know I am totally unappreciated in my time. You could run this park with minimum staff for up to three days. You think that kind of automation is easy or cheap. Can you find someone who can run eight connection machines and decode two million lines of code for what I bid for this job. Because If you can, I would love to see them try."





Hammond


"I am sorry about your problems Dennis, I really am but they are your problems."





Nedry


"You know your absolutely right John, you know everything’s my problem."





Hammond


"I will not get drawn into another financial debate with you Dennis, I really will not."





Nedry


"It was hardly a debate at all."





Hammond


"I don't blame people for their mistakes, but I do ask that they pay for them."





Nedry


"Thanks dad."





Arnold


"Dennis, the head lights."





Nedry


"Yeah, I'll debug the tour program when they get back ok? OK? But it will mean that I'll need to shout some systems down-"





Muldoon


"Quiet! All of you. They’re approaching the Dilophosaur paddock!"





Then the camera returns to the explorers.





Kiley


"If you will look to your left you will see the dome of the Jurassic Park Aviary, which is not yet finished for visitors. Directly below is our Mesozoic jungle river where, if you are lucky, you just may catch a glimpse of a very rare carnivore. Keep your eyes peeled, everyone. There they are now, the animals that you are seeing are dilophosaurus. One of the Earliest carnivores, dilophosaurus is actually poisonous, spitting it's venom at its prey, causing blindness and eventually paralysis. Making dilophosaurus one of the more beautiful but deadly additions to Jurassic Park."





The explorer turned a corner, leaving the river behind. Tim, the male child, looked back, hoping to catch a glimpse of the dilophosaur. This was amazing! Poisonous dinosaurs! He wished he could stop the car, but everything was automatic. He bet Dr. Grant wanted to stop the car, too.





Kiley


"If you look on the bluff to the right, you'll see Les Gigantes, the site of our superb three-star dining room. Chef Alian Richard hails from the world-famous Le Beaumanie`re in France. Make your reservations by dialing four from your hotel rooms."





Everyone looks up there but sees nothing.





Regis


"Not for a while, though, the restaurant won't even start construction until November."





Kiley


"Continuing on our prehistoric safari, we come next to the herbivores of the Tops group. If you look to your right, you can probably see them now."





Tim saw two animals, standing motionless in the shade of a large tree. They where Triceratops.





Kiley


"Unlike other dinosaurs, Triceratops serratus can't see well. They're nearsighted, like the rhinos of today, and they tend to be surprised by moving objects. They'd charge our car if they were close enough to see it! But relax, folks-we're safe enough here."





Lex


"Why don't they move?





Lex rolls down her window.





Lex


"Hey! Stupid dinosaur! Move!"





Regis


"Don't bother the animals, Lex."





Lex


"Why? It's stupid. They just sit there like a picture in a book."





Kiley


"Now we move on to the most famous dinosaur of them all. The Tyrannosaurus Rex."





Tim


"Perfect, Tyrannosaurus Rex.





Lex


"I hope he's better than these bozos."





The explorers rumbled forward.


The Explorers stopped at the rise of a hill. They overlooked a forested area sloping down to the edge of a lagoon. The sun was falling to the west. The whole landscape of Jurassic Park was bathed in soft light.





Regis


"It works doesn't it? I like to come here sometimes in the evenings and just sit."





Grant


"Where is the Rex?”





Regis


That's a good question. But maybe Arnold will release one of the goats and she’ll come out."





Then a goat appears up from the ground below but after a few minutes there is still no sign of the Rex so they decide to move on.





Camera goes back to the control room.





Hammond


"Out of all of the times for the rex not to show up she picks this time to do."





Arnold


"Well, At least they where able to see some of the other animals."





Hammond


"Yes, Well I wanted them to see the rex, though.





Muldoon


"I am going down stairs for a minute."





Nedry


"Will you get me a coke since you are going?" 





Back at the explorers, everyone starts losing hope of seeing the rex but then the ground started fibrating every few seconds until they see him come from out of nowhere and snatches the goat in its mouth and eats it hole.





Malcolm


"Oh My, She’s as large as a bloody building!"





After a moment the Rex leaves the area back into the foliage.





Kiley


"Ladies and Gentlemen, Tyrannosaurus Rex."





And at that, the cars start moving again.





Camera goes back to the control room.





Henry Wu and Kathy McMillan walk into the control to find everyone sitting in the dark, listening to the voices on the radio.





Gennaro on radio


"My God, if an animal like that gets out, there'd be no stopping it. No stopping it, no. Huge, with no natural enemies. My god, think of it."





Hammond


"Those people, They are so negative."





Wu


"They're still going on about an animal escaping? I don't understand. They must have seen by now that we have everything under control. We've engineered the animals and engineered the resort.





Hammond


"It's that Malcolm, he's behind it all. He was against us from the start, you know. He's got his theory that complex systems can't be controlled and nature can't be imitated. I don't know what his problem is. We're just making a zoo here. World's full of them and they all work fine. But he's going to prove his theory or die trying. I just hope that he doesn't panic Gennaro into trying to shut the park down."





Wu


"Can he do that?"





Hammond


"No, but he can try. He can try to frighten the Japanese investors, and get them to withdraw funds. Or he can make a stink with the San Jose government. He can make trouble."





Kathy


"Let's wait and see what happens. We believe in the park. Let's see how it plays out."





Then the camera goes to Robert Muldoon going down to the basement and putting a rocket launcher in the red jeep for a later use. 





Then the camera goes back to the explorers.





Regis (looking out the window)


"Looks like rain"





The explorers had stopped at the sauropod paddock. Everyone was watching the Apatosaurs, the duckbills, and the Gallimimus herds.





Kiley


"The big animals you see are commonly called Brontosaurus, but they are actually apatosaurus. They weigh more than thirty tons. That means a single animal is as big as a whole herd of modern elephants. And you may notice that their preferred area, alongside the lagoon, is not swampy. Despite what the books say, Brontosaurs avoid swamps. They prefer dry land."





Regis


"Brontosaurus is the biggest dinosaur, Lex."





Tim


"No Mr. Regis, brachiosaurs is three times as large."





Regis


"Well you may be right about that."





Kiley


"The dinosaurs of Jurassic Park don't breed. The young animals you see were introduced a few months ago, already hatched. But the adults nurture them anyway."





Then there was a rolling growl of thunder in the distance.





Regis


"Yeah, looks like rain, all right."





The cars start rolling forward, and Tim looked back at the hadrosaurs. Suddenly, off to one side, he saw a brown animal with black strips moving quickly through some tall grass. He recognized it instantly.





Tim


"Hey! Stop the car!"





Regis


"What is it?"





Tim


"Quick! Stop the car!





Kiley


"We move on now to see the last of our great prehistoric animals, the stegosaurs."





Regis


"What's the matter, Tim?"





Tim


"I saw one! I saw one in the field out there!





Regis


"Saw what?"





Tim


"A raptor! In that Field!"





Kiley


"The stegosaurs are a mid Jurassic animal, evolving about a hundred and seventy million years ago. Several of these remarkable herbivores live here at Jurassic Park."





Regis


"Oh, I don't think so, Tim. Not a raptor."





Tim


"I did! Stop the car!"





Then the message was relayed to the other car.





Malcolm


"Tim says he saw a raptor."





Grant


"Where?"





Malcolm


"Back in the field."





Grant


"Let’s go back."





Regis


"We can't go back. We can only go forward. The cars are programmed."





Grant


"We can't go back?"





Regis


"No. Sorry. You see, it's kind of a ride."





Malcolm


"Tim, this is Professor Malcolm, I have just one question for you about this raptor. How old would you say it was?"





Tim


"Older than the baby in the genetics lab and younger than the ones in the pins. The adults were six feet tall. This one was about half that size.





Malcolm


"That's fine."





Regis


"I'm sure it wasn't a raptor. It couldn't possibly be a raptor. Must have been one of the othys. They're always jumping their fences. We have a hard time with them."





Tim


"I know I saw a raptor!"





Lex


"I'm hungry!"





Then Cut back to the control room.





Arnold


"What do you think that the kid saw, Henry?"





Wu


"I think it must have been an othy."





Arnold nods


"We have a hard time tracking othys, because they spend so much time in the trees."





Hammond


"What burns me is that we have made this wonderful, fantastic park, and our very first visitors are going through it like accountants, just looking for problems. They aren’t experiencing the wonder of it all."





Wu


"That's their problem, We can't make them experience wonder.”





Then the intercom clicked from the dock where the boat was unloading supplies.





Captain


Ah, Ray this is the Anne B over at the dock. We haven’t finished offloading, but I'm looking at that storm pattern south of us. I'd rather not be tied up here if this weather gets any worse."





Arnold


"How much left to do?"





Captain


"Just the three final equipment containers. I haven't checked the manifests, but I assume you can wait another two weeks for it. We're not well berthed here, you know, and we are one hundred miles offshore."





Arnold


"You requesting permission to leave?"





Captain


"Yes, Ray."





Wu


"I want that equipment. That’s equipment for my labs. We need it."





Arnold


"Yes. But Mr. Hammond didn't want to put money into a storm barrier to protect the pier. So we don't have a good harbor. If the storm gets worse, the ship will be pounded against the dock. I've seen ships lost that way. Then you've got all the other expenses, replacement of the vessel plus salvage to clear your dock...and you can't use your dock until you do.





Wu gives a dismissing wave


"Get them out of here."





Arnold


"Permission to leave, Anne B."





Captain


"See you in two weeks."





On the video monitor, they saw the crew on the decks, casting off the lines. Arnold turns back to the main console. He saw the explorers moving through fields of steam.





Hammond


"Where are they now?"





Arnold


"It looks like the south fields. That means they should be almost to the stegosaur paddock. I'm sure they'll stop and see what Dr. Harding is doing.





As the Explorers came to a stop, Ellie Sattler stared through the plumes of steam at the stegosaurus. It was standing quietly, not moving. A Jeep with a red stripe was parked alongside it. The stegosaurus was twenty feet long, with a huge bulky body and vertical armor plates along its back. The tail had dangerous-looking three-foot spikes. But the neck tapered to an absurdly small head with a stupid gaze, like every dumb horse. As they watched, a man walks around from behind the animal.





Regis


"That's our vet, Dr. Gerald Harding. He's anesthetized the stego, which is why it's not moving. It's sick."





Grant was already getting out of the car, hurrying toward the motionless stegosaur with everyone else following him.





Tim


"What's he sick with?"





Ellie


"They're not sure."





The great leathery plates along the stegosaur's spine drooped slightly. It breathed slowly, laboriously, making a wet sound with each breath.





Lex


"Is it contagious?"





They walked toward the tiny head of the animal, where Grant and Harding were on their knees, peering into the stegosaur's mouth.





Lex wrinkled her nose


"This thing sure is big, and smelly."








Ellie


"Yes, it is "





Lex


"Is that because it's sick?"





Ellie


"Maybe. And don't forget Dr. Harding's tranquilized it."





Grant


"Ellie, have a look at this tongue."





The dark purple tongue drooped limply from the animal's mouth. Harding shone a light on it so she could see the very fine silvery blisters.





Ellie


"Microvesicles, Interesting, yuck."





Harding


"We've had a difficult time with these stegos. They're always getting sick."





Ellie


"What are the symptoms?"





Harding


"Imbalance, disorientation, labored breathing, and massive diarrhea, seems to happen about once every six weeks."





Ellie


"Six weeks? Do they feed continuously?"





Harding


"Oh yes. Animal this size has to take in a minimum of five or six hundred pounds of plant matter daily just to keep going. They’re constant foragers."





Ellie


"Then it's not likely to be poisoning from a plant. Constant browsers would be constantly sick if they were eating a toxic plant. Not every six weeks."





Harding


"Exactly."





Ellie


"You have pupillary effects from the tranquilizer?"





Harding


"Yes. There's a mitotic effect, pupils are constricted."





Ellie


"But these pupils are dilated."





Harding looks. There was no question: the stegosaur's pupil was dilated, and did not contract when light shone on it.





Harding


"Well they are!"





Ellie


"Yes. What is the animal's range?"





Harding


"About five square miles."





Ellie


"In this general area?"





Harding


"Their range is mostly north and east of here. But when they get sick, they're usually somewhere around this particular area.





Ellie


"You see those low, delicate-looking bushes?"





Harding


"West Indian Lilac. We know it's toxic but the animals don't eat it.





Ellie


"Are you sure?"





Harding


"Yes. We monitor them on video, and I've checked droppings just to be certain. The stegos never eat the lilac bushes."





Ellie


"Interesting. Because otherwise I would have said that this animal shows all the classic signs of Melia toxicity. But you’re right. Plants are healthy, no sign of being eaten. None at all."





Lex


"This is boring!"





Tim


"Ssshh, Dr. Sattler's trying to think."





Ellie


"Unsuccessfully.





As Ellie started walking through the field she heard Lex.





Lex


"Anybody want to play a little catch?"








Ellie stared at the ground. The field was rocky in many places. She could hear the sound of the surf, somewhere to the left. There were berries among the rocks. Perhaps the animals were just eating berries. But that didn't make sense.





Grant


"Finding anything?"





Ellie


"Just rocks. We must be near the beach, because all these rocks are smooth. And they're in funny little piles."





Grant


"Funny little piles?"





Ellie

This poor animal's like a human being at ten thousand feet altitude. Listen to him wheezing. Broadly speaking, the ability of the park to control the spread of life forms. Because the history of evolution is that life escapes all barriers. Life breaks free. Life expands to new territories. Painfully, perhaps even dangerously. But life finds a way. "Absolutely sure. What gives it away is the patterning on the interior surface, the interior curve. Turn it over and you will notice a faint pattern of raised lines, making roughly triangular shapes."

Grant


"Well, I've dug out two eggs with patterns like that at my site in Montana."

"You're saying this is a piece of dinosaur eggshell?"





Grant


"Absolutely."

"These dinosaurs can't breed. We’ve engineered them that way. All dinosaurs in Jurassic Park are female. They can’t breed."

Harding

Malcolm


"They're breeding, the compys, the othnielia, the maiasaurs, the pachys,--and the velociraptors."





Muldoon


"My god, there’s raptors free in the park."





Hammond


"Well, it's not that bad. We have increases in just three categories-well, five categories. Very small increases in two of them."





Wu


"What are you talking about? Don't you know what this means!"





Hammond


"Of course I know what this means, Henry. It means that you and Kathy, and the rest of the geneticists have messed completely up."





Kathy


"Absolutely not!"





Hammond


"You've got breeding dinosaurs out there, Kathy."





Wu


"But they're all female. It's impossible. There must be a mistake. And look at the numbers. A small increase in the big animals, the maiasaurs and the pachys. And big increases in the number of small animals. It just doesn't make sense. It must be a mistake.





Grant on the radio


"Actually not. I think these numbers confirm that breeding is taking place. In seven different sites around the island."

"We'll have to find them. Dinosaurs build their nests in secluded places.

"But why are there so few big animals? If there is a main nest of eight to twelve eggs, there should be eight to twelve new maias. Not just one."

"That's right. Except that the raptors and the compys that are loose in the park are probably eating the eggs of the bigger animals and perhaps eating the newly hatched young, as well."

"But we've never seen that."





Grant


"Raptors are nocturnal. Is anyone watching the park at night?"





There was a long silence.





Grant


"I didn't think so.





Wu


"It still doesn't make sense. You can't support fifty additional animals on a couple of nests of eggs."





Grant


"No. I assume they are eating something else as well. Perhaps small rodents. Mice and rats?"





There was another silence.





Grant


"Let me guess. When you first came to the island, you had a problem with rats. But as time passed, the problem faded away."





Wu


"Yes. That's true..."





Grant


"And you never thought to investigate why?"





Arnold


"Well, We just assumed..."





Wu


"Look. The fact remains, all the animals are female. They can't breed."





Grant


"When you made your dinosaur DNA, you were working with fragmentary pieces, is that right?"





Wu


"Yes."





Grant


"In order to make a complete strand, were you ever required to include DNA fragments from other species?"





Wu


"Occasionally, yes. It's the only way to accomplish the job. Sometimes we included avian DNA, from a variety of birds, and sometimes reptilian DNA.





Grant


"Any amphibian DNA? Specifically, frog DNA?"





Wu


"Possibly. I'd have to check."





Grant


"Check. I think you'll find that holds the answer."





Malcolm


"Frog DNA? Why frog DNA?





Gennaro


"Listen, this is all very thrilling, but we're forgetting the main question: have any animals gotten off the island?"





Grant


"We can't tell from these data."





Gennaro


"Then how are we going to find out?"





Grant


"There's only one way I know. We'll have to find the individual dinosaur nests, inspect them, and count the remaining egg fragments. From that we may be able to determine how many animals were hatched. And we can begin to assess whether any are missing."





Malcolm


"Even so, you won't know if the missing animals are killed, or dead from natural causes, or whether they have left the island."

"No. But it's a start. And I think we can get more information from an intensive look at the population graphs.





Malcolm


"How are we going to find these nests?"





Grant


"Actually, I think the computer will be able to help us with that."





Lex


"Can we go back now? I'm hungry."





Grant


"Yes, let's go. You've been very patient."





Regis


"You'll be able to eat in about twenty minutes.





Ellie


"I'll stay for a while, and get photos of the stego with Dr. Harding's camera. Those vesicles in the mouth will have cleared up by tomorrow."





Grant


"I want to get back. I'll go with the kids."





Malcolm


"I will, too."





Gennaro


"I think I'll stay, and go back with Harding in his jeep, with Dr. Sattler."





Grant


"Fine, let's go."





Then everyone started walking back toward the vehicles. Malcolm and Grant got in the second explorer and Regis got in the first one with the kids.

Grant


"How long does it take for that boat to reach the main land?"





Regis


Eighteen hours."





Grant


"Then lets get going."





Then the camera goes back to the control room.





Arnold


"The vehicles have started again."





Hammond


"Why did they stop?"





Arnold


"We’ll ask them when they come back."





Nedry From other side of the room


"Does any body what a soda? Because I was going down anyway. Oh, I finished debugging the phones. And Ah so I did. And I wanted to tell all of you that the system is going to be compiling for eighteen to twenty minutes. And some of the miner systems might go on or off so just ignore them."





He starts a stopwatch on the computer. And leaves the room to the Genetics Lab. While there. He waits for the security camera to turn off, and then goes inside. He takes out the shaving cream can and unscrews the bottom. He goes around to each species and puts a tube of the DNA in the bottom of the can. He screws the bottom back on and leaves that room and goes down stares to the jeep that Muldoon had put the Rocket launcher in and takes the jeep out of Garage.

Then the cars stopped again





Grant


"Hey what did I touch?"





Malcolm


"You didn't touch anything. We stopped."





The camera goes back to the control room





Arnold


"Oh NO NO NO NO! "





Kathy


"What is it?"





Arnold


"We’ve just lost all of the systems in the park."





Hammond turns to Muldoon


"Find Nedry. Check the vending machines."





Kathy


"Where did the cars stop?"





Arnold


"Somewhere around the Tyrannosaur paddock.





This takes us to Nedry. Nedry's red jeep flies down the park road. His tires skid sideways, due to the pouring rain, then regain traction.  The jeep bolts up a smaller access road.  He skids to a stop at the top of the hill. Nedry jumps out and looks up.  His high beams illuminate a huge electric fence prominently labelled: DANGER!  10,000 Volts!


Two safety fences separate Nedry from the electric fence.  He races to the first one, pulls out a key chain.  He tries one key, then another, and another.  It fits.  Nedry unlocks the gate, and swings open the door.  Nedry runs to the second gate but he slips in the mud.  He slides to the ground, dropping keys in a muddy pool. Nedry's hand frantically looks for the key chain in the muddy water.  Got them!  He stands up and unlocks the second gate. He races to the electric fence. Rain now pelts down on him.  Lightning flashes on the 10,000 volts warning. He grabs the gate with his bare hand and swings it open. Nedry heads back to his jeep. He jumps in the jeep and drives through.  Behind him, the open gates move recklessly in the stormy night. He sees the dark, wet road running alongside a ten-foot chain-link fence.  Suddenly, a beast-like visage blurs across the road.

On the opposite side of the gully, there is an equipment graveyard.  By the titled jeep headlights, all around can be seen discarded earthmovers, graders, and tractors. Looking through trees, lit by the strong beams, Nedry sees a dilophosaurus in the eerie mist.  Now it's gone.  Now it’s back.  It circles Nedry warily, hunting him as Nedry stares.

Nedry scrambles the other way, full-tilt.  Hop, hop, and the dilophosaurus drops in front of Nedry from the other side.  HOOT! Nedry jumps back, lands on his butt.  The dilophosaurus zips in from the side - HOOT! Nedry doubles back, racing through the abandoned equipment, ducking and rolling under a cement mixer, spinning past a tree.  He splashes down the embankment, trying to get to his jeep.  He uses the winch line to steady himself against the raging current.  He finally reaches the jeep, swings open the door - and, surging out of the water like a demonic apparition, is thedilophosaurus!  Nedry backs away, directly into the glare


of the headlights! 


A frill opens up from the neck of the dinosaur, bright orange gills swell out like an umbrella around its neck.  Something squirts beneath its jaws. A big glob smacks Nedry on the arm and he brushes it off.

He falls against the jeep, rubbing his eyes.  The dilophosaurus calmly hops to the embankment and watches the blinded Nedry weave in the water.  Nedry grabs onto the jeep and pulls himself along toward the driver's door.  The dilophosaurus stalks him, watching. Nedry pulls open the jeep door, thrusts his head in, slamming it against the doorframe.  Now Nedry heaves his whole body into the jeep.  The dilophosaurus closes in on Nedry. Nedry sits behind the wheel, unseeing as the dinosaur watches patiently from a couple feet away.  Now Nedry feels the animal's presence, and slowly turns his blind eyes that way.


A long beat.  The dilophosaurus leaps forward, the CAMERA PULLS BACK WIDER AND WIDER.  Nedry lets out an ear splitting scream and the car horn blares and the car shakes back and fourth, munching sounds also heard.





The camera goes back to the control room.





Arnold


"Uh- oh. We have real trouble."





Muldoon


"What's that?"





Arnold


"That idiot Nedry turned off the security systems. The whole building's opened up. None of the doors are locked any more."





Muldoon


"I'll notify the guards."





Arnold


"That's not the least of it. When you turn off the security, you turn off all of the park fences as well."





Muldoon


"The fences?"





Arnold


"The electrical fences. They're off, all over the island."





Muldoon


"You mean..."





Arnold


"That's right. The animals can get out now." 


Arnold lights another cigarette. 





Arnold


"Probably nothing will happen, but you never know."





Muldoon starts toward the door


"I better drive out and bring in the people in those two explorers. Just in case.





Muldoon quickly goes downstairs to the garage. He wasn't really worried about the fences' going down. Most of the dinosaurs had been in their paddocks for nine months or more, and they had brushed up against the fences more than once, with notable results. So it was unlikely the dinosaurs would now approach the fences. He reached the garage and hurried toward the Jeep. It was lucky, he thought, that he had had the foresight to put the launcher in it. He could start right out, and be out there in- he sees that the Jeep is gone.





Muldoon


"What in the bloody hell! What’s happening around here?"





Then you camera goes back to the explorers. It is now pouring rain and we see Grant talking to the people in the front explorer. He then shortly runs back to the other car and gets into it. 





Grant


"Their radio's still out to. Regis said to stay put."





Malcolm


"The kids get scared?"





Grant


"I didn't ask. It's just a little hitch up of the power. That's all."





Malcolm


"I didn't say I was scared."





Grant


"I didn't say you were scared."





Camera goes back to the front explorer with Tim coming up in the seat real fast with the night vision goggles on his face. 





Tim


BOO 





Lex screamed.





Regis


"Hey. Where did you find those?"





Tim


"In a box under my seat."





Regis


"Are they heavy?"





Tim


"Yeah."





Regis


"Then they’re expensive. Put them back."





Many minutes went by, where no one said anything, they just all sat around, staring off into space, waiting for the cars to start up. Then suddenly, they felt a vibration. Then another. And another.





Regis


"Maybe it's the power trying to come back on."





Lex


"What is that?"





Tim then goes over with the night vision goggles and sees nothing but the rain, fence, and trees. Then he realized he was looking too low and brought the goggles up higher, looking up into the sky. That’s when he saw the head of the Tyrannosaurus Rex, sticking out of the jungle, above the fence! It was growling, and it suddenly let out a loud roar.








Regis


"Oh God. Oh God!"





Regis then freaks and jumps out of the car and runs out into the forest beyond.





Lex


"He left us! He left us!"





The rex starts banging the fence with its head, and that’s when the others realize that the fence is no longer electrified! Soon, the fence falls down with a loud clang sound and the rex took a couple big steps, bringing it out onto the road, between the two cars. 





Cut to inside Tim and Lex’s car. The front door is still open from when Regis ran out. 





Cut back outside. Lightning flashes and thunder rumbles as the rex shakes its head back and fourth, deciding which car to go for. The sound of Tim closing the open door makes the rex swing its head around and roar. It walks over and bends down and looks through the window of the door, staring right into Tim’s eye, Tim staring back. Lex let out a blood-curdling scream, and Tim quickly moved to cover her mouth. Then the radio crackled to life with a whispering voice.





Grant whispering on radio


Tim. Lex. Don’t move and stay quiet.





Cut to inside Grant and Malcolm’s car. From inside the car, they can see the rain running in rivulets down the pebbled skin of the muscular hind legs of the rex.  The animal's head is out-of-view, above the rooftops of the cars.  They see the Rex lift its huge hind leg.





Malcolm


Holy shit!  Any suggestions what we do now?





Grant


Can't think of a thing.





Cut back to inside the first car. Lex has found a flashlight and has turned it on, flashing it around.





Tim


Lex! Turn off the light! Hurry!





Lex


Sorry!





They both fumbled to turn the light off, when they hear a grunt. They look up and see the Rex looking down through the sunroof at them. The next second it stikes, bringing its head down, braking the sun roof. It crunches, and falls into the car, crushing the children.  Tim uses his feet to push it to the side. Above, the Rex displays his gaping maw, drooling toward the opening.  The Rex brings his head out of the cruiser and the two kids sigh. But then, the Rex butts his head against the cruiser rocking it back and fourth.  The Rex comes back down, tries to discover his prey inside the cruiser.  Pushes his head close to the glass, looking. 





Tim


Are you ok?  Be quiet and don't move.





Lex barely nods and grabs Timmy's hand. The Tyrannosaur places his head next to the car.  He begins to shove the cruiser with his head. The cruiser rocks back and forth like it did before, only this time, a bit harder, causing the back window to burst, shards go flying. Inside, the kids are thrown back and forth, shoved against each other, and finally flung against the top of the car as the cruiser flips upside down. Then it gets slammed onto it’s side, the windows splat in the mud.  Lex falls helplessly against the side window and lies motionless.  Timmy falls beside her, banging his head.  He reaches for Lex.





Tim


Lex?  Lex?





Silence. No movement from Lex.





The Rex toys with the cruiser.  Like a dog with its bone, the dinosaur pushes the cruiser along with his head.  He pushes it past the picnic tables toward the ripped fence and the embankment.  Each shove sends the children flying again, and the car tumbling. The cruiser is pushed closer and closer to the unprotected embankment. The cruiser slams to a stop completely upside-down.  The T-Rex steps right on the cruiser, crushing the roof against the ground. 


Cut to inside - the children crawl for their lives as the car crushes further down from above and a tidal wave of mud oozes in from the sides, where the windows were broken out.


Back outside, the Rex gnaws at the car. It grabs a tire with his teeth, and ruptures it with a loud pop.  The Rex grabs at the axle with his teeth, and begins to drag the car back.  The kids, half-outside, are pulled with the car. 


Grant gets out of his car with a Flair and trys to get the Rex to go back into his paddock, by throwing the flare in that direction. Malcolm then gets out with another flair. But Malcolm's plan doesn't work because the Rex starts chasing him forcing him to run right into the bathroom with the Rex then smashing into it, causing it to explode, the pieces going all over the place. The Rex then brings his head down and starts sniffing the ground.





The camera goes to Grant getting Lex out of the car. After he is successful in getting Lex out he tries to get Tim out. 





Tim groaning


"I'm stuck."





Grant then hears Lex screaming and he turns around and sees the Tyrannosaur coming their way and Grant grabs her close and clasps her mouth closed.





Grant


"Don't move. He can't see us if we don't move."





The Rex gets right in front of them with his nostrils right on there heads and the hard breathing of the animals then makes Grant's hat fall off of his head. Right then the rex hits the side of the explorer and the two of them go crawling to the other side of the vehicle now with the barrier meeting the vehicle cutting off any escape. Grant and Lex try to go out on the left side but the car then comes in on that side, and then on the other side forcing them to get up on top of the barrier. Then the camera goes to Dr. Harding's Jeep with the jeep skidding to a stop.

"Oh man. Will you look at that."





They were sitting in the jeep staring forward past the flick flick of the windshield wipers. In the yellow flare of the headlamps, a big fallen tree blocked the road.





Gennaro


"Must have been the lightning."





Harding


"We can't get past it. I better tell Arnold in control.”





He picks up the radio and twists the channel dial.





Harding


Hello, Ray. Are you there, Ray?"





There was nothing but steady hissing static.





Harding


"I don't understand. The phone lines seem to be down."





Gennaro


"It must be the storm."





Harding


"I suppose."





Ellie


"Try the Explorers."





Harding


There's no use because they’re probably back at base by now. In any case, I don't think we should stay here. It'll be hours before Maintenance gets a crew out here to move that tree. We’ll have to take the maintenance road back and hope that I don't get lost."





Harding turns the jeep around and heads back to base.





Camera goes to Tim still inside the destroyed car, where he immediately throws up and then starts getting out of the car, but stops for a minute to take of his broken watch. He climbs out onto the branch of a tree! After getting over the surprise, he climbs down and out of the tree just in time to move out of the way before the car smashes into the ground. Tim then starts looking around for everybody when he finds Lex in a drainage pipe.

The camera returns to the control room with Muldoon returning in the room.





Muldoon


"Someone took the bloody jeep. Have you talked to the explorers yet?"





Arnold


"Can't raise them on the radio. I have to use this, because the main board is down. It's weak, but it ought to work. I've tried on all six channels. I know they have radios in the cars, but they're not answering."





Muldoon


"That's not good."





Arnold


"If you want to go out there take one of the maintenance vehicles."





Muldoon


"I would, but they're all in the east garage, more than a mile from here. Where's Harding?"





Arnold


"I assume he's on his way back."





Muldoon


"Anybody tell Hammond the kids aren't back yet?





Arnold


"No! I don't what that guy going nuts running around here screaming at me. Everything's all right, for the moment. The explorers are just stuck in the rain. They can sit a while, until Harding brings them back. Or until we find Nedry, and make him turn the systems back on."





Muldoon


"You can't get them back?"





Arnold


"I've been trying, but Nedry's done something to the system. I can't figure out what, but if I have to go into the code itself, that'll take hours. I don't know what to do!"





The camera goes to the cafeteria in the Visitor Center with Mr. Hammond, Dr. Wu, and the serving girl, Maria.








Hammond


"More coffee?"





Wu


"No, thank you. I couldn't eat or drink anything more."





Hammond


"Now then, Henry, you must save room for ice cream. Maria makes the most wonderful ginger ice cream."





Wu


"All right. Your monitor's out."





Hammond


"Is it? Must be the storm. I'll just check with Ray in control."





But when he picked up the phone all he heard was hissing static.





Hammond


"Lines must be down. Or maybe Nedry's still doing data transmission. He has quite a few bugs to fix this weekend. Nedry's a genius in his way, but we had to press him quite hard, toward the end, to make sure he got things right."





Wu


"Perhaps I should go to the control room and check."





Hammond


"No No. There's no reason. If there were any problem, we'd here about it. Ah."





Maria came back into the room, with two plates of ice cream. 





Hammond


"You must have just a little, Henry. It's made with fresh ginger, from the eastern part of the island. It's an old man's vice, ice cream. But still...."





Wu dips his spoon. Outside lightning flashed, and there was the sharp crack of thunder.





Wu


"That was close. I hope the storm isn't frightening the children."





Hammond


"I shouldn't think so. They’re with lots of adults."





Hammond finishes his ice cream, and Maria takes it away.





Hammond


"Would you like to have some more ice cream, Henry."





The camera returns to the control room when one of the guards come into the room.





Arnold


"Did you find him?"





Guard


"No, Mr. Arnold."





Arnold


"Find him!"





Guard


"I don't think he's in the building, Mr. Arnold."





Arnold


"Then look in the lodge, look in the maintenance building, look in the utility shed, look everywhere, but just find him!"





Guard


"The thing is, Mr. Nedry's the fat man, is that right?"





Arnold


"That's right. He's fat. A fat slob."





Guard


"Well, Jimmy down in the main lobby said he saw the fat man go into the garage."





Muldoon looked up in shock


"Into the garage? When?"





Guard


"About fifteen, twenty minutes ago."





Muldoon


"Well now we know who took the jeep."





Then the camera goes back to Harding's Jeep, where they have just skided to a stop right in front of a herd of Aptosaurs, crossing the road.





Harding


"Sorry about that."





Ellie


"Don't they see us?"





Harding


"Not exactly, no. Of course, in a literal sense they do see us, but we don't really mean anything to them. We’re just a strange, smelly object in their environment. Representing no threat, and therefore no interest. I've occasionally been out at night, visiting a sick animal, and on my way back these fellows blocked the road for an hour or more."





Ellie


"What do you do?"





Harding grins


"Play a recorded tyrannosaur roar. That gets them moving. Not that they care much about tyrannosaurs. These Aptosaurs are so big they don't really have any predators. They can break a tyrannosaur's neck with a swipe of their tail. And they know it. So does the tyrannosaur."





Then the final animal comes by.

"I think that we can continue on now."





The camera returns to the cafeteria with Hammond and Wu





Wu


"I suspect you may find there are pressures on your park, just as there are pressures on Genentech's drugs."





Hammond


"I can't see how."





Wu


"The scientists may wish to constrain you. Even to stop you."





Hammond


"Well, they can't do that. You know why the scientists would try to do that? It's because they want to do research of course. That's all they ever want to do, is research. Not to accomplish anything. Not to make any progress. Just do research. Well, they have a surprise coming to them."





Wu


"I wasn't thinking of that."





Hammond sighs


"I'm sure that it would be interesting for the scientists to do research. This is wonderful technology, Henry, but it's also frightfully expensive technology. The fact is, it can only be supported as entertainment. That's just the way it is."





Wu


"But if there are attempts to close down-"





Hammond


"Face the facts Henry. This isn't America. This isn't even Costa Rica. This is my island. I own it. And nothing is going to stop me from opening Jurassic Park to all of the children of the world. Or, at least, to the rich ones. And I tell you, they'll love it."





Then the camera returns to Harding's Jeep.





Ellie Sattler is staring out of the front window. They had been driving through rain-drenched jungle for the last twenty minutes, and had seen nothing since the Aptosaurs crossed the road.

"We're near the Jungle River now. It's off somewhere to our left."





Abruptly he slammed on the brakes again. The car skidded to a stop in front of a flock of small green animals.

"Well, you're getting quite a show tonight. Those are compys. It's odd though. I wonder where they're off to. Compys don't usually move at night, you know. They climb up in a tree and wait for daylight."





Ellie


"Then why are they out now?"





Harding


"I can't imagine. You know compys are scavengers, like buzzards. They're attracted to a dying animal, and they have tremendously sensitive smell. They can smell a dying animal for miles."





Ellie


"Then they're going to a dying animal?"





Harding


"Dying, or already dead."

"Should we follow them?"





Harding


"I'd be curious. Yes, why not? Let's go see where they're going"





Then he turns the jeep around and heads back toward the compys.





The camera cuts to the control room with Robert Muldoon coming in with a box.





Muldoon


"How long has it been?"





Kathy


"Half an hour."





Muldoon


"Harding's Jeep should be back here by now."





Arnold stubs out his cigarette


"I'm sure they'll arrive any minute now."





Muldoon


"Still no sign of Nedry?"





Kathy


"No. Not yet."





Muldoon opens the case, which contains six portable radios. 





Muldoon


"I am going to put these in the used parts of this building, I believe I’ll put one in here and leave the charger, then I'll take one to the Cafeteria and give it to Maria, Then one in the Lab, and the rest in the Lodge. Just in case. Here. Let the radio charge and in about twenty minutes try to raise the explorers and Harding's Jeep. I am going to take the other radios now."





The camera goes to Dr. Wu entering the Genetics Lab. Wu quickly goes to the computer at the side of the room and enters in ‘search for frog DNA usage’. It has to take a minute for the computer to search the database so Wu starts looking around the room to make sure that everything is okay. Then he notices that someone has been in the Embryo storage room in the last hour. But there shouldn't have been someone in there because Dr. Morton and Dr. Ceriokus had been sent to the Lodge earlier in the evening so there was no reason for someone to have been in there. And he starts to go check it out when the computer beeps that it’s done. Then he goes to the computer and sees that all five of the animals that are breeding did have the frog DNA, but Wu was still confused about it all, but it was now a fact that the animals where breeding. Then Wu leaves the Lab to return to the control room.





Then the camera returns to the tyrannosaur paddock with Tim trying to get Lex out of the drainage pipe.

"Why don't you come on out?"





She shakes her head no. He could see that she was badly frightened.





Tim


"Lex, If you come out, I’ll let you wear these night goggles."





She just shook her head.





Tim


"Look what I have. It's your ball, Lex I found it."





Lex


"So what?"





Tim


"It must be uncomfortable in there. Cold, too. Wouldn't you like to come out?"





She resumes banging her head on the pipe.





Tim


"Why not?"





Lex


"There's animals out there."





Tim


"The animals are gone."





Lex


"There's a big one. A Tyrannosaurus Rex."





Tim


"He's gone."





Lex


"Where did he go?"





Tim


"I don't know, but he's not around here now."





Tim


"I'm just going to sit here, and rest."





Lex


"Is daddy out there?"





Tim


"No. He's back at home, Lex."





Lex


"Is mommy?"





Tim


"No, Lex."





Lex


"Are there any grown-ups out there?"





Tim


"Not yet. But I'm sure they'll come soon. They're probably on their way right now."





Then he heard her moving inside the pipe, and then she came out. She began to look around in surprise.

"Ah, there he is. Yes, Ray, we're here. We're near the river, following the compys. It's quite interesting."





Arnold


"-eed your car-"





Gennaro


"What'd he say?"





Ellie


"Something about a car. I think he said he needs your car."





Harding


"Ray? Are you there? We can't read you very well. Ray?"





Arnold


"-where are-ou-"





Harding


"We're one mile north of the pachy paddock. Near the river, following some compys."





Arnold


"No-well-get back here-ow!"





Ellie


"Sounds like he's got a problem. Maybe we should go back."





Harding


"Ray's frequently got a problem. You know how engineers are. They want everything to go by the book. Ray? Say again, please..."





Arnold


"Muldoo-need your car-ow-"





Gennaro


"Is he saying Muldoon needs our car?"





Ellie


"That's what it sounds like."





Harding


"Well, that doesn't make any sense."





Arnold


"-other-stuck-Muldoon wants-car-"





Ellie


"I get it. The other cars are stuck on the road in the storm, and Muldoon wants to go get them."





Harding


"Why doesn't Muldoon take the other car? Ray? Tell Muldoon to take the other car. It's in the garage."

"I said, it's in the garage, Ray. The car is in the garage."

Then he turns back to the computer with a page of codes showing"

"What are you doing, Ray?"





Arnold


"Checking the code."





Wu


"By inspection? That'll take forever."





Arnold


"Tell me about it."





Then the camera goes to Muldoon and Gennaro going to the Tyrannosaur Paddock .As they start to get close to the Paddock Gennaro sees something at the bottom of the road."





Gennaro


"Hold it!"





Muldoon brakes to a stop. Gennaro immediately jumps out and runs forward in the headlights of the jeep to see what it was. It looked like a piece of clothing, but there was-


Then he stops. Even from six feet away he can tell what it is. 





Muldoon


"What is it?"





Gennaro


"It's a leg."





Muldoon then gets out of the car and looks at the leg.





Muldoon


"That shoe on the foot looks like what Ed Regis wore."





Gennaro


"You’re kidding me."





Muldoon


"No. Well can you make it the rest of the way?"





Gennaro


"Yes."





They get back into the Jeep and start up the hill to where the Rex paddock was. Then they see the first Explorer laying by the side of a tree and the other one on the road and laying on its side. They quickly look around finding footprints in the mud of an Adult and two children going into the jungle and the park beyond. They start to leave when they find Malcolm with a severally injured leg.

"Missing? Of course I know they're missing. I'm not senile. Look Donald, lets not get carried away. We had a little breakdown from the storm or whatever, and as a result we've suffered a regrettable accident. And that's all that's happened. We're dealing with it. Arnold and Kathy will get the computers cleaned up. Muldoon will pick up the kids, and I have no doubt he'll be back with them by the time we finish this ice cream. "I heard an animal."





Grant


"It won't bother us. Are you awake now? Come on."





After walking a few yards they come to a big fence.





Grant


"Can you climb it?"





Lex


"Sure. Easy. But I bet Timmy can't."





Tim


"You shut up!"





Lex


"Timmy's afraid of heights."





Tim


"I am not."





Lex


"Then come and get me."





Grant turns to Tim


"You okay with the fence, Tim?"





Tim


"Sure."





Grant


"Want some help?"





Lex


"Timmy's a fraidy-cat."





Tim


"No. I can make it."





Then everyone started climbing and is able to get over the fence safely and then over the moat and now they are walking in the Saurapod paddock. Somewhere in the distance they hear a Tyrannosaur roar.





Lex


"Is he in here?"





Grant


"No. We're in another section of park from him."





Then they come to a low concrete building.





Lex


"What's this place."





Grant


"It's safe."





Then entrance of the gate was large enough for a truck to enter. But the gate was padlocked shut. Lex slips sideways between the bars. 





Lex


"Come on you guys."





Tim then follows her.





Tim


"I think that you can fit in Dr. Grant."





Grant is able to easily get in as well. They open the doors to the shed and find themselves in a small maintenance building.





Lex


"I wonder if there’s anything to eat."





Grant


"Just hay."





Grant takes a bale and lays it out on the concrete floor, and everyone immediately goes to sleep.





The camera returns to the control room with Muldoon and Gennaro entering to a happy Arnold, Wu, and Kathy.





Arnold


"Got you, you little Son of a Bitch!"





Gennaro


"What is it?"





Arnold


"I’ve found the command to set the security and the perimeters to On."





Muldoon


"Good."





Arnold


"But it does something else. It also erases the code lines that refer to it. It destroys all evidence it was ever there. Pretty slick."





Muldoon goes to the window


"Look! Outside, the big quartz lights are coming on throughout the park. "





Arnold


"Oh, yeah!"





Gennaro


"Does this mean the electrified fences are back on?"





Arnold


"You bet your ass it does. It'll take a few seconds to get up to full power, because we've got fifty miles of fence out there and the generator has to charge the capacitors along the way. But in half a minute we'll be back in business."





Gennaro


"And the motion sensors?"





Arnold


"Yes, them, too. It'll be a few minutes while the computer counts. But everything's working. Half past nine, and we've got the whole bloody thing back up and running!"





The camera cuts back to Grant and the kids at the maintenance building.





Grant opens his eyes. Brilliant blue light was streaming into the building through the bars of the gate. 





Grant whispers to himself


"The power’s back on!"





He looks at his watch.





Grant whispers


"9:30 I've only slept for 30 minutes. I guess that just a little longer won't be bad."





He closes his eyes and the scene fades back to the control room.





Arnold


"Not bad. There's only three cutouts in the whole park. Much better than I thought."





Gennaro


"Cutouts?"





Arnold


"The fence automatically cuts out short-circuited sections. You can see a big one here, in sector twelve, near the main road."





Muldoon


"That's where the Rex knocked the fence down."





Arnold


"Exactly. And another one is here, in sector eleven. Near the sauropod maintenance building."





Gennaro


"Why would that sector be out?"





Arnold


"Who knows. Probably storm damage or a fallen tree. We can check it on the monitor in a while. The third one is over there by the Jungle River. Don't know why that should be out, either."





Gennaro points to the screen


"What's all this?"





Arnold


"The animals. The motion sensors are working again, and the computer's starting to identify the location of all the animals in the park. And anybody else, too."





Gennaro


"You mean Grant and the kids?"





Arnold


"Yes. We've reset our search number above four hundred. So, if they're out and they’re moving around, the motion sensors will pick them up as additional animals. But I don't see any additional animals yet."





Gennaro


"Why does it take so long?"





Arnold


"You have to realize, Mr. Gennaro, that there's a lot of extraneous movement out there. Branches blowing in the wind, birds flying around, all kinds of stuff. The computer has to eliminate all the background movements. It may take-ah. Okay. Counts finished."





Gennaro


"You don't see the kids?"





Arnold


"No, at the moment, there are no additionals on the map at all. Everything out there has been accounted for as a dinosaur. They're probably up in a tree, or somewhere else where we can't see them. I wouldn't worry yet. Several animals haven't shown up, like the big Rex. That's probably because it's sleeping somewhere and not moving. The people may be sleeping, too. We just don't know.





Muldoon shakes his head


"We better get on with it. We need to repair the fences, and get the animals back into their paddocks. According to that computer, we've got five to herd back to the proper paddocks. I'll take the maintenance crews out now."





Arnold


"You may want to see how Dr. Malcolm is doing. Tell Dr. Harding that Muldoon will need him in about an hour to supervise the herding. And I'll notify Mr. Hammond that we're starting our final cleanup."





Then the camera goes to Gennaro inside the elevator in the Lodge. He gets out of the elevator on the second floor as Ellie comes out of the Kitchen down a hallway carrying a pan of steaming water.





Ellie


"There's a kitchen at the other end. We're using that to boil water for the dressings."





Gennaro


"How is he?"





Ellie


"Surprisingly good."





Gennaro follows Ellie down to Malcolm's room, and was startled to hear the sound of laughter. The mathematician lay on his back in the bed, with Harding adjusting an IV line.





Malcolm


"So the other man says, I'll tell you frankly, I didn't like it, Bill. I went back to toilet paper!"





Harding was laughing





Malcolm


"It's not bad, is it? Ah, Mr. Gennaro. You've come to see me. Now you know what happens from trying to get a leg up on the situation."





Harding


"He's on fairly high doses of morphine."





Malcolm


"Not high enough, I can tell you. He's stingy with his drugs. Did they find the others yet?"





Gennaro


"No, not yet. But I'm glad to see you doing so well."





Malcolm


"How else should I be doing, with a compound fracture of the leg that is likely septic and beginning to smell rather ah, pungent? But I always say, if you can't keep a sense of humor..."





Gennaro smiles


"Do you remember what happened?"





Malcolm


"Of course I remember. Do you think you could be bitten by a Tyrannosaurus Rex and it would escape your mind? No indeed, I'll tell you, you'd remember it for the rest of your life. In my case, perhaps not a terribly long time. But, still-yes, I remember. I was running from the Explorers in the rain, and being chased down by the rex. It was my own fault, he was too close, but I was panicked. In any case, he picked me up in his jaws."





Gennaro


"How?"





Malcolm


"Torso."





He then lifts his shirt to let everyone see the teeth marks on his body.





Malcolm


"Lifted me up in his jaws, shook me bloody hard, and threw me down. And I was fine-terrified of course, but, still and all, fine-right up to the moment he threw me. I broke the leg in the fall. But the bite was not half bad. Considering."





Harding


"Most of the big carnivores don't have strong jaws. The real power is in the neck musculature. The jaws just hold on, while they use the neck to twist and rip. But with a small creature like Dr. Malcolm, the animal would just shake him, and then toss him."





Malcolm


"I'm afraid that's right. I thought wouldn’t have survived, except the big chap's heart wasn't in it. To tell you the truth, he struck me as a rather clumsy attacker of anything less than an automobile or a small apartment building."





Gennaro


"You think he attacked halfheartedly?"





Malcolm


"It pains me to say it, but I don't honestly feel I had his full attention. He had mine, of course. But, then, he weighs eight tons. I don't."





Gennaro turns to Harding


"They're going to repair the fences now. Arnold says Muldoon will need your help herding animals."





Harding


"Okay. I'll turn on the EMH program."





Harding then takes a small device out of his pocket and holds it in mid air. He presses a few buttons and surprisingly an almost bold man appears out of no where wearing a doctors coat.





EMH


"Please state the nature of the medical emergency."





Harding


"This man is injured. Dr. Sattler will explain the details to you. I must leave."





Gennaro


"Dr. Harding, where in the world did this program come from?"





Harding


"Oh, ah, Mr. Hammond had a lot of research teams create it. Don't ask me the details. All I know is that Mr. Hammond wanted an emergency doctor instead of a real person because of money."





Gennaro sighs


"That sounds like good old John."





Malcolm


"So as long as you leave me Dr. Sattler, and ample morphine. And so long as we do not have a Malcolm Effect here."





Gennaro


"What's a Malcolm Effect?"





Malcolm


"Modesty forbids me from telling you the details of a phenomenon named after me.





Malcolm sighs and closes his eyes. In a moment, he was sleeping. Ellie then walks out into the hallway with Gennaro.





Ellie


"Don't be fooled. It's a great strain on him. When will you have a helicopter here?"





Gennaro


"A helicopter?"





Ellie


"He needs surgery on that leg. Make sure they send for a helicopter, and get him off this island."





Then Gennaro nods and leaves.





Then the camera cuts back to the park where Muldoon and some workers are fixing the Tyrannosaur fences.





The workmen had turned on a portable generator and were bringing out cables and fence material from the maintenance vehicles. Muldoon saw one of the workmen coming out with a big power saw.





Muldoon


"No, no. Just the ropes, Carlos. We don't need to cut it."





Muldoon then turns back to the fence seeing the tree that had fallen on the fence. The workmen where trying to take the tree out of the fence.





Ramon, one of the workmen, came over.





Ramon


"Senor Muldoon, did you see the lights?"





Muldoon


"What lights?"





Ramon then points to the east, through the jungle. 





Ramon


"I saw it as we were coming out. It is there, very faint. You see it? It looks like the lights of a car, but it is not moving."





Muldoon


"We'll worry about it later. Right now let's just get that tree off the fence."





The camera goes to a Pachycephalosaur being put into a sling and being eased into a truck by Dr. Harding and some workmen, while Hammond shouts at them.





Hammond


"Careful! Careful!"





They lift the pachy up onto the truck.





Hammond


"Watch it! Easy, Please!"





Harding


"Mr. Hammond. Please."





Hammond


"Well, they should be careful-"





Harding


"They are being careful."





Then Harding takes the blood pressure of the animal with a turkey baster. It beeps 96.2 degrees.





Hammond


"How is she?"





Harding


"She's fine. She's only dropped a degree and a half." 





Hammond


"That's too much."





Harding snaps


"You don't want her waking up and jumping off the truck."





The Pachy then snorts and twitches.





Harding


"Alright everyone, get on board and lets get this girl back to her paddock."





The camera goes back to Muldoon at the Tyrannosaur paddock. At the scene the workmen were finishing putting the tree back in place. Muldoon then goes to the jeep with the radio and hales the control room.





Muldoon


"Control. This is Muldoon. We're ready to begin repair."





Arnold on radio


"All right. Shutting out your section now."





Muldoon glances at his watch and hears a hooting sound in the distance. He walks over to Carlos.





Muldoon


"Let's finish this up. I want to get to those other sections of fence before daylight comes."





Camera goes back to Harding and Hammond. At this scene Harding was just finishing putting a needle deep into the neck of the Pachy. Then immediately the animal begins to recover, snorting and kicking her powerful hind legs.





Harding


"Back everybody. Get back."





The pachy staggers to her feet, standing drunkenly. She shakes her head and stares at the people.





Hammond


"She's drooling."





Harding


"Temporary. It'll stop."





The Pachy then coughs and moves out into the field away from the lights.





Hammond


"Why isn't she hopping?"





Harding


"She will. It'll take her about an hour to recover fully. She's fine. Okay, boys, let's go deal with the stego."





The camera returns to the control room with Arnold, Gennaro, and Kathy.





Gennaro


"What's happening now?"





Arnold


"I'm trying to get the phones back. So we can call about Malcolm."





Gennaro


"No, I mean out there."





Arnold


"It looks as if they're about done with the animals, and the two sections. Just as I told you, the park is back in hand. With no catastrophic Malcolm Effect. In fact, there's just that third section of fence."





Muldoon on radio


"Arnold"





Arnold


"Yes?"





Muldoon


"Have you seen this bloody fence?"





Arnold


"Just a minute."





On the monitors everyone saw a high angle down on a field of grass, blowing in the wind. In the distance was a low concrete roof.





Arnold


"That's the sauropod maintenance building. It's one of the utility structures we use for equipment, feed, storage, and so on. We have them all around the park, in each of the paddocks. We're turning the camera now to get a look at the fence..."





Right then Harding and Hammond came into the control room. To see the three of them staring at the screen of the Sauropod fence that was pummeled to the ground, and beyond was Muldoon and his workmen.





Arnold


"Huh. Looks like the Rex went into the sauropod paddock."





Muldoon


"Fine dining tonight for the ol’ brute."





Arnold


"We'll have to get him out of there."





Muldoon


"With what? We haven't got anything to use on a Rex. I'll fix this fence, but I'm not going in there until daylight."





Arnold


"Hammond's not going to like it."





Muldoon


"We'll discuss it when I get back."





Hammond


"How many sauropods will the Rex kill?"





Harding


"Probably just one. Sauropods are big, the Rex can feed off a single kill for several days."





Just then Muldoon comes into the control room to a mad Hammond.





Hammond


"We have to go out and get him tonight!"





Muldoon


"I'm not going in there until daylight. But you can be my guest."





Hammond


"Are you forgetting you work for me?"





Muldoon


"No, Mr. Hammond, I'm not forgetting. But that's a full-grown adult tyrannosaur out there. How do you plan to get him?"





Hammond


"We have tranquilizer guns."





Muldoon


"We have tranquilizer guns that shoot a twenty-cc dart. Fine for an animal that weighs four or five hundred pounds. That tyrannosaur weighs eight tons. It wouldn't even feel it."





Hammond


"You ordered a large weapon..."





Muldoon


"I ordered three larger weapons, Mr. Hammond, but you cut the requisition, so we got only one. And it's gone. Nedry took it when he left."





Hammond


"That was pretty stupid. Who let that happen?"





Muldoon


"Nedry's not my problem, Mr. Hammond."





Hammond


"You're saying that, as of this moment, there is no way to stop the tyrannosaur?"





Muldoon


"That's exactly what I'm saying."





Hammond


"Balls! That's ridiculous."





Muldoon


"It's your park, Mr. Hammond. You didn't want anybody to be able to injure your precious dinosaurs. Well, now you've got a Rex in with the sauropods, and there's not one thing we can do about it."





At this Muldoon gets up and leaves the room.





Hammond gets up


"Just a minute."





Hammond then leaves the room going after Muldoon.





Harding


"I have to get back to Ellie and Malcolm now. See you later."





And then Harding leaves as well.





Gennaro


"I guess you don't have control of the park yet, after all."





Wu looks up from one of the terminals.





Wu


"Don't kid yourself. We have the park. It'll be dawn in an hour. We may lose a couple of dinos before we get the Rex out of there, but, believe me, we have the park."





The camera fades to the words DAWN. And the camera goes to Grant and the kids at the maintaince shed. At the beginning of the scene Grant awakens and yawns. Then he stretches. He then looks at his watch and it says 5:00 A.M. 





Grant whispers


"I've still got six hours before the boat has to be recalled."





Right then from around the corner he hears Lex giggling. He walks over to a box mounted on the wall. He opens the box up and sees a telephone. He picks up the receiver but all he hears is hissing static.





Grant whispers


"The phone lines must still be down."





Lex


"Chew your food. Don't be a piggy, Ralph."





Grant walks around the corner to see Lex feeding hay to a baby triceratops.





Lex


"That's better. There's plenty of hay, don't worry. You like hay don't you Ralph?"





Lex turns to see Dr. Grant.





Lex


"This is Ralph. You look pretty bad."





Grant


"I feel pretty bad."





Lex


"Tim too. His nose is all swollen up."





Grant


"Where is Tim?"





Lex


"Peeing. You want to help me feed Ralph?"





The baby triceratops looks at Grant. Hay was sticking out of both sides of its mouth.





Lex


"He's a very messy eater. And he's very hungry."





The baby opens his mouth for more hay.





Lex


"Okay, just a minute. Honestly, Ralph, you'd think your mother never fed you."





Grant


"Why is his name Ralph?"





Lex


"Because he looks like Ralph. A chubby kid at school."





Grant comes closer and starts petting the baby.





Lex


"He likes it when you pet him. He's pretty tame. Maybe I can ride him."





Grant


"Let's not."





Lex


"I bet he'd let me. It'd be fun to ride a dinosaur."





Right then a bigger triceratops comes up to the building and starts to take Ralph away.





Lex


"Is that his mom?"





Grant


"Looks like it."





Lex


"Should we feed the mom, too?"





Grant


"I don't think so, Lex."





Both of the triceratops left the building.





Lex


"Good-bye, Ralph."





Right then Tim came up to the others watching the departing animals.





Grant


"Tell you what. I'm going up on the hill to set off the motion sensors, so they'll know to come get us. You two stay here and wait for me."





Lex


"No."





Grant


"Why? Stay here. It's safe here."





Lex


"You're not leaving us. Right, Timmy?"





Tim


"Right."





Grant


"Okay."





They all crawl through the bars and start walking through the paddock. As they walked they saw some dinosaurs running toward them. These dinosaurs were on two legs and jumped instead of ran.





Grant


"Tim, What are they?"





Tim


"Galla- a Galla ah- Gallimimus."





Lex


"Are they meateating, uh, Meatasaurus?"





The Gallimimus kept running when they changed course and startrf running toward them.





Grant


"Look at that. They can change course just like a flock of birds invading a predator."





Tim


"Ah, they are ah, flocking this way!"





Right then they start running away from the Gallimimus herd. As they run across an open field, the dinosaurs were catching up. The three humans jumped down behind a log, the Gallimimus herd, jumping over the log and running away. Grant, Lex, and Tim get up and jump onto the other side of the log and watch as the Rex runs out from the jungle and roars. It brings its mouth down and eats one of them and Grant and the kids start off in the other direction. 





The camera returns to the control room with Arnold, Wu, Kathy, and some of the workmen doing some of the finishing touches on the room.





Arnold


"Oh God. I just can't find it."





Wu


"Find what?"





Arnold


"The phones are still out. I can't get them back on. I think Nedry did something to the phones."





Wu then picks up one of the phones but hears only hissing static.





Wu


"Sounds like a modem."





Arnold


"But it's not. Because I went down into the basement and shut off all the modems. What you're hearing is just white noise that sounds like a modem transmitting."





Wu


"So the phone lines are jammed?"





Arnold


"Basically, yes. Nedry jammed them very well. He's inserted some kind of a lockout into the program code, and now I can't find it, because I gave that restore command which erased part of the program listings. But apparently the command to shut off the phones is still resident in the computer memory."





Wu shrugs


"So? Why don't we just reset: shut the system down and you'll clear memory."





Arnold


"We've never done it before. And I'm reluctant to do it. Maybe all the systems will come back on start-up--but maybe they won't. I'm not a computer expert, and neither are the two of you. Not really. And without an open line, we can't talk to anybody who is."





Wu


"If the command is RAM-resident, it won't show up, in the code. You can do a RAM dump and search that, but you don't know what you're searching for. I think all you can do is reset."





Right then Gennaro storms into the control room.





Gennaro


"We still don't have any telephones."





Wu


"We're working on it."





Gennaro


"You've been working on it since midnight. And Malcolm is worse. He needs medical attention."





Wu


"It means we'll have to shut down. We can't be sure everything will come back on."





Gennaro


"Look. There's a sick man over in that lodge. He needs a doctor or he'll die. You can't call for a doctor unless you have a phone. Some people have probably died already, maybe more. Now, shut down and get the phones working!"





The three of them hesitate





Gennaro


"Well?"





Wu


"Well it's just... the safty systems don't allow the computer to be shut down and-"





Gennaro


"Then turn the Godamn safty systems off! Can't you get it through your head that he's going to die unless he gets help?"





Arnold


"Okay."





Arnold gets up and goes to the power box where he opens it with a key and flips down three switches. Then he looks back at the other three people.





Arnold


"Hold on to your butts."





He flips the other switch and immediately the lights go out. He looks at his watch and flips the switch back up. But nothing happens. He trys again. Nothing. 





Gennaro


"What's wrong?"





Arnold


"Oh Shit."





He then flips that switch back off and then flips the three safty switches back on and then flips the other one back on. Right then all of the lights in the building come back on. And the computers start back up.





Arnold


"Think you, God."





He goes to the main computer screen to see the system startup menu. Gennaro then reaches for the phone, but it was dead.





Gennaro


"What's this?"





Arnold


"Give me a second. After a reset, all the system modules have to be brought on line manually."





Gennaro


"Why manually?"





Arnold


"Will you just let me work?"





Wu


"The system is not intended to ever shut down. So, if it does, it assumes that there is a problem somewhere. It requires you to start up everything manually. Otherwise, if there were a short somewhere, the system would start up, short out, start up again, short out again, in an endless cycle."





Arnold


"Okay we're going."





Gennaro picks up the phone and starts dialing, when he looks at the monitor that Arnold, Wu, and Kathy where now staring at. Looking at the image he sees the adult Tyrannosaur eating one of the Gallimimus.





Gennaro


"Looks like the Rex has been feed this morning."





Arnold


"Yes it does. You better get Muldoon to go out there and see how bad it is."





Gennaro


"I'll get him."





And then he leaves the room. After he leaves the intercom clicks as the voice of John Hammond clicks on:





Hammond


"Dr. Wu, Kathy, please report to the Genetics lab."





Wu sighs


"Ray, would you start a search for Nedry's jeep? I would say that Muldoon wants him found."





Arnold


"Sure, I'll search for him."





Wu


"Okay then, let's go Kathy."





Kathy


"Coming sir."





And they were gone leaving Arnold alone in the control room to find Nedry. He then starts looking at all of the video images.





Arnold


"Maybe I can find Grant and the kids too while I’m looking for Nedry."





Just as he said that, the intercom clicks with Hammond’s voice.





Hammond


"Arnold please come to the genetics lab now, please."





Arnold sighs and gets up and leaves the control room.





Then the camera returns to Grant and the kids at the sauropod maintaince building.





Grant


"I know that I saw a raft in here somewhere."





Lex


"Why are you looking for a raft?"





Grant


"Because we might be able to take the river out of here and back to the lodge. It would be safer then staying here with the Tyrannosaur."





Tim


"Hey look at this."





Tim hands him a metal box. On opening it Grant finds an air pistol. He then takes it and puts it in his pocket.





Grant


"I think that the boats are at the dock of the lagoon. Let's go see."





They go behind the building and see the Tyrannosaur asleep right next to the dock snoring away. At this Grant freezes.





Lex


"What’s going on?"





Grant puts his finger to his lips to tell her to be quiet. Then the three of them sneak out onto the dock. Grant lightly puts one of the rafts in the water and the three of them get inside as Grant starts rowing one of the ores. Right as they get close to the middle of the lagoon, Lex sneezes very loudly. At this the Tyrannosaur awakens and gets up and roars at them. The Rex jumps into the water and starts swimming right toward them. Grant starts rowing faster looking back every few seconds to the see the Rex going deeper into the water. Then as the Rex made it to the middle he was almost under except for the top of his head with the eyes looking evilly at the three of them. As Grant keeps rowing they start getting closer to the river.





Lex screams


"Hurry Dr. Grant! Go faster!"





Right then the Rex's head goes under the water. Grant then realizes at once that the rex is swimming under the water toward them!





Grant


"All hands brace for impact!"





Right then the Rex burst up just barely missing them. Grant pulls out the air pistol and shoots it at the Rex but it barely fells it. The Rex roars at the three of them. Right then the Rex and the three people hear an answering roar on the shore. Everyone and the Rex look back at the dock to see the Juvenile Rex feeding off of the Gallimimus remains. The Adult Rex roars a defending roar and starts back toward the shore.





Lex cheers


"Yeah! He's gone! Yeah!"





Grant sighs


"Alright then, lets get back to the lodge."





Right then the camera goes to Muldoon and Gennaro inside a Jeep looking out into the plains of the Sauropod Paddock.





Muldoon


"No doubt about it. Rexy's been among the Gallimimus. "





Muldoon takes another drink from his whiskey bottle and then he caps it and sets it between the seats.





Gennaro


"What are we waiting for?"





Muldoon


"The Rex is out there somewhere. And we don't have any weapons worth a hoot."





Gennaro


"We're in a Jeep."





Muldoon


"Oh, he can outrun the Jeep, Mr. Gennaro. Once we leave this road and go onto open terrain, the best we can do in a four-wheel drive is thirty, forty miles an hour. He'll run us right down. No problem for him. But I don't see much moving out there now. You ready to live dangerously?"





Gennaro


"Sure."





Muldoon starts the engine and at that moment two of the Othys jump up out of the grass and hop away. Muldoon drives very slowly out into the terrain. Both men then get out of the car and go toward the body.





Muldoon


"Looks like a young Gallimimus."





Muldoon picks up the radio.





Muldoon


"Control."





Arnold


"Yes?"





Muldoon


"We got another Galli dead. Specimen is number GS/09."





Arnold


"I've got something for you."





Muldoon

Muldoon


"Wu says fifteen embryos. Know what that's worth?"





Gennaro shakes his head.





Muldoon


"Somewhere between two and ten million at least. Big stakes."





As they come closer to the jeep on the camera we can see Nedry's body turned all green. But right then the green compys skater from the body in shock of seeing the car coming.





Muldoon


"Compys. The Compys found him."





Right then Muldoon and Gennaro both get out of the jeep and go to the other one. Muldoon Immediately opens the door to the other Jeep and gets the Rocket Launcher out and puts it in the other Jeep.





Gennaro


"Hay Muldoon, do you smell that?"





Muldoon


"Smell what?"





Gennaro


“That smell on his body. It smells like dried vomit."





Muldoon goes back over to the body and smells it and he rolls his eyes as he smells it.





Muldoon


Well, The Compys didn't get to him first after all."





Gennaro


"What do you mean?"





Muldoon


"That’s the smell of Dilophosaur vomit. I guess there is justice in the world after all. Well there isn't much more that we can do here. So lets go visit Rexy and give him a dose."





Gennaro


"Are you sure that you should be driving?"





Muldoon


"What do you bloody mean? I am perfectly fine."





Gennaro


"Okay. Just don't drive to fast."





Muldoon


"Okay."





They get back into the Jeep and start back to the Sauropod paddock. Once again they go through a few mud puddles and fast around a few curves with Gennaro cursing at him the whole way. Then they pull into the Paddock to find the Rex going down the paddock, following the river.





Muldoon


"Alright Gennaro, It's show time."





The camera goes back to Grant and the Kids going down the river on the raft. They find the Aviary dome.





Grant


Maybe there’s a phone in there.





They decide to beach the boat and get out to see if the Aviary has a telephone.





Then the camera cuts back to the control room.





Wu


"I just don't understand."





Wu was speaking through the telephone to Malcolm at the lodge.





Wu


"I don't see Grant and the kids anywhere."





Malcolm


"But you're having trouble with the motion sensors?"





Wu


"Well we're not finding what we're looking for."





Malcolm


"You mean Grant and the kids?"





Wu


"No."





Malcolm


"I think it's quite simple. The motion sensors cover an inadequate area."





Wu


"Inadequate? They cover ninety-two-"





Malcolm


"Ninety-two percent of the land area, I remember. But if you put the remaining areas up on the board, I think you'll find that the eight percent is topologically unified, meaning that those areas are contiguous. In essence, an animal can move freely anywhere in the park and escape detection, by following a maintaince road or the Jungle River or the beaches or whatever."





Wu


"Even if that were so, the animals are too stupid to know that."





Malcolm


"It's not clear how stupid the animals are."





Wu


"You think that's what Grant and the kids are doing?"





Malcolm


"Definitely not. Grant's no fool. He clearly wants to be detected by you. He and the kids are probably waving at every motion sensor in sight. But maybe they have other problems we don't know about. Or maybe they're on the river."





Wu


"I can't imagine they'd be on the river. The banks are very narrow. It's impossible to walk along there."





Malcolm


"Would the river bring them all of the way back here?"





Wu


"Yes, but it's not the safest way to go, because it passes through the aviary."





Malcolm


"Why wasn't the aviary on the tour?"





Wu


"We've had problems setting it up. Originally the park was intended to have a treetop lodge built high above the ground, where visitors could observe the pterodactyls at flight level. We've got four dactyls in the aviary now."





Malcolm


"What about them?"





Wu


"Well, while we finished the lodge, we put the dactyls in the aviary to acclimate them. But that was a big mistake. It turns out our fish-hunters are territorial."





Malcolm


"Territorial?"





Wu


"Fiercely territorial. Just like the Pachys. They fight among themselves for territory-and they'll attack any other animal that comes into the area they've marked out."





Malcolm


"Attack?"





Wu


"It's impressive. The dactyls glide to the top of the aviary, fold up their wings, and dive. A thirty-pound animal will strike a man on the ground like a ton of bricks. They were knocking the workmen unconscious, cutting them up pretty badly."





Malcolm


"That doesn't injure the dactyls?"





Wu


"Not so far."





Malcolm


"So, if those kids are in the aviary..."





Wu


"They're not. At least, I hope they're not."





Then the camera goes back to Grant and the kids at the aviary. At this time they are walking up to the door and they see a sign that says Pteratops Lodge.





Grant


"I guess they didn't finish it, for some reason. Come on, let's go back to the boat."





They start back for the boat when Lex sees bird droppings.





Lex


Ugh. It stinks here. What is that stuff?"





Grant


"Looks like reptile droppings. Probably from the birds."





They start walking again when something comes swooshing toward them just barely missing them. As the three of them look up they see that it was a pterodactyl!





Lex


"Yow! Is it a pterodactyl?"





Tim


"Yes it is. How come they're not on the tour?"





Grant


"Who knows."





Right then Grant and the kids see that there are four dactyls in the sky.





Lex


"Can they hurt us?"





Grant


"I don't think so. They only eat fish."





Then they keep walking toward the boat when Grant hears Lex shriek





Lex


"Ow! He bit me!"





Grant


"He what?"





Lex


"He bit me! He bit me!"





Then she takes her hands away from her head to show the other two the blood on her hands.





Grant


"Let's get out of here!"





They start running toward the boat. Faster and faster with every few seconds a dactyl swooping down to try to attack the three of them with no success. Finally they reach the boat and get inside as fast as they can and start pushing off and as they get away they all start cheering but that sound is cut off seconds later as they come around the bend of the river to see two dilophosauruses standing in the opposite direction of the river!





Grant


"Kids get down!"





They get down low in the raft and Grant starts going down the river very slowly just barely making it past them when the dilophosauruses turn and start honking in frustration and try to spit at them but the spit doesn't make it to them in time to stop them. Grant sighs and sits back as the raft continues down the Jungle River.





The camera goes to Muldoon and Gennaro siting in the jeep watching the tyrannosaur waiting for the right moment to strike. Muldoon then starts the car and they go out into the paddock. A second later Muldoon stops the car and turns to Gennaro.





Muldoon


"Alright when I get out you get behind the wheel and turn the car around facing the other direction. Then you wait for me to shoot the Rex. After I do I’ll get back into the car and we’ll get out of here. Any questions?"





Gennaro


"Yes, how fast does the tranq take effect?"





Muldoon


"Within two or three minutes. Very fast stuff."





Gennaro


"Ok. I'm ready."





Muldoon


"Good. Wish me luck."





Muldoon gets out of the car and Gennaro slides into the driver’s seat. Muldoon then shots the Rex right in the butt. At this the Rex turns around and roars at Muldoon and starts charging him. Muldoon runs for the jeep and jumps into it. Gennaro speeds off with the Rex trailing behind them. They get onto the main road and start going faster and faster and faster, when finally the Rex slows and then stops. Then the Rex falls to the ground, out cold. Muldoon cheers and Gennaro sighs in relief, as they start back to the visitor center.





The camera then cuts back to Grant and the kids on the Jungle River. It has been a few minutes sense they got past the dilophosauruses. As they go down the river Grant sees something with a red strip on it. Grant then realizes that it’s a jeep. Grant starts stopping the raft.

"Kids help me stop this raft."





Tim


"Okay."





They then get the raft stopped and get right out of the raft, and start running toward the jeep. Then Grant stops. He sees the remains of Nedry's body lying right there.





Lex


"Isn't that the computer guy?"





Grant


"Yes it was. Alright kids get in the jeep and watch your step."





They all then get inside the jeep and start down the road going back to the visitor center.





Camera then returns to the control room with Muldoon and Gennaro coming back inside.





Muldoon


"Okay. The Rex is down."





Hammond


"Good job."





Wu


"You’re going to have to go back out there and get him back into his paddock."





Muldoon


"Oh, we will."





Wu turns to Gennaro to take a piece of triumph


"I'd point out to you, that the park is now completely back to normal. Whatever Malcolm's mathematical model said was going to happen. We are completely under control again."





Gennaro points to the screen behind Wu


"What's that?"





Wu turns to see the words AUX PWR LOW. Wu frowns at the screen.





Wu


"Hey, Ray come take a look at this."





Arnold looks at the screen


"Why are you running on auxiliary power?"





Wu


"I'm not."





Arnold


"Print out the system status check."





Wu presses a button and the printer comes to life. Arnold then goes over to the printer to look at it. Right then the screen changes to AUX PWR FAIL. Then all of the lights go out in the building. Muldoon goes over to the window to let some light into the room. Then Muldoon, Wu, Hammond, Kathy, Gennaro, Maria, and Arnold start looking at the printout.





Muldoon


"Looks like we've been running on Auxiliary power sense shut down."





Arnold


"That’s not a good thing."





Gennaro


"Why is that?"





Arnold


"Because when you are on Aux power you are going without the fences on line."





Muldoon


"Wait a second. Are you telling me that the fences have been off line since five this morning?"





Arnold


"That's right."





Muldoon


"Even the raptor fences?"





Arnold


"I'm afraid so."





Right then they all hear a person outside scream. Muldoon starts handing out radios to everyone.





Muldoon


"Wu, go to the maintaince building and turn on main power. Mr. Arnold, stay here in the control room. You’re the only one that knows how to work the computers. Mr. Hammond, take Kathy and Maria and go to the lodge. Don't argue with me, just do it. Donald. Want to live dangerously again?"





Gennaro


"Sure."





Muldoon


"Okay, that's everyone. Let's go."





Hammond


"But what are you going to do to my animals?"





Muldoon


"Mr. Hammond, that's not really the question here. The question is what are they going to do to us?"





Muldoon and Gennaro start down the hallway and stop to get the rocket launcher.





Muldoon


"We only have five shells left and there are eight raptors in that pin. We have to get this done quick."





They go outside to find the workmen and the genetic scientists being chased by the raptors and Wu with his back to the maintaince building trying to ward of three raptors with a stick. 





Gennaro


"This could be a disaster."





Muldoon


"I know. Load."





Gennaro then puts the shell in and Muldoon pulls the trigger but hears only a sizzle.





Muldoon


"Bloody Hell, you've got it in backwards!"





Gennaro then reloads the shell in.





Muldoon shoots the launcher at one of the raptors going after Wu, hitting the raptor destroying it right there. Then the other two raptors go right after Muldoon and Gennaro, allowing Wu to get into the maintaince building.





Muldoon


"That's one. Seven left to go. Let's get out of here."





They both start running in opposite directions, Gennaro running into the forest and Muldoon running up to one of the Quartz light poles. He then immediately climbs up the pole and just in time to get out of the way before a raptor almost bit into his leg. Then Muldoon looks down and sees two raptors stalking him and trying to find a way up but can't. Muldoon gets an idea and ties the rocket launcher around his waist and then positions himself right over one of the two raptors. He takes a deep breath and jumps down landing on top of one of the raptors. Right then the raptor goes nuts bucking Muldoon up and down while he holds on by the raptors neck. He slowly unties the launcher from his waist and positions the gun right on the neck of the animal. The raptor is still going crazy but then Muldoon squeezes the trigger and the raptor explodes with Muldoon flying through the air and landing with blood flying on him as well. He then immediately gets up, runs around the back of the building where Muldoon is just barely able to squeeze into one of the drainage pipes before one of the raptors dodge at him to miss where that became a mistake for the raptor because right when the raptor falls to the ground Muldoon shoots him right in the eye.








Camera goes to Dr. Wu opening the maintaince building door to find himself in darkness. He kicks off his shoe and sticks in the door to let a little light in. He then starts down the walkway when the light disappears. Wu turns around to see the body of a raptor going downward to sniff the shoe. Wu starts panicking and moves down the walkway to the stairwell. He runs down the stairs and turns back to see that the raptor is becoming frustrated trying to get down the stairs.





Wu smiles


"Too bad buddy."





Wu turns around and starts walking toward the gate to enter the generator room when he stops to hear a clang on the ground. Wu turns to see the raptor had jumped! Wu starts turning in a circle to find a weapon, but a moment later Wu found himself falling to the ground being pressed down by something heavy. Wu looks up to see the raptor on top of him hissing and Henry Wu screams.





Camera returns to the control room with Mr. Ray Arnold. He was now passing around the room pointing his finger in mid air trying to decide what to do when the system came back on.

"Arnold!"





Arnold grabs the radio


"I'm here."





It was Muldoon.





Muldoon


"Got any bloody power yet?"





Arnold


"No."





Muldoon


"Wu got into the maintaince building, but after that I don't know what happened. Does he have a radio?"





Arnold


"I don't think so. Did you get any of the raptors?"





Muldoon


"Three. I know that at least two. But, I shot a third one in the eye, so it is dead or dying."





Arnold


"Where are you?"





Muldoon


"I'm stuffed in a bloody pipe. And I am very popular at the moment."





Arnold


"Where's Gennaro?"





Muldoon


"Don't know. He went out into the jungle a few minutes ago. After that I don't know."





Then someone cut in on the radio.





Gennaro


"I'm here."





Muldoon


"Where are you?"





Gennaro


"I'm in the jungle. I'm going to go to the maintaince building and help Wu. Wish me luck."





Camera then goes to Gennaro. Now here it shows Gennaro walking for a minute in the jungle when he finds the building and goes inside. He then immediately trips over a man's shoe. Gennaro frowns at the shoe and props the door wide open and continues on through the building. He stops just as something drops on his shoulder. He touches it. It fells sticky. He smells it. Blood. He looks up and sees a raptor perched on the pipes. He shrieks and starts running, when the raptor jumps down on his back. Gennaro heaves up and the raptor falls on the ground. Immediately Gennaro turns around to see that the raptor was injured and he starts looking for a weapon. But when he turns back the raptor was gone. He starts to turn in circles and slinging his hands around to defend himself, but he feels a sharp pain in his arm and he realizes that it’s the raptors teeth biting into his arm! Then he is yanked to the ground and Donald Gennaro screams.





Camera goes to Muldoon in the pipe.





Muldoon


"Anything? You getting anything?"





Arnold


"No word."





Muldoon


"Well, that settles it. "





Arnold


"What would you like to do?"





Muldoon


"What I would like is to get everybody to the lodge and regroup. But I don't see how."





Arnold


"There's a Jeep in front of the visitor center. If I drove over to you, could you get yourself into it?"





Muldoon


"Maybe. But you'd be abandoning the control room."





Arnold


"I can't do much here anyway. A control room without electricity is not much of a control room."





Muldoon


"All right. Let's try. This isn't looking good."





Arnold


"The raptors are going to follow us over there."





Muldoon


"We're still better off. Let's do it."





The camera cuts to Arnold going very quickly outside to the Jeep, getting in it, and going to the back of the building where Muldoon was, and then Muldoon gets in and they speed off with two raptors following them over to the lodge. With the big fence around the building the raptors couldn't get over. Then Arnold helps Muldoon into the lodge where they go to Malcolm's room and Ellie and Harding immediately start checking his leg to see if there were injures.

"Okay, looks like you just have a sprained ankle is all."





Malcolm


"It could be worse. You could have been picked up by the Rex and almost killed."





Muldoon smiles


"You're right there."





Right then from the roof they hear a raptor scream. Then Maria looks up and screams when she sees the two raptors on the roof biting through the bars in the skylight.





Hammond


"How did they get up there?"





Muldoon


"We must have planted a tree too close to the fence. They’ll be through there in about twenty minutes."





Harding runs out of the room and immediately comes back in with the rocket launcher. He hands it to Muldoon.





Harding


"Shoot the Mother Fuckers!"





Hammond gets up from his chair and walks over.





Hammond


"Don't even think about shooting my babies!"





Muldoon


"John, Your babies killed the geneticists, the workmen, and possibly Dr. Wu and Mr. Gennaro They deserve to die."





Hammond


"We can catch them and rebuild the park!"





Arnold


"John, you're nuts! If we can kill these sons of Bitches, let's do it! Those things will get through those bars and kill us too!"





Muldoon hesitates. Arnold sighs and walks over to Muldoon and rips the gun out of his hand.





Hammond


"You kill them and I'll fire you!"





Arnold


"Better then being dead!"





Arnold trys to fire it but instead of it firing, it sizzles. Arnold looks over at Muldoon.





Muldoon


"Gennaro has the shells."





Arnold looks shocked with eyes wide


"Then we may die because of that."





Camera then goes to the front of the Visitor Center with Grant and the kids pulling up in the other jeep. Immediately they all jump out and go into the building only to find the guard’s desk with the dead body of the guard and a radio. Grant then picks up the radio and starts trying all of the channels.





Grant


"Hello. This is Grant. Can anyone here me?"





Then the radio comes to life.





Ellie


"Alan? Alan is that you?"





Grant


"Yes it's me."





Ellie


"Where are you?"





Grant


"I'm at the visitor center and the kids are with me. Where are you?"





Ellie


"I'm over at the lodge. Everyone is over here."





Grant


"Everyone. Muldoon, everybody?"





Ellie


"Well, we have lost several people but yes everyone. Alan, listen the raptors are loose and all over the place. There are two of them over here. And Muldoon killed two and injured another one. So there are four over there where you are and we need you to go out to the Maintaince Building and turn on the main power. Mr. Arnold will instruct you through there. But ah, hold on a minute."





Muldoon


"What are we going to do? We have to get him to that building."





Malcolm


"Make a distraction."





Muldoon


"What do you mean?"





Malcolm


"Go to the fence...And stick you hand out."





Muldoon


"Oh, bloody hell."





Arnold


"No. Wait, Muldoon. He has a point. Send someone out there to make a lot of noise and attract the raptors over here."





Muldoon


"Well that might work. But who’s going to do it? I can't because of my leg."





Arnold


"Then I'll do it."





Hammond


"No. You’re the only one who can instruct Grant through the start up."





EMH


"I'll do it. I'm a hologram. If there becomes a problem and the raptors get over the fence they can't kill me."





Muldoon


"No, they couldn't kill you. But if their claws scrape or their teeth bite your mobile emitter, your program will be lost. And there is no replacement the program. Plus there is no permanent doctor on the island."





Harding


"Then I'll do it."





Ellie


"No. The EMH needs your help. I'll do it."





Muldoon


"I don't think so. You would have raptors all around you."





Ellie


"Listen. Just watch my back. And don't tell Alan. It'll make him nervous."





Muldoon


"Well I may need some help watching out for you. Anyone want to speak up?"





Maria


"I'll help."





Muldoon


"Thank you, Hun. Okay let's get this over with. Arnold, just take Grant through the startup step by step. And put him on channel two. It's a better one."





Arnold


"Okay."





Arnold picks up the radio.





Arnold


"Dr. Grant. This is Ray Arnold. Do you read me? Over."





Grant


"I read you."





Arnold


"Okay. First take the kids to the cafeteria and leave them there. Then go outside to the maintaince building. Turn off the radio while your out there so it want make any noise. When you get to the maintaince building call me."





Grant


"Okay."





Grant then takes the kids to the cafeteria and drops them off to find something to eat, and he then starts out to the maintaince building. 





Camera returns to the lodge with Ellie stepping outside into the fog. Muldoon calls to her.





Muldoon


"Okay. Don't worry. Maria and I are right here watching your back. And at the slightest little bit of a hint that your in trouble we will get you back in here."





Ellie


"Okay."





Ellie then goes out to the fence and starts calling, “Hey.”





Muldoon


"I don't think that's going to work."





He goes to one of the closets and gets a metal rod from the construction and starts banging it like a dinner gong.





Muldoon


"Come and get it. Dinners served."





Ellie


"Very amusing."





Muldoon


"Well at least they’re starting to come."





Ellie turns back around to see two raptors coming out through the fog.





Ellie


"How smart are these things?"





Muldoon


"At least as intelligent as chimps."





Ellie starts opening and shutting the door to the fence.





Muldoon in a drunk voice


"Bloody Hell girl, don't do that!"





Ellie


"Don't call me girl!"





Muldoon


"I'll call you anything I want!"





Ellie sighs


"Your drunk!"





Muldoon


"I am nothing of the sort."





Right then the raptors hit the fence very hard. Screaming all the way, almost giving Ellie a heart attack.





Muldoon


"Good job. Now all you got to do is keep them interested."





Camera returns to Malcolm's room with Arnold trying to look at the map on Malcolm’s bed. Harding was looking out the window at Ellie keeping the animals distracted.





Harding


"They were only able to get two raptors to the lodge. There are still two over there. It's not going to be very safe for Grant."





Arnold


"I know but we've got to try."





Camera returns to Grant entering the maintaince building and tripping over a man’s shoe. 





Grant


"Dr. Wu! Mr. Gennaro! Okay Arnold I'm in."





Arnold


"Okay, now as you are going down the steps you will come to a large bumper cable do you see it?"





Grant


"Yes."





Arnold


"Okay go left there."





Malcolm


"Tell him to follow the piping."





Arnold


"I understand how to read a schematic."





Grant


"Ah, man. Dead end."





Arnold


"Okay. There should have been a right turn somewhere around-"





Malcolm grabs the radio from Arnold.





Malcolm


"Look above you. There should be a series of lines and a pipes aligning the roof. Follow that."





Grant


"Okay. Following the piping."





Malcolm


"After you follow that for a few minutes there should be a fencing with a door. Do you see it?"





Grant


"Yes. I see it."





Malcolm


"Go inside and wait for Arnold's instructions."





Grant goes inside the fence.





Arnold


"Now Alan, you've got to pump the primary handle to get the change. It's large, flat, and gray."





Grant


"Okay pumping now. One...Two...Three...Four. Okay. Charged."





Arnold


"Now under the words contact position there's a round green button that says push to close."





Grant


"Push to close, push to close."





Arnold


"Push it."





Then Grant pushes the button and a lighted fixtured area lights up with green buttons and red buttons on the sides.








Arnold


"Now, the red buttons turn on the individual park systems. Switch them on."





He then switches them on one by one until finally the last one is on and the lights in the building come back on.

"Mr. Arnold I think we're back in business!"





Arnold


"Good job. Now -out -there and back to the - room where I'll - you threw the -up."





Then the communication was lost.





Grant


"Mr. Arnold? Mr. Arnold? Shit! It's dead."





Then Grant hears someone screaming in the distance. It sounded like Gennaro.

"Where are you?"





Gennaro


"I'm right here."





Grant turns to see Donald Gennaro step out of the shadows. Grant sighs.





Grant


"Have you been watching me the whole time?"





Gennaro


"Not really."





Grant


"Have you been able to find Wu?"





Gennaro


"He's dead. A raptor must have got him. I was attacked, but got away."





Grant


"Well let's get out of here and back to the control room."





Camera then goes to Muldoon and Maria looking out to see Ellie trying to keep the two raptors interested. Right then Harding comes into the hallway.





Harding


"Maria?"





Maria


"Yes?"





Harding


"Is Ellie still out there?"





Maria frowns


"Yes."





Harding


"Better get her back inside. The raptors left the skylight."





Maria eyes wide


"How long ago?"





Harding


"About two minutes."





Then Maria goes to the door, pushes Muldoon out of the way, and throws it wide open.





Maria


"Dr. Sattler! Get inside now!"





Ellie


"What are you talking about? Everything’s perfectly fine."





Maria


"Inside now!"





Muldoon


"Ah, Maria if you don't mind-"





Right then Muldoon stopped as he saw Maria being yanked out of the building onto the ground were a raptor immediately jumped on top of her and started eating her as she screamed. Then Ellie screams and starts running around the building where she then starts climbing a tree to the roof where she goes to the door at the roof and starts pounding on it for someone to open it. But then the two raptors jump on the roof and start toward her. She immediately starts running toward the edge and jumps off. Falling down into the cold water of a swimming pool. She immediately looks up to see the raptors looking down in frustration. But then the raptors turn as Ellie hears someone open the door to the roof and start calling her.





Harding


"Sattler! Dr. Sattler are you up here? Sattler!"





Ellie then realizes that it was Dr. Harding. She gets out of the pool and runs for the front door.





Harding


"Sattler! Are you up here?"





Right then a raptor hand comes through the doorway and scrapes Harding's chest. He immediately closes the door and sinks back and coughs.





Camera returns to the cafeteria with Lex and Tim eating food. Then while they’re eating Lex stops and stares strait forward. Tim then looks where Lex is looking and sees the shadow of a velociraptor body sniffing around. Tim gasps. 





The camera goes to the both of them going inside the kitchen and running to the end of one of the tables and ducking behind them. The kitchen is a maze of turns, from the hot lamp pickup area to the rows of stainless steel burners to the chopping blocks to the potwashing area.  The kids dart and duck from one area to the next, taking shortcuts under tables, crawling behind counters, scattering pots and pans behind. 





Cut to The raptor bringing it’s hand down and opening the door to the kitchen.  It sees them and chases after them. It avoids their obstacles with a casual grace and when it cannot fit through their shortcuts, it just continues around. Then another raptor barged in and also started sniffing around. Tim and Lex brake off, each raptor going for a different child. One of the raptors see Lex struggling to pull a door down over a cubbard she’s hiding in and it lets out a screech. It runs towards her, but soon heads off a metal case that was reflecting what was happening in front of it. The raptor fell down, knocked out.





Cut to Tim pulling open the large silvered door of the freezer.  Lex starts to hurry inside, Tim grabs her.

But he’ll eat us!





Tim reaches into the freezer and grabs a pile of steaks.  He tosses one towards the raptor.  The raptor gobbles it in one bite.  Timmy shoves Lex out of the way and begins to toss the steaks on the floor.  One after the other, he tosses them, in a row, closer and closer to the open freezer. The raptor mechanically gobbles the steaks, following its path.  The raptor continues right into the freezer to grabs the last of Tim's bait. Tim leaps and slams the heavy freezer door shut.  Lex comes running and throws her small weight alongside of Tim's.

Push!





They heave and the lock catches on the door.  From inside, there is a strangled cry and the door is slammed repeatedly.  The metal panels of the door buckle but they do not break.  The door hinges bend and curve but they do not give.

Hurry!





Tim and Lex turn and run out of the kitchen, the raptor that was knocked out, standing and watching them leave.





Cut to the two kids running out into the hall of the Visitor’s Centre and running right into Grant and Gennaro!

"Where are they?"





Lex (Pointing to the kitchen)


"In there."





Gennaro


"Control room."





They all run for the control room and get inside.

"Can we call for help?"





Gennaro


"We have to reboot the system first."





Grant shuts the door and trys to lock the door but can't lock.





Grant


"The door locks. Donald, boot up the door locks."





Right then Grant looks out the door to see the face of a raptor staring at him. The raptor starts to open the door.

"NO!"





The raptor starts to come in, pushing the door open a little bit at a time.  Gennaro looks back.





Gennaro


"NO!"





Gennaro runs over and helps Grant keep the door closed.

"Donald, get back. Boot up the door locks."

"You can't hold it by yourself."





Lex then jumps in the chair.





Lex


"It's a Unix system. I know this. I've got to find the right file."

"Try to reach the gun."





Gennaro reaches with his foot but can't get it

"I can't get it unless I move."





Then Lex finds what she needs and clicks to reset and all the security systems come back on.

"Is that it? Did you get it?"

"Yes! Yes!"

"What works?"

"Phones, security systems, you name it we got it."





Grant grabs the phone. 





The camera goes back to Malcolm's room with sparks of the electricity falling because of the raptors being electrocuted. Then the phone rings and Muldoon picks it up.

"Mr. Muldoon, the phones are working."





Muldoon


"The children alright?"





Grant


"The children are fine. Call. Send for the bloody helicopters."





Then some glass brakes 





Muldoon hears gun shots through the phone


"Grant!"





Grant grabs the ladder lying on the floor and puts it up to the roof and then everyone starts climbing it to the top and into the roofing. Right then after the kids get above in the roofing a window crashes and the raptor jumps in, landing on the computer table. Gennaro and Grant jump into the roofing and Grant knocks the ladder down. Camera goes back to the tyrannosaur grabbing the other raptor and slinging him into the stairwell. Then as the tyrannosaur roars, the banner saying "When Dinosaurs Ruled The World" comes flying down. 





Cut to Hammond walking fast down a trail, going through the jungle.  He hears a roar close by and quickly whips around. He whipped around too fast, causing him to spin and fall, rolling down to the bottom of the hill, flipping a couple of times. Once he got to the bottom, he tried to move, but once he couldn’t, he realized that he broke his back! He looked up and saw the juvenile Rex run by at the top of the hill, into the jungle. Then he hears a chirping sound and looks and all around him, compys are running out of the jungle, and running towards him. 





Once the jeeps got to where they were going, they all start down the path to the Helicopters waiting for them at the landing. Grant, Malcolm, Ellie, and the kids get in the first Helicopter and Muldoon, Gennaro, Arnold, Kathy, The EMH, and Harding get in the other one and they all take off. 





Cut to inside the copters. Inside the one with grant, Ellie, and the kids, Grant has his two arms around the kids, who are sleeping and Ellie sat across from him. They look at each other, smiling.





The camera goes to outside, showing the two helicopters flying away from the island, a flock of birds flying below them, the sunset coming up.





The following words appear on the screen: While on the Helicopters, they radioed the boat to tell them about the raptors on board, but the crew had already found and shot them.
