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The Return Of The King,the final installment in JRR Tolkien's Lord Of


The Rings trilogy,begins with Gandalf and Pippin at Gondor,which


they hear will soon be attacked. The Steward of Minas Tirith is Denethor,


the father of Boromir,who was killed in the previous book.





While Gondor prepares for attack,Aragorn and the group he's


travelling with are met by a couple elf princes that give Aragorn a


message from their father telling Aragorn to remember the Paths of the


Dead,and give him a long staff wrapped in black cloth from their sister.


Aragorn sets off on the Paths of the Dead,headed for the Stone of Erech,


where he plans to fulfill an ancient prophecy.





Theoden returns to Edoras,and is met by a messenger from Gondor


that asks him to bring the riders of Rohan to Gondor to protect them.


The riders prepare to go,and Theoden tells Merry to stay behind. Merry


manages to get a ride to Gondor with a rider named Dernhelm.





Before the riders can reach Gondor,the Lord of Nazgul,who is said to be


unstoppable, and his people attack.





The Rohan eventually arrive at Gondor,and the battle continues. Theoden


is attacked by a winged creature and mortally wounded. Dernhelm reveals


himself to be a girl,Theoden's niece Eowyn,and joins the battle. As Theoden


dies he gives his leadership over to Eomer,Eowyn's father. Eomer prepares to


lead the riders on toward Mordor,where the evil Sauron has his headquarters.





The battle in Gondor is finished when Aragorn arrives in ships acquired


after he led the army of the Dead against his enemies in Umbar. Aragorn


fulfilled a prophecy by freeing the Dead from an oath.





The armies set off for Mordor,planning to end the battles once and for all.


When they arrive one of Sauron's Lieutenants taunts them,then says that


they have captured Frodo and if the armies don't leave Frodo will be


tortured. The gates to Mordor are opened,and Mordor's armies come out,


beginning a new battle.





During the battle Pippin is crushed under the body of a troll. As he blacks


out,he hears the sounds of eagles,but then thinks that he might just be


remembering the stories Bilbo Baggins told of the events that happened in


to him (in the prequel book to the Lord Of The Rings trilogy,The Hobbit),


when eagles came to the rescue during a battle.





In Mordor,Frodo's friend Sam has rescued him,and they move through


Mordor disguised as orcs. They reach Mount Doom,a volcano that is the


final destination of their journey,where Frodo is to destroy the ring of invisibility.





Once they reach the top of the volcano,Frodo finds himself unable to


throw the ring in,and puts it on his finger. But he is then attacked by


Gollum,a former owner of the ring. They struggle and Gollum manages to


take the ring away from Frodo...before falling into the volcano himself.


The volcano begins to erupt.





At Mordor's gate,the battle continues,and eagles really have come to help


fight against Mordor's armies. With the ring destroyed Sauron is powerless


and his armies retreat. The eagles rescue Frodo and Sam from the erupting


volcano.





After the victory celebrations,Gandalf and the hobbits head back toward


their homes. When they get back home,they find that the village has been


taken over by someone named Lotho,who gets his power from someone


named Sharkey. Lotho and Sharkey have destroyed many of the homes,


trees,and streams in the village.





A battle is fought between the hobbits and Lotho's men,and the hobbits


come out victorious. They set out to look for Lotho,but find Sharkey...


who is really the evil Saruman.





Saruman and his servant Wormtongue get in a fight after it is revealed


that Wormtongue has killed Lotho. Wormtongue manages to kill Saruman,


and is then killed by the hobbits.





Sam gets the idea to use the dust given to him by Galadriel on the trees.


The dust causes the trees and vegetation to grow back better than ever.





A while after the village is back to normal,Frodo goes to meet Gandalf,


who leads him to the Blessed Realm.
