Lab#7 Excretion

Wastes are from the breakdown of amino acids from proteins.  Ammonia, NH3 and is highly toxic.

ADH-

More causes permeability of the collecting tubule resulting in decreased urine flow.

Less causes the opposite.

Example of a negative feedback flow.





Know internal structure.  Know what’s in CORTEX and MEDULLA.

Treatments:

Coffee-increase urine flow.

Hypertonic slt’n-increase osmotic pressure, urine decreases

Hypotonic-osmotic pressure decreases, urine increases.

Nothing-osmotic pressure increases, urine decreases.

Specific Gravity-reflects how many solutes in a solution; measured with a refractometer (the short spy-glass type device.)

Bili-Lab Stix-measures the concentration of compunds-glucose, protein, ketone, bilirubin, blood.
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
