Monday Night Worship

The other musicians were Lauren DuBois, flute, Matthew Layton, violin, and Ariel DuBois and Jessica Chroniger, clarinets. 

Wayne North ably led the worship and Pastor Dale Smalley assisted in leading the pastoral prayer. Pastor Don Chroniger used Exodus 17:1-7 as his text, speaking on how it was easier for God to get the Israelites out of Egypt than for Him to get Egypt out of the Israelites.

The thirsty, complaining Israelites turned against Moses, failing to see that God had led them this far and would lead them safely to the Promised Land.  Moses turned to God, saying, “What am I to do with this people?” God instructed Moses to smite the rock and water gushed from it. Using I Corinthians 10:1-4, Pastor Chroniger showed that the spiritual rock was with the Israelites and that the Rock is Jesus Christ, smitten for our sins.

By way of application, Pastor Don challenged us not to become dissatisfied with God’s Provision for us, as did the Israelites. They were not convinced God was with them, even after providing them water, saying, “Is the Lord among us or not?” (17:7) He warned us not to settle for spiritual junk food, but to seek that which would nourish us and help us to grow.

Tuesday Morning Study and Worship


The Tuesday morning Bible study, led by Pastor Dale Rood of Dodge Center, Minnesota, was a detailed look into the Christian tradition and Biblical command of baptism. Emphasis was placed on baptism by full immersion, a part of the Seventh Day Baptist doctrine. Pastor Rood clarified through many scriptures what the purpose of baptism is. Indeed, it is not a means of salvation, but a confession of faith and a commandment to be obeyed (Matthew 28:19).


Pastor Rood made an interesting point regarding the scripture found in I Peter 3:20-21 which states “in the days of Noah while the ark was being built. Eight in all were saved through water and this water symbolizes baptism that now saves you also.”

Some might read that this verse insinuates that the waters of baptism are a factor in salvation.


However, in his outline Pastor Rood states, “Notice that Noah and the flood are used as a type for baptism. Did the water save Noah? No, the ark did. In the same way, it is not the water of baptism that saves us, but rather belief in Jesus Christ.”


After the insightful and informative Bible study, the auditorium filled with people ready for the morning worship led by Brett Greene of the Columbus, OH SDB church.


From the time he was in sixth grade, Brett has studied the organ. This past year as a student here at Houghton College, his passion for the instrument grew and the Conference was delighted to hear him play. We knew we were getting a real treat when names like Mendelssohn and Bach were brought up and played.


Brett had an interesting (and sometimes rather amusing) Power Point presentation organized. He addressed the specifics of how the instrument itself works, and how he plays it. 


The morning was closed with a piece by Johann Sebastian Bach (who, according to Brett, is associated with organ music like peas are to carrots. Hmmmm.)

The summer of 2001, the churches in Australia raised money and Karl Rudd was sent to Daytona Beach, FL for SCSC training.  He participated in SCSC that summer completing his project in Milton, WI.  All parties involved were delighted to be working with Karl, and Karl was equally delighted to participate in SCSC.  

This year the Australian churches have once again managed to raise the money to send two young adults to participate in SCSC.  These same churches have also encouraged Karl Rudd and Peter Kube to attend Conference in Houghton, NY.  Karl and Peter will work with the rest of the core SCSC committee, Donnah Chemca, pastors Andre Allegra, Andrew Goulding and Marlow Siolo, in developing an Australian SCSC type program. The round trip tickets for the four Australians are approximately $2,400 per person plus the cost of Conference registration.  This is an awesome commitment that these churches have undertaken.  Especially considering that these are small congregations whose people are of modest means.

These Australian churches are an inspiration in their continuing commitment to training their young adults and spreading the gospel among the youth.  They are certainly looking to the future.

Now we in turn have the wonderful opportunity to further spread the gospel.  Australia has requested that we send two mission-minded veteran corps workers to Australia in January 2003 to help establish an SCSC type youth program.  These two young adults will have to provide money for airfare and personal items.  No expenses are budgeted from the Women’s Board, the Memorial Fund or any other Conference funds.  Just your donations and the money our workers raise will be used to cover costs.  The host churches in Australia will pay for room and board.  

Can we show Australia that we, the North American General Conference, are as committed to spreading the word of God and helping our fellow brothers and sisters in Christ?  Surely with all of the churches and SDB’s we have in the USA and Canada enough money can be raised to send Australia the help they are requesting.
