rudder control issues.





Sortie #1


The Andrea Doria began having control issues while the Victoria and Derfflinger slugged it out. The little Swedish ship harassed the much larger Derfflinger and inflicted damaged at close range. The Derf also managed a few hits on the Doria, but took massive ram damage from the Italian battleship. The sortie wound down with all ships taking light damage after a quick expenditure of ammo.





Sortie #2


The Doria continued with control issues and also lost gas pressure rather quickly. The Victoria continued to hassle the Derfflinger, this time however the larger battlecruiser managed to inflict several hits to the little ship which showed as the pump kicked on from time to time. Again, none of the combatants suffered major damage but this would change in the second battle.

Sortie #1


The Hindenburg re-joined the fight, albiet with only two cannons working. The two battlecruisers worked on trapping the little ship, but the Hindenburg suffered a gas leak after only a few rounds fired and was only able to help corral the smaller Victoria. The Derfflinger made several passes at the Doria, and inflicted enough damage to cause her to start pumping. Meanwhile the Victoria was pinned up against shore by Team Germany and the Derfflinger inflicted some damage as well as knocking a turret off. The Doria and the Derfflinger locked together at extremely close range and the Italian began to roll to starboard. Just as the German Battlecruiser cleared the scene the Doria rolled on her beam-ends and sank gracefully in 4 feet of water. Steve Reese retrieved his sunken ship and was disapointed that she had gone down with so little damage. The first sortie ended with the Germans having a decided advantage.





Sortie #2


The Derfflinger and Hindenburg concentrated on herding the Victoria to shore and pounding on her to finish the job they had started in the first sortie. However it was quickly apparent that the Hindenburg was having a ballast issue as the bow slid lower and lower in the water. The final straw came as an accidental ram from the Derfflinger shifted the Hburg's battery forward driving the bow under. In a chain reaction the regulator and C02 bottle slid to the extreme bow which drew the water away from the pump and pulled the mighty warship under in a quick, but graceful sink in 2 feet of water just outside of Hindenburg Cove. Just as the Hburg was being recovered, the Victoria began to slow and the pump was barely dribbling. Soon, she too slipped beneith the waves in a simple, stern first sink near shore leaving the Derfflinger alone on the pond. Although the entire World team has been sunk, both the German ships had suffered severe damage. Everyone knew it was going to be close.
