FOREST FIRES IN INDONESIA

WHY IT IS DIFFICULT TO CONTROL HAZE?
· It is difficult to stop the widely-used burning to clear the forests as it is cheap and easy.
· Besides, the forest fires occur in the remote forests in Asia.
· There is a shortage of manpower,equipment,funds and know-how hampers efforts to control the fires, especially in remote areas hard to access.
· Fires are started in the dry season. Once the fires spread, they get out of control as forest fires continue to unabated for many days.
· There are extensive layers of peat. Forest fires often ignite the peat and the bonfire becomes bigger.
· Corruption within the government has made difficult for the authorities to identify and arrest the guilty plantation companies.
· The haze caused by the forest fires was spread by prevailing winds at that time. This reduced the visibility and made it difficult for firefighters to reach the fires and put them out effectively.
· The people are uneducated and find it difficult to believe that their simple act of clearing forests can bring about detrimental effects for people in the region.
