	1. Natural resource depletion
	· Natural resources are exploited by people for economic gains

· E.g. Industrialisation
	· Industries demand a tremendous amount of natural resources for energy and raw materials.

· Due to the rapid use, natural resources have begun to deplete.

	2. Rapid population growth
	· People are mainly farmers

· Lack of family planning

· Preferences of sons

· Females are treated inferior as compared to males 

· Lack of education

· Better sanitation

· Better health care
	· More food, shelter, medical  facilities are needed in greater quantities to meet the demands of increasing population

· Hence, the government could not meet all the demands as the country has limited capital.

· Economic development might not be able to keep the pace of the increasing population. 

	3. Rapid urbanization & Overcrowding
	· The government will initially take huge steps in their development in urban areas.

· People in rural areas move into city hoping to find jobs and lead a better life.
	Lack of houses and basic amenities

· The government is often unable to provide sufficient housing for the growing numbers of rural-urban migrants.

· Thus, they build squatters using the materials they can find which lack of basic amenities.

· E.g. Electricity, paved roads, clean water supply & sewers

	4. Food insufficiency
	· Limited capital
· Rapid population growth
	· The agricultural production are not keeping pace with the growing population as they are more mouth to feed
· E.g. over cultivation, exhaustion of soil nutrients, inability to buy modern machinery, pesticides & HYV seeds

	5. Environmental pollution
	· Industrialisation


	· As country develops, industrialization is given much emphasis.

· Setting up industries requires land.

· Thus, forests are cut down which results deforestation, soil erosion & water pollution when the soil is washed into water catchments.

	· More rubbish will be accumulated. 

· It results in land pollution.

	
	· Urbanization
	· It results increasing number of squatters which do not have proper sewage system

· This has also led to water and land pollution.
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
