Develop or increase your Spanish listening, reading, writing and speaking skills in the Mountain View College Credit Spanish Language Program.  This unique program is in collaboration with the Academia Latinoamericana de Español in Quito, Ecuador.  Earn from six to eight hours of transferable credit in Spanish during the 2009 Summer I session.
Whether your Spanish is at the beginning or advanced level, the staff at the Academia Latinoamericana de Español will place you in the appropriate study program that meets your needs and abilities.  The level of your own personal knowledge and comprehension determines where you begin . . . you determine what you learn.

Your native Spanish-speaking instructors at the Academia Latinoamericana de Español will bring the culture, art and history of Ecuador into the classroom each day.  In addition, you will participate in tours into Ecuador’s colorful past, visit market places, and live with the people of Quito.  While your Spanish adventure in Ecuador can be as exciting or relaxed as you choose, you will be challenged by the many avenues of learning that are too enticing to resist.  You can bask in the sunlight of Ecuador’s tropical beaches, shop at mountain Indian markets, climb glacier-covered Andean volcanoes, trek to Amazon villages, or just take walks through the incredibly cosmopolitan and exciting city of Quito, the largest intact colonial city center in Latin America.

A part of the unique nature of the Mountain View College Credit Spanish Language program is the opportunity to live in an Ecuadorian home and share your experiences with your host family.  All students are placed in homes that offer yet another opportunity to increase language skills and build lasting friendships.  You will become a part of your host family’s lives as they share their children’s school day stories or discuss Ecuador’s current events, politics and culture.  You will also get to experience the unique flavors of Ecuadorian dishes prepared by your host family.
About the Program

This course will allow students to study Spanish in an intense and concentrated manner at the Academia Latinoamericana de Español (www.latinoschools.com) – Quito Campus (Diego Del Corral, owner) for five weeks.  Students will be totally immersed in the Spanish language and culture by: 1) studying Spanish and living in an area where the first language is Spanish, 2) staying in homes of local residents during the five week course where only Spanish is spoken, 3) be required to speak Spanish only at the Language Institute, and 4) have the opportunity to use their Spanish on a daily basis.
Upon arrival at the Language Institute in the host city, students will receive an orientation, and after being tested on their Spanish proficiency; they will be placed in the appropriate instructional level.  Assessments are made weekly to continually the correct promotions into the next level of Spanish.  All students will receive an extensive orientation in English about the instructional methods, about student and instructor expectations, and concerning their host city and the surrounding region.

This course is designed to accommodate 15 to 20 students.  Students will be housed with families in the city of Quito, Ecuador and will attend classes and activities provided by the Academia Latinoamericana de Español (www.latinoschools.com) – Quito Campus.  Breakfast and dinner are provided by host families, but lunch is usually at the students’ own expense.  Student assessment fee will generally cover the cost of airfare to and from Quito, airport transfers, breakfast, dinner, and lodging with host families and all Language Institute fees, texts, and materials.  However, students who wish to arrange their own transportation are welcome to do so; for those students, the assessment fee will be reduced to reflect the land-only cost.  DCCCD tuition and fees are not included in these fees.

Students will be required to show proof of international medical insurance with minimal coverage for: emergency medical treatment, emergency medical evacuation, and repatriation of remains before they may participate in the first class; this coverage must be purchased individually and at the student’s own expense.

While daily breakfasts and dinners are included in program costs, lunches are NOT and must be purchased individually at the student’s own expense; a nutritious lunch may routinely be purchased for less than $7 ($210 for the duration of the course).  Miscellaneous expenses such as dry cleaning, taxi fares, and entertainment are also NOT included, but may reasonably average $50 per week -- $250 for the duration of the course.

Each student will be required to sign an official DCCCD “Field Trip Participation Consent” form (waiver of liability).  If a student performs in a manner that is detrimental to the good of the group, interferes with college teaching, or fails to show respect for others (normal DCCCD grounds for suspension), the student would no longer be a participant in the course, will not be permitted to continue to remain at the facility and will be sent home at that student's expense.

Students will be required to show proof of international medical insurance with minimal coverage for: emergency medical treatment, emergency medical evacuation, and repatriation of remains before they may participate in the first class; this coverage must be purchased individually and at the student’s own expense.

While daily breakfasts and dinners are included in program costs, lunches are NOT and must be purchased individually at the student’s own expense; a nutritious lunch may routinely be purchased for less than $7 ($210 for the duration of the course).
