Course description: This course is intended to prepare students to research, develop outlines, and deliver a minimum of four speeches, including expository and persuasive presentations.  Topics include listening skills, rhetorical principles, principles of effective delivery,and logical arguments.  Some writing will be required.

Course requirements: There are four speeches listed below in the course schedule -- in addition, students will be asked to participate in several public speaking exercises as well as to do writing and research.

The assignments:

1) You will be asked to do a personal introduction.  Your notes should fill a 3” by 5” card.  In your speech, you should explain a significant aspect of your cultural background and show how it has made a difference in your life.  This speech should be about two or three minutes.  It will count as part of your participation grade.

2) Throughout the intersession, we will be doing three or four short public speaking assignments for which minimal preparation will be required.  These exercises will be graded “up” or “down” according to whether or not you participated; 

3) There will be a short midterm quiz to test your knowledge of the book itself.

4) Each student will be required to do a researched informative speech of about 5-6 minutes in length.  This speech must be accompanied by an outline.

 5) Each student will also be required to do a persuasive speech of about 7 to eight minutes for or against a question of policy.

 6) On the last day, students will be required to present a group presentation where each student will be required to speak for 3-4 minutes as part of a group panel.

 7) Finally, each student will be required to write a 3pp. (typed, double spaced, 12pt. font, 1” margins) paper that will be intended to serve as a chapter of a student-written public-speaking textbook.  In this paper, you will use the lessons learned in class to advise others on how to speak publicly.

General pointers on attending a speech class:

1) Attendance is crucial to getting a good grade.  You must show up for other people’s speeches; there’s really no legitimate absence, especially in a six-week class.  Sure, emergencies happen.  But in a time-table like this -- if the emergency causes you to miss a whole week, you might as well drop the class and take it again Spring Semester.

 2) You will need two outlines, one for yourself and one for me, for the bigger speeches.  On the informative and persuasive speeches, you must grant me an outline if your speech is to get a grade better than C.  The outline is worth 25% of your speech grade.  Organized speeches are better speeches.

 3) The grade you receive in this class will be biased in favor of those who know things and can talk about them at length.  If you don’t know, you need to know.
