Spanish 

Homework Packet

 
You are to complete a total of 5 homework assignments by mid-quarter of each quarter of the year.  
 
Please follow all directions carefully.  No credit will be given for any assignment that does not follow all specifications.  No credit will be given for incomplete assignments or late assignments so don’t wait until the last minute to try to do all five in one night and do a sloppy job.  If you finish all five before they are due you are more than welcome to hand them in early.
Choose 5 of the following assignments as your homework for this quarter.  Each assignment is 20 points, for a total of 100 points each time homework packets are collected.  All 5 assignments should be stapled or clipped together.  At the top of each assignment you should label which assignment number it is.  Also, you will need to complete a cover sheet and staple it to the top of your packet.  Any writing assignments should demonstrate your knowledge of vocabulary learned in this class and should not involve the use of a dictionary or translator or any unknown vocabulary.
  
Cover sheet:  list the assignments in order that they appear in your packet.  Include a brief description as well as the assignment number.

* = you may only do this once a year
  
1.  Check out a cultural video from Mrs. Lippert's collection. Watch it and take DETAILED notes. Only one video per student.  You may watch a video with one other student as long as you both hand in notes. *
 
2.  Go to a greeting card website and send an e-mail greeting card in Spanish to your teacher (erin_lippert@martin.k12.mn.us) , a friend, or a family member.  Write at least 8 sentences in Spanish to your teacher/friend/family member on the card.  Print the card and include the printed card when you turn in your homework packet. *
 
3.    Using at least 10 words from your current vocab list, write a 100 word story in Spanish. 
4.  Make an “opposites poster.”  Using a sheet of white computer paper, construction paper, or poster board, draw at least 10 pairs of vocab words which are opposites.  Illustrate the poster.  *
 
5.  Pretend you are on vacation in a Spanish-speaking country.  You choose the location.  Make a postcard telling a friend in Spanish about what you are seeing and doing during your vacation.  You should write at least 50 words and illustrate the postcard in a way that shows a positive aspect of the place you are visiting.
 
6.  Make a color travel brochure in English about a Spanish-speaking city, country, or region.  It should be neatly illustrated, neatly printed or typed, and should include the following information:  places to visit, things to do, climate, population, and typical foods of the area.  *
 
7.  Draw a picture which you could describe using vocabulary you know in Spanish.  Then, using the question words poster for help, write 7 questions about the picture (one question for each question word).  Make sure to include the answers to each question!  *
 
8.  Write a 100 word description in Spanish of a movie or TV show that you have seen recently.
 
9.  Take a story that we have done in class and write a different ending to it.  Change what happens…write at least 100 words.  (Briefly mention what the story is in English so I know.)
 
10.  Write a sequel to a story that we have done in class…what happens next?  You must write at least 100 words in Spanish.
 
11.  Find a real cartoon comic strip. Write out the words and make a photocopy of it, then write a NEW script in Spanish. Do not just translate the English. Make a new and original comic in Spanish (at least 50 words). You may do more than one comic to total 50 words. It is ok if it isn’t as funny as the original. Use your own words.
 
13.  If you are musical, write and sing a song in Spanish and tape it on cassette or burn onto a CD.  It should be at least one minute long.  Include written lyrics.  Use vocabulary you already know!
14.  Write a poem in Spanish.  It should rhyme and be at least 40 words long!
 
15.  Teach a family member (must be a family member who is older than you) 10 Spanish words, then make up a written vocabulary quiz and have them take it.  The quiz must be typed and should be in a format such as t/f, multiple choice, fill in the blank, matching, etc.  It should not simply be a list of words that they write down as you say them.  After they take the quiz, write a paper telling what techniques you used to teach them, how long it took, and how they did on the quiz.  To receive credit your family member must sign his/her name, write down his/her phone number as well as write me a short note telling me what they think of your teaching style.  (No credit without signature, note and a phone number.  If the handwriting looks suspicious I will call to verify.)  
 
16.  Research a cookbook or the internet to find recipes from any Spanish-speaking country.  Cook a full course meal (at least 3 different items such as appetizers, main dish, vegetables, salad, dessert, drink, etc…) for your family that is typical of that Spanish-speaking country.  You choose the country.  Take a picture of everyone enjoying the meal and include a comment sheet from the “survivors” with their opinions of the feast.  Include photocopies or printouts of the recipes you used.  2 people may work together on this one, but you must each turn in your own separate papers.  *
  
17.  If you have a Spanish-language channel on your cable or satellite, watch a Spanish-speaking TV show or movie.  Write a one-page description of what you saw and your opinion of it.  (In English)
 
18.  Cut pictures out of magazines, glue them to an 8x10 sheet of construction paper.  Make a silly collage.  Then write me a story about your collage (100 words minimum.)
 
19.  Make up a story in Spanish of at least 100 words.  Make an illustrated Powerpoint presentation of the story.  Turn in the presentation on a disk.  Be sure to label the disk and secure it to your homework packet.  (Place it in a ziplock plastic bag and staple the bag to the rest of your assignments.
20.  Choose a novel that we have read in class.  Write a sequel or alternative ending in Spanish.  It should be at least 100 words long.  You may write up to 500 words (5 pts per 100 words) per homework collection.
 
21.  Using the current novel we are reading in class, write a 50 word Spanish description per chapter of 2 chapters.  (Total 100 words.)  You may not look at the novel during this assignment and you must use your own words. *
 
22.  Choose 1 “scene” from a novel that we have read in class.  On a 8 ½” X 11” white paper draw a colored picture, collage, or other attractive visual image representing the scene and then write 50 words in Spanish describing the picture.  *
 
23.  Find an informative website that contains cultural information that relates to one of the novels we have read in class.  Make a TYPED question sheet for you classmates to answer based on the site.  The sheet should contain at least 15 culturally relevant, meaningful questions about the cultural topic.  You should include the typed answer key on a separate sheet of paper.  Make sure to carefully type the web site address (URL) at the top of the worksheet.  No credit will be given if the questions were already made up by the web page author!!  (You may do this assignment up to two times per nine weeks.)
 
24.  In Spanish, describe a family vacation.  It should be at least 100 words.  Also, attach a photo or colored illustration.
25.   If you are an artist, research a famous Hispanic artist and draw a picture that 
    is similar in style, (not a recreation of the piece) to that of the artist.  Be     

     sure to attach your masterpiece to a copy of the one rendered by the artist so  

     that yours can be compared.  On the back of the copy, write a few notes (in  

     English) explaining a little about the artist and his or her style.  
 
26.  If you play a musical instrument, find some sheet music for a traditional 
       Hispanic song. Record yourself playing the song (on video, cassette, burn into a 
       CD). It should be at least one minute long.  Include a copy of the sheet music 
       used to play the song and your “recording”.  *
27. Make a vocabulary test and key. It can be in any format (multiple choice, matching, translation, etc) as long as you use at least 20 words.  Who knows, maybe I’ll use it in class and you’ll know all the answers! (
28. Create a game of some sort using vocabulary words. It can copy a game show, something we’ve played in class, or be your own invention.  If it’s really good, we’ll play it in class.

29.  Find an article in an American newspaper relating to a Spanish-speaking country or the Spanish language.  In Spanish, write a summary of what happened, what is going to happen, or what is being described.  Include the article.

30.  Write a love note to someone (Mom, Dad, Grandma, etc). Tell him/her how wonderful he/she is and how much you appreciate them.  Minimum of 50 words.

31. Write a diary entry for what happened on your dream date with your dream girl/guy.  Write a minimum of 100 words.

32.  Send Señora Lippert an email (erin_lippert@martin.k12.mn.us) message of at least 50 words.  Respond to her reply with another message of at least 50 words.

33.  Research a holiday or celebration in a Spanish-speaking country.  Include some pictures along with a description in your own words telling what is special about it along with why it is celebrated.

34.  Prepare a bulletin board for class.  Use some of the bulletin board paper in the office (ask them NICELY to get you some).

35. Classic Film Night!  There are a number of English language movies concerning events in the history and culture of the Hispanic world that are worth watching.  The source codes show where they can be found but other places may carry them as well. L=Martin County Libraries (all branches, so reserve early!)  MM= Mister Movies  PV = Premier Video

If you have seen others that you think might be valuable, ask me first.  This can be done with a group of friends for an evening’s entertainment, but each of you must write your own report about the movie, what you thought, etc. DON’T COPY!
