Fall Membership Meeting and Workshop held.

Fall Membership Meeting and workshop was held at Tiki Lanes on August 3. The business of the
SEOH USBC was conducted which included the approval of the budget and election of delegates for state
and national conventions.

While the votes were being counted information was shared for league officers to let everyone know
what each officer should be doing to help make the league run successfully. Here is what was shared.

Things every secretary needs to do... Make sure that every bowler, substitute or regular, completes a
membership card. If the bowler owes, it is to be paid that night. No exceptions. Everyone fills out a card
even if they do not owe dues. If a bowler says they have paid in another league ask to see the receipt.
Complete the certification application, dues worksheet and then alphabetize the cards and send them to Joy
Kellenbarger, Association Manager. Honor scores need to be called into Joy within 48 hours. These and
all other awards need to be to Joy within the 20 days. Mid season average and final average lists need to
include: Bowlers name, ID# (the ID# is printed on the league listing that is returned to every league secre-
tary), total pins, number of games and average. Submit all bowlers not just those with 21 games. Be sure
to have your league records with you each week and post your standing sheet weekly.

Things every president needs to do...Make sure your secretary has submitted all of the required paper-
work and information as is mentioned above. Appoint a prize list committee and an audit committee. The
prize list has to be done by the 5th week of bowling per USBC rules. Check the league bank account at
least every month. The treasurer has only 7 days to get the money into the league bank account. You as
president could be in trouble if you don’t check the account and something should happen to the money.

Things every treasurer needs do...Deposit all league money within 7 days into a bank account with an
EIN# and two (2) signatures. Don’t hold money from week to week. Keep a copy of the prize list and use
it to do the end of the season pay out. Make sure money envelopes are kept current. If there is a change to
be made, have the team captain or the member involved witness the change. It is a good idea to have them
initial the change. Always keep your bank book and records with you. Any league member can ask to see
all league records.

Record breaking scores were honored and door prizes were awarded to the following people: Charis
Akers and Marg Dowdy won a paid membership for the 08-09 season; Erica Streitenberger and Kent
McCord won a paid entry into the Officers & Team Captains Tournament. Other door prizes were won by
Jane Runkle and Karen Morris.
