Holidays and Illness Policy

Holidays

We ask that you give us at least 3 weeks notice of holiday and as much notice of other leave as possible. (Please also see ‘Fees Policy’). We will give you at least 3 weeks written notice of any periods of time we will be unavailable.
If you require extra hours, please give as much notice as you possibly can and remember that we may decline such requests.
Sickness

We ask that you inform us if your child has been ill AT ALL and to keep them at home for 24 hours after sickness/diarrhoea has cleared. Please respect our right to refuse to care for your child if they are ill. This is for their own well being and to safeguard ourselves and other children from infection.

We are prepared to administer medicine prescribed by your child’s doctor but require written permission to do so. Written permission will be required each time a medicine is administered.
We ask that children should not be brought to us suffering from any of the following infections: 

· Conjunctivitis (weeping, sticky & red eyes) 

· Impetigo (weeping spots, usually around the nose and mouth) 

· Temperature accompanied by sickness and diarrhoea 

· German Measles 

· Whooping cough

· Measles

· Mumps 

· Chicken pox 

· Hand, foot and mouth disease 

· Any other infectious disease
