Explanations and Examples
Protect others from danger…

Remember there may be younger children, even babies around and we all need to ensure their safety. 

Make sure you close the stair gates behind you 

Pick up small toys that could be swallowed – even if you didn’t leave them lying around

Make sure toys aren’t left where people can trip over them.
Always respect others and their property… 

Treat other children and adults as you would like to be treated.

Don’t interrupt when people are speaking

Take turns and encourage others to share too

This respect for each other extends to property. 

Please do not jump on our furniture or break our toys 

Put away anything you have finished with 

If someone has brought a toy from home, ask before you take it and play carefully with it. 

If you bring anything from home, we will expect you to be prepared to share. 

Never hurt… 

We will not tolerate any form of violence, bullying or unkind behaviour. If you have a problem with another child that you can’t solve between you, ask for some adult help. 

Do as you are asked… 

We do expect that children in our care will do as we ask them but as far as possible we will give you reasons for our requests.

We have a set of manners that we expect everybody here to follow (even if they don’t have to at their own house!)

Say please and thank you to children as well as adults

Ask before you leave ‘the table’ after a snack or a meal
