

The great white shark swims with the stream line; it is a lethal predator with about 3,000 teeth.

The great white shark isn’t really white, its only white part is the underbelly, and the shark usually strikes from below so its grayish top blends in with the dark water. Great white shark females are larger than Males, when a shark is born, it feeds off small fish, and adults feed off larger preys. 
Their teeth are razor sharp, and can grow up to 3 inches long.
The Great White's sense of smell is very advanced, it can smell one drop of blood in 100 liters of water, and this allows the sharks to sense tiny electrical charges generated by small animals in the water. The Great white shark is the only shark that pokes its head above water. Despite of what most people think, the great white sharks aren’t fatal; these sharks are responsible for only about 1/2 or 1/3 of 100 annul shark attack reports.

The great whites are solitary animals, they usually travel alone but are sometimes seen traveling in pairs.

The white sharks swim by creating short bursts using their tails, they swim all the time and will probably drown if they stop moving, they cannot swim backwards or come to a full stop. 
These sharks can be found around most of the worlds coastlines where its not too hot or too cold, they have also been spotted near the following areas:  South America, south Africa, Australia and the Mediterranean Sea. 

The 5 Questions
Where can I find these great white sharks?
You can find these sharks in South Africa, South America, Australia and the Mediterranean Sea. And other coastlines where its not too hot or too cold, but be careful you don’t wana come too close to them.  
Are the great whites dangerous?
The great white isn’t that fatal, its only responsible for about 50-30 percent of all annul shark attacks.
How does this shark hunt?
This shark uses its advanced sense of smell, which can smell one 1 drop of blood in 25 pounds of water, it also senses small electrical charges that are made by animals in the water. The shark also pokes its head above water, probably to 

Seek for its prey. 
How exactly does the shark move in water?

The great white shark moves by creating short bursts with their tail. These sharks don’t have the gas filled swim bladder to keep them afloat and will drown if they come to a full stop.

They cannot swim backwards or ever come to full stops.
Can you tell me about its teeth?
The Great White shark has three rows of teeth, and about 3000 total teeth at one time, its teeth as razor sharp and can cut through almost anything. When its teeth fall off, they regenerate and grow back.
