Minutes from ICON District Board Meeting

July 6, 2003

In attendance were 1 administrator-Jeanean Herod, Governor Ellen Stallcup, and 5 board members-Chad Lattin, Jose Arteaga, Eric Menthe, Ginny Tate, and Michelle Dinah.

The meeting was called to order at 12:42 a.m. in the Pennsylvania A Meeting Room in the Crowne Plaza Hotel in Indianapolis, IN. Ellen announced that summer is over for the board, and it is now time to concentrate on CKI.  Also, do not expect to leave early from the August Board Meeting in Waco due to the large amount of work that will need to be accomplished.

Chad was also asked to create an ad for the T-O Kiwanis DCON Program.  Chad agreed and will have it completed very soon in order to get it to the publisher of the program.

Jeanean asked for a list of items that the board would need for the Aug. board meeting.  She will also check with the Kiwanis Convention Committee on the access of a copy machine for that weekend.

The board members expressed the need for the FLIP database.  Ellen will be in contact with Allison as to the status of the database.  

At 1:27 a.m., Ellen stressed the importance of spreading the word of the dues increase at the international level.  Instead of $18, the new international dues will be $25 per member.

AT 1:30 the meeting progressed to Michelle’s report of her committee.  The FLIP, Leadership Incentive program, and the general CKI presentations have all been updated.  She will be mailing them to the DAs and Ellen for approval.  Finally, Eric will mail her the updated CKI brochure for the Kiwanians.  This will also be out to the board members soon.

The board will sell the T-O 50-year pins for $5.  Please contact her for the # of pins that you would like to sell.  Jeanean also received $500 from Wal-Mart for our District Convention.  Good Job!

It is expected of every board member to present at least 1-3 presentations to a Kiwanis club.  These presentations may include KC2, the general presentation, or Leadership Incentive.

At 1:45 a.m., chartering of new clubs was discussed.  Jeanean is going to contact Mr. Halsey as to the status of Texas Tech and the other clubs that he has previously mentioned.  Jamie was also going to talk to him over the weekend.  

Jose is in contact with RICE, and Chad is working on NWOSU at Alva.

Next at 1:51 a.m., the budget has been submitted to the Kiwanis.
