I1:  Hello! Which newspaper was you working for before and where did the company locate?

I2:  That is Wah Kiu Yat Po (華僑日報).and it located in North Point Tong Tsui Street (糖水街)
I1:  How long did you work for one day?

I2:  Mmmm….I had to work for about ten hours a day.
I1:  Oh….Then what was your salary if you have worked ten hours per day?

I2:  I only have got $4-$5, how poor I was!!

I1:  Yes..I really have a deep compassion to you.  And can you briefly explain the working environment in the company?

I2:  We worked in a room thatabout 300-400 feet.  Ten people were working togther, because there were too much people, so we didn’t have any seat.  And we needed to walk around to find the seal of the words.

I1:  Except of working in the day, did you have to work at night?

I2:  Of course!  We have nightside.

I1:  Here comes to the end of our interiew, do you think nowadays still have this kind of job?

I2:  It don’t have any more rightnow….nowadays…the newspaper were inked by computer, it is more hi-tech and convinient.

Carol’s job is to lending umbrella to the people that are barbecuing in Shek O. Here is our interview:
I:   Interviewer

C:  Carol

 I:  Carol, can you tell us about your job briefly?
C:  Sure.  My job is to lending umbrella to the people that are barbecuing when the weather is shiny and hot.

I:  How much per one umbrella?

C:  About $ 30.

I:   How many hours you are working on the job each day?
C:  Well, it depends on whether that day is a holiday or not. If that day is a holiday, I usually work from 8 a.m. to9 p.m., that is about 13 hours. If it is not a holiday I usually work from 8 a.m. to 6 p.m. that is about 10 hours.

I:  Why is your working hours different in holiday and non-holiday?

C:  When it is not a holiday, fewer people will come for barbecue, so I can work for a shorter time.  However, when it is a holiday, more people come, and so we have to work for a longer time because we odd to lend more umbrella.
I:  What factor would affect your business? 
C:  The weather will effect my business. When the weather is fine and hot, my business will be better, but if it is cool and rainy, there will not be a lot of people barbecue in Shek O, it will affect my business.

I:  Do you have any unforgettable experience when doing this job?

C:  Yes. One day, a group of people has borrowed an umbrella. After they had left, I went to collect the umbrella. But another group of people came and sat down. When I collect the umbrella, the group of people stopped me. They said that they were the friends of the group of people that had just left. But I knew that they are not. But I could not prove that. So they lend the umbrella but did not pay us the money. I was really angry about this.
