The worker working on publication
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Publication is one of the inventions first invented by Chinese.
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In the past, when computers hadn't been invented yet. Most people were using this publication method to publish their articles. They made some wooden or silver stamps, which were craved, with some letters on them. They combined different stamps into one word and put them on the paper with ink. That's how the old publication works.

In the 1960s, publication was very prospect in Hong Kong. Many publication companies were set up in Central and Wan Chai and expanded rapidly.

Nowadays, as Hong Kong have been developed into a cyber port. Print is mostly by computers instead of using older ones. We believe that this publication method has been gradually extinct and turned into Hong Kong history.
