Care Instructions of Swimwear

Normal Care

Hand-wash your suit in cold water with mild soap.

Liquid hand soap, mild detergent, or swimwear cleaner is best.  

Do not use bleach!

Let it drip dry in a shaded area.

If you cannot wash your suit right away, 

rinse it out with clean water.

Wrap it in a towel or store it in a plastic bag.

Never wring it out or machine wash or dry your swimwear.
Natural Water

Hot tubs, swimming pools, and seawater 

will wear out your swimsuit.

Both the chlorine in pools, and the salt in seawater 

breaks down the lycra in the suit.

The more frequently the suit is worn in these conditions 

the shorter the suit’s life will be.

A good rule of thumb is 1-2 seasons wear.

Even if the suit is never worn it will still show signs of wear just like a rubber band would if never used.

The bright colors in the suit are the quickest to fade 

and are not a manufacturing defect.
