CATEGORIES FOR PARTICIPATION

A.  THE PERFORMING ARTS

1.  DANCE
5) The solo performance must not exceed five (5) minutes.

6) Costumes are strongly recommended.

7) Musical accompaniment must be provided by the contestant on a standard tape cassette.  The cassette must contain only the music used for the performance.  It is recommended that the contestant provide a backup tape.

8) The theme and the dance form (ballet, modern, jazz, ethnic, etc.) of the performance should be identified to the judges prior to the presentation.

9) Choice of dance interpretation and selection of music are solely the decisions of the contestant.

10) NOTE: Aerobic exercises may not be used.

JUDGING CRITERIA:
· Execution of skill and form in performance; effectiveness of beginning and ending

· Choreography/interpretation of movement to music; use of movement in relation to music

· Utilization of space (stage)

· Stage presentation/emotions
· Costume complement to theme
2.  DRAMATICS
11) The performance must be a minimum of three (3) minutes and a maximum of five (5) minutes.

12) Selections must be of literate quality and suitable for audiences of all ages.

13) The material must be completely memorized by the contestants.

14) Contestants may wear costumes and use limited amounts of makeup.

15) Contestants must provide necessary props.


JUDGING CRITERIA:
· Stage presence and poise:  


Is the actress comfortable with what she is doing?


Has the actress used makeup and costume to enhance her presentation?

· Control and projection of voice:  



Is the actress using her voice to effectively communicate with the audience?

· Interpretation that demonstrates an understanding of the material performed by the actress:  



Is the actress showing the audience that she is aware of the meaning of the material?

· Memorization of lines:  



Has the actress learned the written script and the required movements for the scene?

· Selection of appropriate material for the audience or actress:


Is the material selected appropriate for the actress?


Is the material appropriate for the audience?

3.  MUSICAL (Instrumental Classical)
16) The musical selection must be one specifically written for solo performances and may not exceed five (5) minutes.

17) If the selection chosen is written with piano accompaniment, it should be used to ensure a complete musical effect.  An accompanist (pianist) will be provided if specified by the contestant ahead of time and if the contestant brings the necessary sheet music.  (No reproduced copies.)
18) Composition to be performed must be consistent with the nature of the instrument and the level of musical proficiency of the performer.

19) The only instrument provided for performance will be a piano.

20) The selection of music and instrument is at the sole discretion of the contestant.

4.  MUSICAL (Instrumental Contemporary)
21) The musical selection must be one specifically written for solo performances and may not exceed five (5) minutes.

22) Selection performed should feature a solo performance.  If other players are needed (as in jazz selection), they must be provided by the contestant.

23) Any additional instruments or equipment needed must be provided by the contestant.

24) The only instrument provided for the performance will be a piano.

25) The selection of music and instrument is at the sole discretion of the contestant


JUDGING CRITERIA:

· Intonation, touch (piano)

· Technique, articulation, breathing, tonality, rhythm, facility
· Effectiveness of style, improvisation
· Stage presence, choice of music 

5.  MUSICAL (Vocal Classical)
26) Only one (1) song is to be performed and it must not exceed five (5) minutes.

27) Musical accompaniment may be provided by  the contestant on a standard tape cassette.  The cassette tape should contain only the instrumental version of the song.

28) An accompanist (pianist) will be provided if specified by the contestant ahead of time and if the contestant brings the necessary sheet music.  (No reproduced copies.)
29) The material must be completely memorized by the contestant.

30) Costumes permitted.

31) Microphones are permitted and will be provided.

· Choice of music
· Stage presence
· Tone quality (beauty of sound, control)

· Intonation
· Diction (naturalness, purity of words, clarity)

6.  MUSICAL (Vocal Contemporary)
32) Only one (1) song is to be performed and it must not exceed five (5) minutes.

33) Musical accompaniment may be provided by  the contestant on a standard tape cassette.  The cassette tape should contain only the instrumental version of the song.

34) An accompanist (pianist) will be provided if specified by the contestant ahead of time and if the contestant brings the necessary sheet music.  (No reproduced copies.)
35) The material must be completely memorized by the contestant.

36) Costumes are not permitted.

37) Microphones are permitted and will be provided.

JUDGING CRITERIA: 
· Choice of music
· Stage presence
· Tone quality (beauty of sound, control)

· Intonation
· Diction (naturalness, purity of words, clarity)

7.  ORATORY
38) Only one (1) speech is to be presented and it must not exceed five (5) minutes.

39) Selection of speech is the decision of the contestant.  It should be either an original (written by the contestant) or an excerpt from a speech written by a famous individual or historical figure.

40) The speech is not to be presented as a dramatic presentation.

41) Costumes and props are not permitted.

The materials must be completely memorized by the contestant.

SPECIAL NOTE: The contestants are not limited to speeches delivered by Dr. Martin Luther King.  Recommended selections include speeches by famous people such as Frederick Douglas, Sojourner Truth, etc.

B.  THE VISUAL ARTS

1.  DRAWING
42) Only one (1) project can be entered.

43) Easels and table space will be provided.

44) Each contestant is required to make an oral presentation - without a prepared written statement - explaining the methods or techniques used in developing the project.

45) The oral presentation must not exceed three (3) minutes.

46) Mounting and matting of drawing is strongly recommended. 

47) NOTE: Craft projects will not be accepted; i.e., ceramics, macrame, etc.

2.  FILM MAKING AND VIDEO
FILM MAKING:
48) Only one (1) film can be entered.

49) The running time of the film must not exceed five (5) minutes.

50) Only 8mm film is to be used.

51) An 8mm projector will be provided, provided contestant specifies the request in sufficient time before the competition.

VIDEO:
52) Only one (1) video tape can be entered.

53) The running time of the film must not exceed five (5) minutes.

54) One-half inch () VHS color or black and white video tape must be used.

55) A video tape playback unit will be provided, provided contestant specifies the request in sufficient time before the competition.

56) A story board or project theme must be associated with the video.

JUDGING CRITERIA: 
· Technical: Use of camera, lighting, and audio

· Editing: Use of effects and graphics, juxtaposition, audio effects
· Artistic: Ability of talent, scripting or teleplay, lighting effects, blending of technical effects with the artistic

3.  PAINTING
57) Only one (1) project can be entered.

58) The submission must be finished but not necessarily framed.

59) The submission should be no larger than 36 inches x 48 inches.

60) Each contestant is required to make an oral presentation - without a prepared written statement - explaining the methods or techniques used in developing the project.

61) The oral presentation must not exceed three (3) minutes.

62) Easels and table space will be provided.

63) NOTE: Craft projects will not be accepted; i.e., ceramics, macrame, etc.

· Color
4.  PHOTOGRAPHY
64) No more than six (6) photographs can be submitted or one (1) collage of work.

65) Photographs must be uniformly mounted using the same color boards.

66) Photographs and/or mounting boards must be no larger than 20 x 16 inches. 
67) Only smooth white, black or grey color boards can be used.

68) Each contestant is required to make an oral presentation - without a prepared written statement - explaining the methods or techniques used in developing the project.

69) The oral presentation must not exceed three (3) minutes.

70) Table space will be provided, provided contestant specifies the request in sufficient time before the competition.

JUDGING CRITERIA:
· Cleanness
· Composition

· Effective use of light
· Printing quality/Choice of film
· Mounting of photographs
5.  SCULPTURE
71) Only one (1) project can be entered.

72) Each contestant is required to make an oral presentation - without a prepared written statement - explaining the methods or techniques used in developing the project.

73) The oral presentation must not exceed three (3) minutes.

74) Easels and table space will be provided.

75) NOTE: Craft projects will not be accepted; i.e., ceramics, macrame, etc.
