Gamma Phi Sigma was organized November, 1966 when Soror Virgie Reynolds, who at the time, was a National Board Member, was instrumental in getting fifteen (15) women who had formerly been members of Gamma Sigma, but had become inactive for more than  ten (10) years. Soror Emma K. Hill, the Southwestern Regional Syntaktes chartered the chapter.

Mary Scales Greenwood was the first Southwestern Regional Syntaktes and to her goes credit for organization of most of the chapters in the region.  Soror Lorene B. Lancelin succeeded Soror Greenwood as the second Southwestern Regional Syntaktes and she was the first Basileus of the chapter. Other Regional Syntakti were Ruby Summers, Janice Walker, and Dr. Faith Foreman.  

Chantay Canty, who is the newly elected Grand Grammateus also served as regional Grammateus.  Janet Sanders served as NEF Trustee and Janice M. Sexton was Editor in Chief of the Aurora and National Boule Hostess in 1996.
