Board Meeting  - May 03, 2006

The meeting was called to order at 7:10 P.M.  In attendance were Brian Starr, Scott Munroe, Ty Baden and Michael Wasnorowicz.  Also present was Bill Wallace.

The question was asked if all board members received the emailed minutes from the last board meeting.  Everyone said yes.  Brian Starr made a motion to wave the reading of the minutes and to approve those minutes.  Scott Munroe seconded the motion and everyone voted yes.  The motion was passed.

The issue of the missing matching mailbox at 116 Shaddock Drive was discussed.  Brian Starr made a motion to set a deadline for the installation of the matching mailbox at August 3, 2006.  Scott Munroe seconded the motion.  All the board members voted yes and the motion was passed.  Mike Wasnorowicz volunteered to send a letter to 116 Shaddock informing the owner of this decision.

It was noted that the insurance policies are now in place for the next year beginning May 9, 2006.  

It was noted that Ty Baden had installed the button at the exit gate to allow pedestrians to exit the community.  It was also noted that he had programmed the timer on the gate to be open in the morning from 6:30 AM until 9:00 AM and 3:00 PM untill 6:00 PM.

It was noted that Ty Baden had finished installing the floodlights and that he reinstalled the photoelectric eye to work properly.  

It was noted that the wall and the gate were repaired and functional once again.

It was noted that the speed limit sign and the slow children sign had been ordered.  It was further noted that as soon as the signs were received, the board would see that they got installed.

It was noted that the front fence had been pressure washed.  It was noted that the sprinklers are working, but they are not covering all of the sod that had been replaced.  Mike Wasnorowicz said he would contact the Auburndale Public Works and have them look at the system to insure that they are working as they should.

Mike Wasnorowicz read a letter that he had composed to be mailed out with the next billing for the annual dues.  Ty Baden made a motion to send the letter as written with the next billing.  Sccott Munroe seconded the motion.  Everyone voted yes and the motion was passed.  

The question was asked if the board had any thoughts on members planting hedges and other plants or shrubs without the consent of the board.  The section of the declaration addressing that issue could not be readily found and the issue was tabled until the next board meeting.

It was noted that the post that holds the keypad at the front gate was loose.  It was decided that all that was needed was some extra concrete.  It was also noted that the weatherproof box for the keypad transformer was allowing water into the outlet and thus shorting out the transformer.  Ty Baden said that he had noticed that the box had been installed upside down and that he had corrected the problem.  

It was noted that some new codes need to be entered into the gate entry system.  It was also noted that the system should be reviewed and all former residents’ codes removed.  

It was discussed what to do to the gate if there was a power failure.  It was noted that the power switch needed to be turned off and that the pin needed to be removed from the gate arm.  All the board officers have keys to the control boxes.  

Ty Bade made a motion to adjourn the meeting.  Scott Munroe seconded the motion.  Everyone voted yes and the motion was passed.  The meeting was adjourned at 8:30 PM.
