Board Meeting - September 19, 2007

The meeting was called to order at 7:03 P.M. In attendance were board members: Ty Baden and Julie Flowerdew. Members present were Craig O'Grady, Roman Whitney, Diane Thyben, Joan Wallace, Bill Wallace, Keven Gervase, and Eileen Young.

It was noted that only the board would be recording the meeting. 

Ty made a motion to appoint Roman Whitney to take Brian Starr’s position on the board and to appoint Craig O’Grady to take Mike Wasnorowicz’s position on the board.  July Flowerdew seconded the motion and the motion passed.

Eileen Young asked who will be the registered agent.  Ty Baden stated that Mike Wasnorowicz is currently the registered agent but that it would need to be changed and that Craig O’Grady would be the new registered agent.

Eileen Young stated that the HOA members needed to be notified about changing of rules for the HOA.  After a lengthily discussion, it was determined that for now the board would use e-mail and the postal service for member notification and that the next time the board has a requirement to mail a document to all HOA members, a preferred contact sheet will be included so that each member could state their preferred method of contact.

It was noted that all the board members had read the minutes from the September 5, 2007 board meeting. Ty made a motion to approve the minutes from the September 5, 2007 board meeting. Julie Flowerdew seconded the motion. All board members voted yes and the minutes were approved. 

The floor was opened for new business.

It was noted that Kim Beasley would be resubmitting an ACR form at a later date.  It was also noted that Diane Thyben would be resubmitting an ACR form at a later date.

It was noted that Kevin Gervase and Bill Wallace are on the Architectural Committee.  It was also noted that ACR forms should be brought to the Architectural Committee instead of the board.

It was noted that 100 Shaddock Drive is paid in full.  It was also noted that Craig O’Grady would try to contact the real estate company at 106 Shaddock Drive to see if we can recover dues owed on the property.

It was noted that 121 Evergreen Drive and 134 Evergreen Drive are paid in full.  Julie Flowerdew stated that she canceled the lawn spray on the two properties.

It was noted that there are no new violations. 

It was noted that the gates would be open from 12:00 p.m. to 4:00 p.m. on Sundays to allow potential home buyers access to the community in hopes of helping the members sell their homes.

The board asked for volunteers for the Arbitration Committee and discussed several potential candidates.  The board also asked for volunteers for the Nomination Committee.  It was noted that Craig O’Grady, Eileen Young, Joan Wallace, and Julie Flowerdew would be on the Nomination Committee and other members would be asked to join as well.

Financial reports were discussed and it was determined that research would need to be done to determine an accurate budget and to determine the financial well being of the HOA.

Eileen Young stated that the fence line along the common area next to her house had large weeds and it was noted that the board would talk to the HOA lawn maintenance company the next time he was seen to discuss weed eating that area.

After a brief discussion concerning 6’ fencing, Julie Flowerdew made a motion to only allow 6’ white PVC fence.  Ty Baden seconded the motion.  All board members voted yes and the motion was passed.

Julie Flowerdew made a motion to adjourn the meeting. Ty Baden seconded the motion. Everyone voted yes and the meeting was adjourned at 8:01 PM.
