2005 will be recalled as the Year of the Byram Hills ascension.  After years of Greeley, Irvington, and White Plains, the Bobcats emerged as the top dog goin’ undefeated through its first 38 matches!  No team has come close to such a record.  Congrats to Martin Gilbert, Nate Mattison and the Byram Hills. Team!
Hastings and Horace Greeley returned to the Final Four for a second consecutive year with White Plains joining the group for the first time since 2001.  The semifinals saw
Horace Greeley defeat White Plains 305-250 and Byram Hills beat Hastings 390-315.

White Plains rebounded to take third with a 420-245 victory setting the stage for the 

Finals.  Byram Hills took control early and won handily by a margin of  480-315.  MVP

Honors were again earned by Nate Mattison when he smashed the old record of 1290 points with the nes standard of 1355 points.  Next up for Nate will be to become the only three time MVP, after joining Steve Laurie as the second two-timer.  Rounding out the All-Tourney team for 2005 were Brendan Price (Smithtown), Soumya Sanyal (White Plains),  Sam Casper (Hastings), and Dan Nuffer (Horace Greeley).
