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Welcome to 7th grade’s virtual field trip!  We are going to visit many places without leaving the comfort of our chairs!  We will visit informative pages about how to write essays and pages that tell us about authors.

Stop one will be at BrainPop!  Go to the subject: English and choose the video: Five Paragraph Essay.  Watch the video to give yourself a place to start learning about our newest type of writing… Five Paragraph Essays!  Remember to put on your headphones!
Stop two is continuing with your study on five paragraphs essays.  We will visit a website that tells you EXCATLY what a five paragraph essay should include and look like.  Read through the website and take notes on what you learn.  The more you look into the website the easier it will be on you later.  We always want to make things easier!

The third stop is more information to help you complete the best possible author study you can!  Together, with the help of this website, we will discuss the needs of a bibliography and what information must be included.  After we review this website, we will continue to do more research on bibliographies.

At stops four and five we finally get to begin doing research on two of the authors that have written books you have read in class.  Stop four will be Lois Lowry’s website.  Together, we will gather the same type of information you will be gathering for your own author study.  We will do the same for stop five except it is S.E. Hinton’s website.

The sixth and final stop on our virtual field trip is where you finally get to put all of your information together and you get to work with a partner, which I know you always enjoy.  We will be using an online graphic organizer to help get your information in an easy to read format.  One partner will be at the computer at a time.  The first person will read the topics about his/her author to the typist (one at the computer).  The typist will then enter that information into the correct place on the graphic organizer.  For an example, we will fill one out as a class first.  Let the creative juices flow!!  Make your typist type until they can type no more!  The more information you include in your graphic organizer, the easier it will be later and we love that!
