	Since listed in May 03 at 60c/share, the stock had traded from a low of 63c to a high of 78c and subsequently, retraced to a low of 64.5c. 

Due to its short listing history, not much guidance can be interpreted from its chart. However, if we assume that 63c is the start of a bull wave, there is a possibility that it can reach a new high of 90c. Such assumption will be invalid if it breaks below 63c.

The more attractive area about this stock is its high dividend payout. Current interim dividend declared is 0.02105c/share or a dividend yield of 3% based on a purchase price at 70c. If it maintains the same amount in the final dividend payout, then, the total for the reporting FY will be 0.0421c/share or a total dividend yield of 6% at same purchase price. Such high dividend yield should be very appealing to the more conservative and cautious investors, especially, when comparing with the CPF or FD interest rate. Bought it at 70c and had pocketed the dividend.
The recent corporate news on business diversification had turned it into a hot counter, allowing ah lau, ah pek,  ah soh a chance to participate in some gossip topic.  Institutional players had also boosted the price to a recent high of 74c on high volume. Future is bright and I’m as confident as its management. Let’s ride the wave together but be patience.
