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In every good story, there is a character that possesses the wisdom needed to accomplish whatever task is being attempted. In “The Giver” the old gentleman titled “The Giver” is the one that contains this wisdom. He holds the memories of long ago . . . and it is his job to pass these memories to Jonas.

Likewise, it is often shown in stories that for “the good guy” to win out over “evil” he must be smart enough to figure out how to accomplish the task – and it is his brains, and not his brawn, that help him to do this.

Fairy tales CERTAINLY possess one of these elements in almost every one that has been told. Cinderella had her godmother to guide her to true love – Snow Sleeping Beauty had the gifts of the fairies to bless her and keep her safe from harm.
