Possible causes:

Amy is having trouble distinguishing between fictional and non-fictional reading material. As she reads, she takes everything she absorbs literally and comprehends it on a basic level. She has more of an interest in fictional writing than non-fictional writing, and that hinders her ability to analyze the literature because of her interest in fictional writing.



Proposed solutions:

· Amy would benefit from after school tutoring with an advanced student, or the teacher, to discuss the differences between non-fictional and fictional literature.

· Enrolling Amy in an after-school peer reading program that focuses on literature analysis may be beneficial, as it would include her in a group of her peers who have the same difficulties she is experiencing in literature interpretation. This would allow her to share her ideas and thoughts with others of her age/reading ability and benefit her by encouraging input from her peers.
