Hardware/Audio-Video Equipment

Scanner
Scan historical artifacts and photographs; digitize print documents


Scan original artwork; scan pictures from text, magazines, etc.

Digital Camera
School photos for Yearbook and other documentation of student. Create slide show photos for teaching aids.


Take photos for school projects; take photos for school newspaper. Document class activities or field trips.

DVD Player


Watch educational videos during class time as a teaching aid; allow students to watch said videos as make-up work when they miss class.

DVDs have much better quality than VHS tapes.
Many computer programs have additional features that can be seen via a DVD player. Students can take advantage of this and use the DVD player. Students can watch educational DVDs on topic with what is being discussed in class.

Laptop


Fantastic took for teachers on the go. Teacher can develop assignments while away from the classroom. Teacher can take roll, develop assignments, and document class activities on the laptop from ANYWHERE.
Type last minute assignments when away from class when a desktop PC is not available. Student can access the web from any phone line if the Laptop has a modem.

Productivity Software

Microsoft Word


Create flyers and handouts and worksheets; draw diagrams

Microsoft Excel


Create roll sheets, seating charts. Keep track of grades and productivity in the classroom.
Student can use to keep track of homework assignments. Make tables for many various things. 

Microsoft PowerPoint


Create presentations; develop notes to share with the class. Use as a study tool for review before exams.

Internet/School Network

E-mail


Communicate with parents regarding announcements and important dates; collect student work; 
Communicate with kids in other countries (keypals), field experts, each other; research projects

World Wide Web


Use to post websites the teacher designs for the class. The websites can feature grades (Use Blackboard on the web!) assignments and due dates. Also, the teacher can post tutorial information to aid students out of class.
Students can access classroom websites to get grades, assignments and such. The web is the greatest research tool! Students can use to research for papers and exams. Students can build websites and post them on the web and share them with the world. 

Listserv


Share assignments for the class with teachers and students. Teacher can develop a discussion forum on the Network for concerns and questions that the class may have.
Students can post concerns and questions to the listserv for the Teacher, and other students, to answer. Discussion groups could have a big impact on the classroom.

Use to show other teachers in the school what you are teaching YOUR students. Also, students may access to get assignments and due dates.
