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1. Safety/Behavioral Problems

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1. Posts rules around the room and go over them with the entire class.  Make sure students understand the rules and consequences for their actions.

· Look at the job aid for the safety and behavioral rules
2. Develop and Follow a computer schedule in which all students get an equal amount of time.  The only time students allowed to be on computers is at the specified times.  Friday’s students are allowed to catch up on work missed but only with teacher’s approval.

· Look at job aid for student schedule
3. Reorganize the classroom to where the computer screens face where the teacher is.  This will allow the teacher to monitor the browsing/activity of the students

· Look at organization plan of room
4. Reorganize the classroom in a way that the students will benefit from it.  Make sure that the computers are against the wall so cords do not fall into the rows.  Make sure computers are near the electrical outlets.

· Look at the new classroom organization plan
5. Locate the printer close to the teacher desk.  This will prevent students to not over print.  Have teacher look over the materials that want to get printed.  Get the approval of the teacher.  Limit the number of pages printed a day per student.
