· ns is not a polished and finished product. [Ref: www.isi.edu/nsnam]

· ns  is not a commercial product so the only support I have is the user mailing list, which mostly remains inactive and questions are rarely answered

· The simulator is written in C++ & Otcl (Object Oriented TCL) and
· It follows a Split-Programming-Model that is very difficult to understand

“A disadvantage of ns is that it is a large system with a relatively steep initial learning curve, ns's split-programming model remains a barrier to some developers.”
