The progress on the thesis is that we have successfully installed and 

configured Sun's implementation of Mobile IP on the laptop available in the 

routers lab. To do that, we had to download the source code for  an older  Linux kernel, version 2.0.36, compile it and boot from it. To  do that, in  turn, we had to download and install an older version of the  gcc compiler,  which conflicted with various other packages, so we had to take 

care of them  all, which is why it took us so long to do it. We have been  successfully in 

communicating with a client and a server as before, this time,  using Access  points rather than bridges. We currently have to write our shell programs again, to  configure the  access points, which give an entirely different interface from  the bridges  that we previously used.

We are looking at a few parameters that we can measure and are  currently  also modifying netperf code to get it to obtain those  parameters. Hopefully, if we don’t get find any glitches, we should have at  least some  results on both NS and the routers lab.
