Grades will be assigned by a very simple formula.  Total points earned divided by total points possible.  
Tardy/Bathroom Policy

“P.I.E.”


“P.I.E.” stands for People, Idea, and Event.  Every Friday or last school day of the week you will write one paragraph for each part of the PIE based on the material that was read for that week.  One paragraph will be on an influential person and will discuss who they were, what they did, and why you choose them.  The second paragraph will cover some idea that is introduced such as the industrial revolution or slavery and will include what the idea is, how it changed the world, and why you choose it.  The last paragraph will be about an event such as the Battle of Gettysburg and will discuss what happened, how it affected the course of history, and why you choose it.  Three students will verbally present their PIE and field questions from the class and teacher.
3-Ring Binder


Each student will keep an organized 3-ring binder to be turned in before taking each unit test.  The binder will include the following in this specific order: 

1. Dated Notes

2. Homework from the Textbook

3. Homework from the Western Hemisphere Geography workbook

4. All “PIES” in order


5. Any handouts that I pass to you
