Crowded in the doorway of the pharmacy stood kids of all ages, wide-eyed and amazed.  They wanted to see everything and know what the volunteers from the mission had brought for them.  Most importantly they wanted to talk with the gringos that they saw busily moving about working to fill prescriptions for over a hundred patients everyday.  I sat by the door translating directions for the medicines and talking with the kids.  Sharing with them what we were doing and getting to know them.

The border of Ecuador and Peru holds a large population of those needing medical care and those hungry for the Gospel.  Over 500 people became Christians in the two weeks that I spent in the area with Medical Ministry International.  What a blessing!  Almost 2000 patients came through the clinics over those two weeks. They were served through general medicine and also through eye clinics and disposing of glasses.  Each patient also received medications and went through the health education program where they were presented with the Gospel.
