From the examples given, there are 3 different classes. (i), is Class A address, which are used by very large companies such as IIUM, IBM, US Dept of Defence, etc. Second example is Class B network. It assigned to large companies and universities. Lastly, the third example is from Class C network. It is assigned to small companies and local Internet providers. Other classes are Class D and Class E. Class D network addresses are used by multicasting (method of reducing network traffic). Rather than send a separate datagram to each host if multiple host require the same information. As for Class E, it is reserved by the Internet for its own use. When you try to ping a Class e address, you should get the error message that says that it is an invalid IP address.
